Doody was dofoatod he camo home
out ot sorts, nnd, for somo time, refused to
speak to anybody. After that ho always ap-
peared discouraged."

His easier than teaching
eels to suck eggs, and that Is so easy that It I
could make n six months' contract with some-
body to pay me one dollar per eel per month
for every eel I could give a diploma tons a
graduate In egg sucking, t oould retire from
business nnd have time to make the effort to
tench our club how to fish, although that
would be n Job that wouldn't leave mo time to
do much of anything else.

"Of course, whon you start kt to teach a
crow how to talk j ou havo to first get your
crow. That Is one reason why so many folks
whnhnve made the attempt to toach crows
how to talk and failed declare thnt It can't bo
done. They didn't Ilrst get tholr crow. They
always nude tho mistake ot taring for their
crow nnd shooting It. Now, thero Is no possi-
ble uso for any ono to try to mnko a dead crow
tnlk. I wouldn't attompt It myself, and If It
could bo dono I could do It. You'to got to
hatoallvocrow. and the less time that crow
hns been nllvo the better, lot It must be older
than Its brothers and sisters, at that. Maybo
you think thnt a little queer, but you wouldn't
If you wore as welt acquainted with crows as
I am,

"I'verybody knows, or ought to know, that
In every family of crows thore Is one that Is
the boss. This crow is always n ho teller. He
plans all the campalgna against corn fields
and runs things genoraily. It is the business
ot every old mother crow who Is engagod In
hatching mischief for the future corn crop to
see to It that this crow who Is to boss the brood
Is hatched Ilrst, and It Is a rare thing for ono
ot them to fall in her duty. If she should bo so
careless of her responsibility In this respect as
(o hntch a member of her own sexflrst.it
would go hard with her. The moment the
father of that prospective brood dlecoveredlthls
violation of tho law ot crow prlmogenlturo he
would rise In the might of his Indigna-
tion and spread to tho wholo roost the
news ot his wife's neglect of licr ma-

ternal duty. Then tho colony would nt
once take this outrago against the husband
as an unpardonablo affront to nil. Thoy would
swoop down on tho ofTondlng matron and scat-
ter her to thn winds, limb, tooth, and foathor.
Then tlio father of tho hcadloss brood would
dump tho nest on the ground, and go forth a
disgraced and ehlldlosit wandoror frem nmong
his fellows, iou hfte often seen solitary
crows winging their way aimlessly hero and
there, novcr seeking thn company of others,
and nlwnys cronklng a hoarso nnd hopeless
croak. They aro old ho fellors, to whom err-
ing wlvos havo brought domestic ruin by
hatching the wrong crow first They nre
doomed to bo forover lono wanderers of tho
skj-- . Thoy have no future but the grave, so to
speak. Hut howlheycan etonl corn! Groat
Hemlock' how thei can steul corn'

"Well, thou, when you set out to teach a
crow to talk, that llrst-bor- n crow is the one
jou wunt to get It's a simple mutter.

Into tin- - nest That first crow N liable tocomo
out before long, and if you should happen to
be a day Into you would llnd several of his
lirothern and sisters out too.
