recognized by our Federal Executive, The
Committes on Forvign Affairs had no right
to ask the House of Representntives to
pass judgment on the acte of ex-Minlster
Brevess, for it had made no investigation
of the subject. On the other hand, it was
pot only Its right, but It was its duty, In
view of the President's own ndmissions
and the undisputed wrongdolog of his
agent, Minister WiLnis, to rebuke him for
a violation of international lnw and & usur-
pation of the war-makiog power which be-
lougs to Congress under the Constitution.
The committee refralned from making an
inquiry on what scemod the reasonable
ground that such an juquiry was already in
course of prosecution by the Sepate Com-
mittee on Foreign Relations, which might
be trusted to slicit all the facts and ariive
at just conclusions, Unless this plea was
delusive and treacherous, It fmplled that
the House commities would defer any ex-
pression of opinlon until the Senate inquiry
was completed and Its coneluslons had been
made known. Having refused to take testi-
mouny, and thus to obtain an authentle and
independent basis for judgment, the House
commiltes had no right to forestall the
results of the SBenats inquiry and report a
resolution founded exclusively on ex parte
evidence and assumptions.

Yot it s just thisiniquitous and insolent
thing which has been done. The House of
Represoutatives |s luvited to eondemn ex-
Minister STEVENS on the ex parte ovidence
of Paramount Commissioner BLovxT, which
bas long since been discredited throughout
the country. and which, as the report of the
Benate comumittes will show, has been met
by an overwhelming mass of counter testis
mony. Why did not Mr. MoCREARY play
the part of an honest man. and report that
his committee, having made no lndependent
Inquiry, must, in equity and decency, awalt
the outcome of the Senate Investigation ?

Abollsh the Bonding Fraud.

Our great railway corporations one after
another are passiog lnto the hands of res
ceivers, Itis to be feared that somae of our
transcontinental systems will be broken up
and their eMelency very much lessensd be-
fora the Nuanelsl condition of thecountry s
restored to lts normal prosperivy. Other of
the transeontinental lnes would no doubt ba
foreed Into bankruptey but for the conrage
and financlal ability of their leading oMoeers,
who have peirsonally advanced the funds
required to meet maturing obligations,
Under these conditions s continuanes of
the present bonding rystem as applied to
Canadian rallways is a groea (pjustice Lo
our own lines, and should be abolished
without delay, root sud branch.

Canadian rallwave under the present sys-
tem divert st least $20,000,000 of earnlngs
annually which legitimately belong to our
own roads, while they havenot coutributed
one dollar to ¢reate, promote, or protect
railway traflle in this country. They have
simply diverted traffic ereated by our own
lines. In this policy they have been alded
and financially asslated by the Government
of Canadna, ns well a8 by the lmperial
British Government.

To ald the Grand Trunk Rallway Com-
pany to copstruct a lipe from Port Huron
direct to Chivago for the express purpose
of diverting Ameriean traffle to Montreal,
the Government of Canadas paid 1t §1,500,000
for its line from Quebee to Rividre du Loup,
which had always been operated at a seri-
ous lues. The purchase of this live by the
Government was made conditional upon the
expenditure of the purchase money to con-
struct the Chicago and Grand Trunk, The
Govermnent of Canada also gave the Grand
Trunk Rallway Company a cash bonus of
$475,000 to enable It to ralse the capital to
construet the tunnel under the Detroit
Iiver at Port Huron, that it might be batter
able to compete for American trnfMe ngainst
our own lines,  But for the American traffle
that was diverted to the Grand Trunk Rail-
way by ita Chicago conpection, it would
long ago have gone into bankraptey,

The construcion of the Capadian Pacifle
wins a deliberately planned schivme to deflect
Ameriean teaflle to Canadian ports. Not &
single promoter of the Capadinn Paciflo
Rallway was simple enough to expect
that It could even earn operating expenses,
it contined to Canadian trafMe.  The charter
of the Canadian Pacifie and the subsequent
railway legishation of Canada were deliber-
ately lotended to secure for it a monopoly
of Canadian traflle for many years, and at
the same time leave It free to prey upon
American business. The general Railway
act of Canada was sxpressly ameonded to
permit the Canadian Pacific Rallway Com-
pany to make discrimineting charges
against Canmdian shippers. whenever this
might be necessary in order to divert
Ameriean teaflie to itslines. This polley of
the Government of Canada not onlv jus-
tifles, but requirea that the Government of
the United States should now promptly ex-
ercise all lawlul powers to protect and de-
fend our own transcontinental lines agalnst
this Canadian competition,

The amended Railway act of Canada con-
talns the following clausei Act of 183, clause
246), which was Intended to meel the de-
mand of the granger element of Canada for
Government supervision of rallway freight
charges without in the slightest degres em-
barrnssing Canadian rallways lo culting
rates Lo secure American trafMe:

“324 Toe company, in fining or requisting the 1oils

It will be observed that under this clause,
while attemptiog to protect Canadian eitl-
zens from upjust diserimivation by a rail-
way betweon poiuts in the Duinion, the
Canadian Government directly authorizes
the ratlways of Canada to make such dis-
crimination as they choose, In order to
secure “through traflle, or traflle to and
from the Unlted States.”

While s
eould oot carry the traffie if offered to |t, s
could make n rate that would destrov the
value of the business to our own rallways,
and therefors that sum was pald to it s
was pothing more or less than blackmail. A
bopding system which makes it possibile for
a foreign railway corporstion o rob Ameri-
can ralway compauies, s 8 gross lojustios
to Atnerfoan Intorests aml shoulld be st onee
abolislicd, Buch o system catnt be de-
fonded, L s not ouly apti-Ametican o
spirit, but seriousty destroctive of Amer]-
con lnvestmonts o ralivays.

The Canadian Pacifle Rallway was & po-
Htieal necessity to save the Confedaration
from dissolution: and sow the bankruptey
of that concern would force & collapse of
the Dominlon,

1t Is also n military highway for England
to her colonles In the Pacltle, which by our
bondiug system wo are Nuaucially alding
her to maintaln or rather dompelling our
own rallways to maintaln, 1t is alson high-
way betweon Britlah fortifioations at Halls
fax, Queboe, and Esquimalt, ail of which
are connectéd by eable with the impoerial
War Office. And still again It Is a military
highiway for England along our entlre
purthern frontier.

The Cansdian Pacifle Rallway was built
to strengthen and prolong British power
upon this continent, and also to ald Fog-
land in securfing a8 much as possibls of the
trafie betwean the Pacile Ocean aud
Europe. Our bonding system directly alds
lor at the exponse of our own people. The
Canadiay Pavifle Rallway Compauy Is the
most arrogant aotl-Ameriean corporation
upon this continent. It is about to apply to
the Parlinment of Canada for a guarantes
upan §15,000,000 uf Its bonds, to eoable it to
continue ite warfare upon Americean rall-
roads; and as It contributes largely to
tha corruption fund of the Tory party, and
Its support I8 an absolute necessity to the
continuancs in power of the presant Gov.
ernment of Cavada, while Its bankruptey
would serfously eripple Britlsh power upon
this continent, its demand for help will no
doubt be granted. By continuing the bond-
ing system wo are practicaily alding the
Government of Canada and Great Britain to
destroy Ameriean Investments In transcon-
tinental railways.

We very wisely and properly secure to
American vessels freedom from competi-
tion from forelgn vessels ln our consting
trade upon the eea and the lakes, Weo do
pot permit a forelgn vessel Lo earry a cargo
from one American port to another, as, for
example, from New York or Bostou to San
Franclseo, or from Chicago to ByfMalo. But
by vur bonding system we speclally au-
thorize Canadian railways to do what our
laws provent foreign vesssls from dolng.

We tle the hands of our rallway managers
with the Inter-State Commerce law, which
forblds  them o make diseriminating
charges ngninst apy class of Americnn
shippera; and then wo permit Capadian
lines, which are speclally authorized by the
Farllament of Canadas to  diseriminate
agalnst Canadian shippers, to prey upon
the legitimate traffic of our own roads.
Had the Northern Pacific and Unlon Paelfie
hail the earnings which the Canadian Pacifle
Rallway has been permitted to divert from
them Jduring the past four yoars, they could
have easily met all their obligations and
avolded all proceedings in bankruptey,

The fact that the Canadian Government
denles to Amerlcan fishermen the privilege
of lauding & cargo of fish at a Canadian
port, sod shipping it in bopd over Canadian
rallways to the United Suates, would Justity
the immediate and unconditional abolition
of the presont bonding system. Rimple
Justice to American railway eredit and io-
vestments demands (L,

The abolition of this ant-American sys-
tem s not o question of partisan politics;
far from it. 1t Involves the earnlng power
and eredit of 100,600 miles of Americau rail-
wave, costing not less than $6,000,000,000,
It destrovs the confidence of capitalists in
American rallway securities. It retards
rallway construction in this eountry. It
delays the development of the resources of
our trans-Mississippl States., Its abolition
would compal the Capadian Pacific Rallway
Company toabaudon its antl-American pol-
ey, aud oxert its powsr and Influence to
consummate coutinental union. It would
lurgely increass the exodus from Cannda to
the United States. We should, pno doubt,
secure several hundred thousand most de-
sirable citizens from Canada more than we
shall obtain It the present polioy Is contin-
umd. It would causs the collapse of the
monarchical party in Canads snd haston
very much the solution of our future rela-
tion to the northern half of the eontinent.,
It would open the eyes of the Canadian peo-
ple to see how (nextrieably they are bound
v the United States, geographleally snd
commercially, amd how absolulaly their
prosperity s dependeat upos live Inter-
voniree with us.

The Tory Government of Canada has nn-
tagonized American interests wlheuever an
opportunity was offered. It Las oo eclalus
upon us o Justify a continuatce of the
bonding systam. Wo are well pleased 1o
learn that a determipation to do justice to
American raillways pervades both Houses
of Congress, and that there 1s 8 probalillity
that s positive decision upon this question
will bo formulated at an early day. Again
we sAY, Abolish the bonding fraud!

It has pald bask the
Government more than it originally cost, with
fair interest on Its cost.

I doubt whether anything would be galned
by o genaeral discusslon, or an attempt to an-
nex the islands at the present time. 1 doubt
whether they cvuld be annexed. slmply be-
eause of the hostllity of the sxecutive depart-
ment of this Governmentto annexation. [ do
riot know whether the legislative department,
thatwould perhaps have to pass some lawa to
earry out the annexation if it should take
vlace, would be friendly te it; but with the
Executive againstit, it ismorally eertain that
the islands cannot be annexed at this time
But thers isone thing morally eertain, that the
poliey and traditions of this country for Nfty
youars touching the islands (4 not pow to be
changed. Those islands are to be annexnd. to
become our proparty. Whether they are to be
A county [n Callfornia, or ultimately to te &
Htate, or to be treated as we may Lreat them,
as n Territory, 1 do not now knaw and do not
care to discuss, but it is morally eertain that
eventually they will coma to us and we will
throw over them the protection of our laws
and our fMag.
