CULT'S FIIIKAIMS FACTOKY ItCItXED.

Ilnrtford'n Kntlre Fire Department nt the
Hcene nnd tlie Tno Armorle Saved.

IlAnirorii). Feb. U. -- Colt's Patent riroarmn
Manufacturing Company's factory was partly
destroyed by fire this afternoon, Involving
a loss ot nearly $2u0.000. The tiro started
near tho bolter bouse, and when discovered
had communicated to an elevator and a tier of
closets running up three stories, neartho main
wall of the east armory. The building whoro
the flro originated was of stono and brick,
three stories, and nearly 400 foot lone, con-
necting tho cast and west armories. Before
tho Fire Department got to work the blazn had
worked Its way up Into the attic, and had got
beyond the control of the englnos which tho
first alarm called out, and a general nlarm was
sounded, calling out tho entlro Fire Depart-
ment.

The firemen of tho first englno that cot to
work laid allneot hoso up the stairway near
the closots. but the flames maao such rapid
progross that the hose was burnod oft and tho
men were obliged to leave. By the tlmo tho
department got fairly to work ono half of tho
long building connecting tbetwoarmortes was
ablazo from baso to attic, and tho offorts ot the
flromen wore then directed to saving the east
armory. Tho doors leading to It were ot Iron.
These were soon rod lint, and romalned so nn
hour or more. The flames had begun to com-
municate to the windows ot the east factory on
either olde ot the burning building. Lines of
hose, however, were soon run up into the third
nnd fourtli floors of the east armory, and tho
progress of the flames was headed nrf In that
direction.

Tho tiro meantime wns slowly working Its
way toward the west armory, a building I00
feet long and three stories high. It had
already eaten through n brick tire wall a font
thick, nnd was travelling through the attlo
ovor tho heads ot tho firemen. For sumo
reason the stairs leading to this attlo could
not bo found, and tho flames made rapid
progross among tho seasoned gun stocks and
other combustible material stored there.
Finally a line of hoso was run up Into the nttlo
of the west armory and In through an Iron door.
The llremen faced tho smoke and lire for nearly
halfnn hour. It was their last stand, and it
saved the west armory. As soon as tho tiro
burnod through tho roof tho smoke was drawn
away from thom. and the tlromcn then fol-
lowed up tholr ndvantago and nulckly brought
tho tiro under control. In two hours from that
time it was practically out.

Thirty years ago this month, on I ob. 5, Colt's
factory was destroyod by tire. At that tlmo
the east armory was entirely destroyed. Tho
tiro then was thought to be of rebel origin.

Mr.W.B. Hess, lattorlyConsul-Ooner- nl of tho
United Statos p.t Constantinople, roturned to
this country on the steamer Now York yester-
day. A Hu.n reporter asked ltlm :

"Mr. Hess, have you brought over any good
stories with you?"

"flood stories?" ho replied. "Yes, I've got
an excellent story. A magnificent story, In
fact. If you are nn American citizen It'll tnako
your blood boll."

Mr. Hess Is from Indiana. He Is a lawyer,
bristling with facts and figures, outspoken
nnd vigorous In his style.

"Let me tell you llrst about The Sux," lie
said, slapping his kneo with delight. "I was
In tho domain of tho Hultnn when I first heard
of tho Hawaiian policy, nnd I wns so thunder-
struck that for a long time I thought there
must havo boen aomo mistake. When, how-eve- r,

tho truth wns Impressed upon mo I wns
furious. Then I read Tur. Hun'k denunciation
of tho policy of Infamy, and it Just wnrmod my
hentt. Yos, sir. Tli.it justroachod tho right
spot. I felt thon that tho United States wero
not going to tho dogs nltogother. Y'ou will un-
derstand hotter how I folt about TnK Bun's

whon I tell you that tho American policy
In Turkey, since Mr. Terrell came over as Min-
ister last yoar, has been practically the same.

"Uu to that time there nevor wns tin occa-
sion when tho Turks dared to Interfere with
naturall7cd American citizens. A Turk, an Ar-

menian, or a Hyrlan who had locoino natural-
ized In this country was received In Turkey
exactly as though ho were n born American
citizen. Imagine, therefore, tho delight of tho
Sublime I'orto when Mr. Terrell rocolved In-

structions from tho Stato Department that 'It
was an attribute ot sovereignty on the part ot
thoTurkish empire to excludo from her bordors
nil undesirable citizens.' Ynu seo how broad
that principle Is. '1 hoy could doport-fro- tho
empire any Amorlcan citizen nutho born or
naturalized-who- m thoy found undesirable,
Why. Mr. Terrell himself told mo that old bald
l'asha, the Turkish Minlsterof Foreign Affairs,
was so happy whon ho heard this that ho al-
most huggod him.

" Under our treaty with Turkey, which dates
back to lbliO, nil American cltlzonn nro enti-
tled to the sumo privileges In Turkey that tho
cltl.'ens of tho most favored nation receive.
And yet the Amorlcan Minister went out of his
way to give thehultan a tip us to how ho might
tweak tho oagle's boat without dangor to him-
self." I read In the nowsnapors this morning tho
story thnt Mr. Terrell had threatened to send n
war ship to Iskanderun, If two Armenians,
who wero naturalized Amerlcnu citizens nnd
who wero Imprisoned thero, wero not reloased.
All I havo to nay about that Is that If it Is true.
Mr. Terrell lias changed wonderfully since I
luit Constantinople, buch n Pulley Is not at all
In nccordancx with his vlows. llo has simply

II that Is true. I had several
Interviews wlih him. and what ho said to mo
Is diametrically opposod to tho spirit that
would prompt a threat of that kind. I will tell
you of ono interview I had with him.

"Last fall an Armenian who had been natu-
ralized in this country returned to Turkey to
get mnrried. His betrothed lived in the Into-rl-

of the country and was waiting for him.
When the steamer dropped anchor ho lowered
his baggngo Into a rowboat, got In himself,
nnd started for the shore. He was stopped
before he had covered half the distance by a
police patrol boat. They asked him who ho
was and whoro ho was going. He showod
them hla passport. Tho officer In command
looked at It, nnd then handed It back, saying,
'That maybe very good tn light your plpo
with, but It won't do horo. ou will have to
get back to the steamer.' The boatman being
a Turk and fearing tho police promptly rowed
him back to the vessel.

"A Iriend of the Armenian reported thecaso
to me early the next day. adding that the ship
would leave that forenoon. He rrought mo
the man's naturalization papers. ' Has lie got
a passport r I asked. 'Yes,' said his friend.

ery well, then,' I answored. 'bring it to me,
and It It Is made out in proper form I'll

man.' The passport was brought to
me. It was signed by Orcaham. and, upon my
soul, the ink lookedan though it had just dried.

"1 went to Mr. Terrell and 1 said to him:

I asked." ' We'll got Into trouble It we do anything of
that kind.'" ' W hat aro wo here for, any way. oxcopt to
protect American citizens?' 1 askod. 'Hasn't
this American citizen tho right to land hero?
Here Is his passport.'

"Well.' said Terrell. I wouldn't go down
and do that If I were ynu. We don't want to get
Into any troublo with the Turks in this mat-
ter. We must act like mon.'
'"I am acting like a man.' I answered. 'I

am acting ns an American protecttug another
Amerlcun--'" 'Yes. but If you attempt to Interfere they
may dump ynu Into tho Bosporus, und that'll
bo tho end of you.'

"'Not by a long shot.' I said, 'There'll be
six or seven Turks at the bottom before they
dump me In.'" Well. 1 went away and thought tho mattor
over, nnd the longer I thought the moro I
boiled. Ilnally 1 decided what to do. Indirect
opposition to the Minister's udvlce, 1 went
home and told my to put his uniform
on.

When
tho steamship had been out three days Turgor
Klnscydid some editing and substituted for
the Morgan party, the names ot Frlncess
F.velyn flalatro Caltona, spelling Incorrectly
tho family namo of her husbnnd, three chil-
dren, and maid, Mr. J, W, Mackay, Jr., nnd
valet. It was then that the presence ot the
Frlncess ot whom all Lurope had been talking
for two months becamo known on the steamer.
Tho passengers were greatly Interested In hor,
and the Frlncess did not attempt to seclude
hersolf or disguise hor Identity. She mado
many acquaintances, and spent as much time
ns the woather would nllow on the bridge with
t'npt, Jamison, lho passage wns extremely
rough, nnd tho l'rlncoss's children suffered
considerably.

When tho disappearance of Mrs. M.irkar's
daughter was cabled over it wns gonerally be-
lieved by acquaintances ot tho Mnckays In this
city that tho Frlncess had sailed on tho Spree,
which touches nt Southampton.

Tha Frlncess, her children, and Mr. Mackay
wero driven to tho Bclcravia. at Fifth avonuo
nnd rorty-nlnt- h street, where Mr. Mackay
makes his heme In this city, and, ascending to
the sixth floor, tho Frlncess reachod tho place
which will bo hor home during what is expect-
ed to bo ono of tho most Interesting suits In
tho court annals of this country.

Tho l'rlncess's sons wero attired In Italian
sailor costumes, with wide collars and long
trousers that flared about their feet. The
l'rlncvss Is short, stout, and dark. When sho
left tho steamer she woroa tlght-Ilttln- g dark
cloth tnllor-mnd- o gown, over which was nn
Astrakhan cloak reaching to tho bot-
tom of the dress.

An Intlmato acquaintance of tho Mackays In
speaking of the arrival of the Frlncess, said
yestorday n'ternoon:" Tho Frlncess has come here to escape from
a tyrant ot a husband and to seeic the protec-
tion ot moro equitable laws than exist In
Franco relatlvo to tho jiossosslon ot hor threo
children. Tho flight I deem a triumph for
hor. The manner In which she eluded
the French detectives Is charming to
think of. If sho had romnlnod In London she
would not have bcon freo from the torments of
her husband. Tho Frlncess will not live In
California, at least, not for somo time. Sho
will live vory quietly at tho Belgravla. and will
neither seel; nor accept nny social courtesies
oxeept from her most Intimate friends."

Tho l'rineess Colonna Is tho dnughtar ot
Mrs. John W. Mackay by her former husband.
Mr. Bryant Dr. Molvlllo llrvant of 54 Ureeno
avonuo, Brooklyn, who died recently under
circumstances that Boomed to show that ho
had been drugged by his coachman, was the
brother of Mrs. Mackay's first husband. The
Frlncess has louc. soft auburn hair, with n
slight natural wave. Hor eyes nro dark nnd
bright, with long lashes, and hor complexion
Isapalo ollvo and very clear. Sho Is remark-
ably vivacious. When she was bretrothod to
Frlnce Colonna. twelvo years ago, she was
about '."J years old.

Frlnce Colonna, who Is formally known ns
Ferdlnando Marco Antonio Glullano, Frlnco
dl Gnlatro, belongs to the second branch ot
the celebrated Colouna famllyof Italy. Hewas
born at Naples on Nov. 1'.', 18,'iH. He Is the
son of Don Andrea Colonna and nephew of
Frlnco chief of the Neapolitan
branch. The Frlnce is a thorough master of
the Fngllsh language and is highly educated.
Ho was tho owner f thu yacht Sappho, which
had a brilliant career In Amorlcan waters
several years ago.

Tho attentions Frlnoe Colonna paid Mies
Bryant twelve years ago met with violent op-
position from the young Indv's mother and her
American acquaintances. The betrothal ex-
cited much Interest in botti American and

IL The unknown
steamer that foundered with nil hands on
Outer Diamond Shoal, Capo Hatteras, last
wook. Is believed hero to havo been the British
steamship Olympla, Cart. Coleman, from
Matanzas, Cuba. Feb. 1', for Philadelphia, with
a cargo of 2,'J00 tens of sugar for tho Franklin
Sugar Itoflnory.

From tho description given by tho lire guards
who caught glimpses of the steamer while sho
was drifting toward tho shoal, there was much
resemblance to tho Olympla. The steamer
had a light-colore- d smokestack, and tho
Olympla' s was palntod a buff color.

The Olympla was a d schooner-rigge- d

vessel, and so was tho lost steamship.
As th vessel drifted in toward the shoal it was
noticed that she was deep In tho water, ns if
heavily laden, and the Olympla's cargo ot
sugar would ha- - e sunk tho steamer well down.

Tho Olympla carried a crew of thirty-tw- o

man besides Capt. Coloman. nnd was consign-
ed to the L'arn Line Steamship Company ot
this city. For several years the Olympla has
traded between this port and Cuba, returning
with cargoes ot sugar.

The 2.200 tons ot sucaf aboard the Olympla
wore owned by tbe Sugar Trust. Tho vessel
was owned by the Crown Steamship Company
ot Belfast. Ireland, and was built InlHM'Jnt
Stockton, England. She was 300 foot long,
40, feet beam, and 21 '. feet draught.
