RIS FRIENDS AECURE A POATPONE-
MENXY OF THR VOTE

Mad tha Vote Pesa Taken Taesterday Tt
Would Mave Miood, e Near as Conld Be
Ascerintned, 44 Agatnst and BY for Con.
fArmation, with Four Senators n Doubi—
Menntor il and Mis Feleads Milll Confl
dant that They Wi Defent UConfirmatlion,

Wanrtisoros, Fab, 10.-The Peckham caras I8
still nndesided. The Seuate eonsldersd the
pomination In exacullve nession this afternoon
for more thas three hours, and at 0 o'cloek an
adjonrnment was taken without his friends or
hin opponents having bad an opportunity to

ds. NBelore the Nenate pro.
canded to the conalderation of executive busl.
ness thore was A strong Impresslon prevalling
in the Benate that the opponents of Mr Faok-
ham were In the majority. It was the desire
ot Henator Hill and those who are opposing the
confirmation that a vote should be reached
to-day. Tha friends of the Adminlstras
tton surveyed the feld, and they detors
mined to mecurs & postponement of the
vote if possible. The announcement early
in the day that Senator Hoar of Massachu-
weite had declided to caat hin vote sgalnst
Peckham, and that Benator Bherman of Ohlo
deelined to vote or pale ln favor of the nomines
for Associate Justice, was a sorlous blow to
the Administration forces. Beuators Sherman
and Hoar had been counted upon to Influence
aeveral Nepublican Henntors to support Mr
Teckham, and when the friends of that gentle-
man completed thelr poll of the Renate ther
discovared that they lacked the yoles neces-
piry to sscure contirmation. Had the vote
beon takon to-day It would have probably
shown tha opponents of Feckham in the mn-
jority by from fve to elght votew. As nearns
ean bo ascertalned without the oMaelal rollcall,
the Bonate was to-day divided about as follows:

Ifthe friends of Mr. Peckbam should
got all of the doubtlul votes, aogording to the
filguring of the opposition, the nomlination
would be rejocted by three votes. All of the
Benators thus recorded will not be present
when thoe roll 18 ealled.

The proceedings in execullve session were
devold of special Interest when it became ap-
parent that friends of Mr. Peckham were
procrast!nate. Henator Pugh
opened the debate by a long statement of the
Investigation of the case made by the Judielary

Committea. He reviewed tha allegntions made
agalnst Mr. Peckbam's temperament and his
ranoni disqualifieation for the ofllca to which
e has beon nominated. lle alno referrsd to
the Influsnce exerted outalde of the Senate In
behalf of the nomines, and sald that Peckhinm
was too old for the place.

Senator Lindsay, one of the Democratio
members of the committee, replled to Chair-
man Pugh and went on to usua the conatitu-

tional guestion involved. 1n sald that be-
eause tho Constitution provl that nomina-
tions of & certaln grade shall be made with
the advice and consent of the Henate, it does
not moan that the consant of certain Senators
from certaln “tates shall be obtaloed. He ar-
eued that the Constitution meant that the
Benato ns & body should give ta advice and
consent to sidential nominations

B nulmi al'horson pald & personal tribute
to l‘u ability and personality of Mr. Peekham,
with whom, he sald, he was intimstely ac-
qualpted.

Our Minister's Unfriendly

10.=In the five daya that have pasasd sines
the departucs of the Inst malis little of impors
tanes ceourred until this mornlug, when the
islands wern onee more thrown into wild ex-
eltoment by the dincovary of a royalist plot te
eapturo the Councll Chamber atto-day's meat-
ing by kllllng the members with dynamite
bombs, and then, in the panie, seizing
the military barracks., The plot was to throw
dynamite bombs among the members of the
Counell while they were in session this afters
noon, and then, in the excliement, to have an
armed force Invade the Exeoutive bullding snd
solze the Government. Onoce In possession, an
appoal would be made to British Minister
Woodhouse to recognire the new Government
and land Iiritiah marines to protect Ik This
he could do easily, becauss of Willia's foollsh
pormission to him to land English marines for
tbe protection of British eltizens.

There Is no question that this plot bhas been
arrangad, and that {fthere I8 any opportunity
it wiil be carried out. About the only wayto
sucooed ls to Inaugurate s relgn of terror by
killing & number of prominent Provisional
londors. In case the loynlists galn ocone
trol, it Is said that as soon as they have
communieated with Hritish Minister Wood=
bouse and secured his protsction they will
serve motice on Minister Willis. who stands
ready to recognize them. The Provisional
leaders, whila they profess to put little faith In
this plot, have given orders to the military to
turn out lostaotly at & given signal. Ifthe
attempt [s made there Is sure to be much
bloodshad.

The royalists this moralng spreand the re-
port that the Mollean, due here oo the 10th,
would bring orders for Willis to restore the
Quoen by foree and establish & Commissioner
to aot In her stead until all arrangements are
porfeoted. The fact that every royalist ramor
has come true, and that the Queen's followers
buve had perfect mecess to Willia's Inetrue-
tions, @lves this rumor eredence and Inoreases
the excltement

Just after the opening of the Council's meet-
g an explosion was heard in the Execulive
building, For s fow moments It was thought
that the threstenoed attack had begun. Sole
dlers rushed hore and there, but investigation
showed glist one of the lroopers had dropped
o cartrfllge. Extrs guards were plaved om
duty, and Company F of the Natlonal Guard,
soventy-flve strong, are parading on the
squnre in front of the Executive Lullding as
the mall elosos at 3 o'eloek.

Excitoment was caused on last Tussday
evening when [t became known that anothee
sttempt bad probably beeon made to polson
Provislonal soldlers. Soon after esting the
evenlng menl on that day fourteon members
of Company E were solzed with symptoms of
mineral polson, suffering severe ciamps and
nausea. Dr, Cooper, regimental surgeon,
was called soon after tho mon becams il snd
proscribed emetios and stimulants, which
soon relleved them. Dr. Cooper sald:

"1 am not sure that this Is a case of ate
tempted polsoning, but the fact of so many
men being taken 1l st the same time cortalnly
looks very suspieious. Boon after eating thele
dinner s number of men were taken i1l with
severs cramps in the stomach and retobing,
The majority, however, are all right"”

Capt. Good of Company K. who escaped {li-
ness, sald: “The men had for dloner roast
bes!, poached exgs, macaronl and cheess and
mashed potatoes. If the meat had not beem
fresh the cause of the trouble might have been
found there, but it was conclusively proved
that this was not the case. The onlry thing
that eould have hurt the men was the chesse
that was used with the macaronl. This,
Iir. Cooper explained, might have had asimi-
lar effect, thoughs it s hardly probabie. It Is
most Hkely that some one has tried to polsom
the mon, and falled Lo the attempt.”

Nogo of the men of Company F was taken 14
though oneor two complained of slight nauses.
They a!l partook of the same feod.

Your correspondent ealled upon Prol. Lyona,
who s making & chemical analyais of the foods
He sald that as yet no trace of pulson bad been
found, although the investigation was mbl
eoneluded, An attempt was made in April
last to puleon the soldiors, and many of them
suffered extreme agony. At that time it was
supposed by some that the men were polnoned
by eating eanned goods, but in Lthe presant in-
stunce no canned goods were used. The
