died st 1 P M. on Jan 17 at hi restdenc in
Iwntn. wss the head of all the Buddhist prlaat
in Japan. He hsd besn suffering since th
fsll of last rsar when h contracted a cold,
which appears to havo been of tha character of
Influenza, being attended with much pain and
obstinste fever, and which llnallr wore out th
strength of tha old prelate. From th 14th
Inst, his rase developed grave symptoms, and
on the morning nf the loth he was declared
br his physiclaiisto be In a horelees condition.

He docs not. however, svsm to have been al-
together prostrated, for on the morning of hitlast seizure lie Was leaking his way along tha
corridor attended hv a maid servant.
