The court of Inqnfrr ordered by the 8ecre-tar- y

of the Navy to Investigate the groundlnjg
and loss on Fsb. 2. on Roneador Reef, cf Me
United Btatec cteamehlp Ksarsargs convened
yestsrday at the Navy Yard. The proeeedlags
wsre conducted In the court martial room ef
building No. 7. The members of the court sre-Rea-

Admiral Bancroft Oherardl. Fresldent;
Lieutenant-Command- '. D. Jerrold Keller,
Judge Advocate; Capt Joseph N. Miller ef the
receiving ship Vermont and Capt Theodore
F. Kane, Fsinlpment officer of the yard. Wil-

liam J. Woods and John W. Crawford ef Wash-
ington were detailed as official stenographers.

Ths officers of the court were In full dress
uniform, with swords clanking at thslr heels.
Ths dark blue costs, gilt buttons and hrald
wsre Quite In harmony with the large flags et
allnstlons with which the walls of ths room
were draped

Trselsely st noon Admiral Oherardl entered
and took hla seat at the long table, whleh was
littered with charts, blus books et regulations,
snd ominous looking official documents The
Judge Advocate eat opposite him. with Cent
Millar lo the right and Capt Kane te the left.
As soon ss sll was qulst Admiral Oherardl
noddsd to Commander Keller and aald:

"Clear fhs court."
Then ths ordsrly opsnsd ths door sod the

reporters filed out Half an hour later the
door was thrown open and the Judge Advo-
cate announced It was the decree of the court
that tha proceedings should continue with
open doors. In other words, be public. The
precept signed by Acting Secretary ot the
Navy William MoAdoo. under which tbe
court convened waa read. It ordered that
n thorough and diligent Inquiry be made
to determine whether the loss of the Kear-sarg- e

waa due to neglect and that a succinct
statement be rendered of tboss to be blamed.
If such blame be found A letter from Assist-
ant Becrstsry MoAdoo to Admiral Oherardl
was read. It wss to the effect thst Commandsr
Oscar F. Heyerman and Lieut Charles H.
Lyman, navigator, both of the Kearssrgs, had
bssn Informed of their right to be prcssnt at
tbs Invsstlgatlon. to e witnesses
and to give evidence If they desired to do so.

Commander Hsrsrmsn wss not then present
o sn ordsrly wss despatched to the Vermont

for him. Thle occasioned a recess of about
ten minutes, during wbloh tlms Resr Admiral
Oscsr F. Htsnton esme In and was heartily
greeted by his fellow officers. When Com-
mander Hsysrmsn arrived he sat beside Ad-

miral Stanton. Commander Keller then asked
Commander Heyerman and Lieut Lyman:

" Do you desire to appear voluntarily before
this court?"

Each offioc'r answered quickly ln tbs affirma-
tive.

"Do you desire to be represented by coun-
sel?"

" Without counsel." was the reply.
"Do you desire to challenge any member ot

this court of Inquiry ?"
The two officers smiled and each aald :
" I do not sir"
Thsosth to set without partiality was ad-

ministered to Admiral Oherardl! Capt Millar.
nnd Capt Kane by the Judge Advocate, wbo
in turn was sworn by Admiral Oherardl. The
stenographers' turn came next and then
Commander Keller arose snd said:

"Qentlsmsn, the court Is now orgsnlxed."
On ths motion of tbs presiding officer are-ce- ss

was ordered, the court to reconvene at 3
o'clock oo board the receiving ship Vermont

At that hour a pleturesqus soene. and ons
not previously witnessed by many naval
officers, took place. The convening of the
court on board the old recelvln'g ship wss In
accordance with the regulatione governing all
Investigations concerning the grounding or
loss ol vessels belonging to the navy. In such
cssse ss many survivors of the chip ss can be
found are assem tiled toheerthe report of their
commending officers ot tbs dlsastsr and to
stats, under oath, thslr concurrence ln or dis-
sent from that report

The survlyprs of the famous old corvette
number "203. They were mustered ontbsepar
deck of the Vermont. The officers etood In a
little group att. on the starboard aids, while
the bluejsckets snd marines termed in a long
line, four or five men deep, on the port aide.
Both officers and men bore evidences of
the ehlpwreok. There were blouses just a
trifle tight shrunk perhaps, or borrowed:
there were caps with ineradicable lines ot
white, where salt water had dried under a
burning sun. AU the embroidery on collars
and caps was of a greenish tinge. Several of
the officers were ln cltir.on'e clothes, snd
wrinkles told of chests long pscksd or ot hur-
ried visits to clothiers, becsuse very little waa
eaved when the Kearsarge struck ths t sr. The
sailors were rigged out In various combina-
tions of clothing, with drees caps and knit
caps, bine trousers snd canvas ones, pescoats
and sou'wsatera.

Ths oftlcsrs of tha court stood together
beside the hatchway, their glittering gold lace
oontrastlng strongly with tbe weather-beate- n

garb on both sides of them, aud for a time no
one spoke. Tbe men shifted from foot to foot
occasionally and looked ss If thsy did not
know what was to happen. Over the ship's
eompsss two branching palms swayed slightly
as tbe Vermont moved at her moorings.

Out on the Cob dock a Bailor etruck live bells
for half past 2 o'clock It Was as If they wsre
sssembled to perform some funeral rite over
tbe old. lost corvette.

Then Admiral OheradI spoke:
"Are all who ran be of the survivors of the

late ship Kearsarue assembled?" hessked." Thsr srs. sir. replied Cspt. Miller
Judge Advocate Keller stepped to the front

and read Commander llsrsrman's report of
tbe wreck snd Its endorsement by Admirsl
Htanton. It was substantially ths account
printed in Tint Hrs on Feb. 22. F.very one
listened very attentively, and at Its closs Ad-

miral Oherardl addressed the silsnt 11ns of
blueiscksts.

"Now. lads. I am about to swear you. not
only yourselves, but the officers of the ship,
and certain uuestlons will bs put to you. You
hars sll heard rssd the report of your coin
mending officer snd tho endorsement of the
commander-in-chie- f of the North Atlantic sta-
tion. 1 now want ons sod sll of you to bssr in
mind ths solemnity of ths osth that you ars
to tskc. and to rsnismber that there will bs
certain questions put to you which it is your
duty, both officers snd msn. to snswsr. no
lustier how painful It msy bs to any of you. I
shall give you a few minutes to think ovsr ex?
actly what vou want to ssy, for. remem ber that
aul e.juontly to Ibis you have got to swear to
all you any here."

Then followed, for the tlret time, the bum ot
general conversation. Thla lasted elx or eight
uiluutes. Then the Admirsl turned ngsln.

"Oentiemen." he ssld. slowly snd distinctly,
"snd crsw, plea-- e rslss your right hands."
Two hundred snd three hsnda went up ss one.
"Having heard read the report of your com-
manding officer and the endorsement thereon
by the Commander In t hiof you do eolerpniy
ewerer thst the evidence rou shall give in the
casa now before this court shsll be the truth,
the whole truth, and nothing but ths truth,
and that you will state everytnlag within your
knowledge iu relation to the inquiry, so help
you tlod. '

Assent wss plsin on svsry facs. and Admiral
Oheraidi nodded approvingly ss ths snus
rsms down. Hs faced sbout snd sddressed
Commander Hsysrmsn. holding out ths 1st
tor's report:

" Is tbe narrative just read to the court a
true etatement of the grounding and wreck of
tbe United atatee late chip the Kearssrgs I"

" It is." replied ths Comrasndsr.
"Hsvs you any complaint to make agslsst

any of the surviving officers and crew of tbe

"Sons whatever." answered Commander
