Seven to Two for Annexatlon.

The Sennte Committes on Foreign Reln.
tiona, which has been investigating the M
wallan question, copsists of nine mwembers,
five Demoorats apd four Republieans,

With what was already known conoarning
their views on the subject of the ultimate
annexation of Hawall, the various reports
submitted to the Senate yesterday from this
committes show how the nine members
stand on the main question.

Sonator MoroaN, the Chalirman, has de-
elarad himsalf squarely for annexation.

The four Republicans, Mr. SurnMax, Mr.
Frye. Mr. Dourn, and Mr. Davis, are all
annexationists, differing only as to the
method by which Hawail ghould come Into
the Union: Senator SHERMAN, for example,
suggesting that the islands ought to be-
come n part of the State of Californina.

M the four Democrats besldes Senator
MonrcGax, whose views were already known,
Mr. Butner and Mr. Terrie file a supple-
mental repart, in which they say that they
are “heartily (n favor of the acquisition of
thesa lslands by the United States in a
proper manner.'”

The fact that the two remaining Demo-
erals, Senntor Gray of Delawara and Senn-
tor Daxiet of Virginia, did not join with
Benator Trerie and Sepator BUTLER in
this supplemental report, Indicates that
they are opposed to annexation at any time
or in any shape. That may be the case
with them, or It may npot: nevertheless,
thero Is good reason to put them down as
opponents of annexation.

The Senate Committee on Forelgn Rela-
tions stands seven to twoin favorof an-
pexation by proper mathods.

Tnis should encourage our friends in the
fslands, It only remalos to flnd the proper
method, and the American flag will iy
again and forever over these beautiful
fslands of the sea.

The Voyage of the Violet.

into the hymns. After some of the mest-
ings, tree bread will be distributed among
the hungry.

New York needs a revival of religion, a
genuine revival of practical religion of thae
right kind. There is no doubt of that,
There are hordes of wicked sinners In the
city. Do they ever think of hell? Few of
them, we should say.

If the revivalists were to bring over some
of our eminent sinners it would be a great
thiog for the city. Buppose, fur example,
that the Hev. Dr. PARKHURST were seen
upon the mourners’ bench! Suppose that
uther notable men of his Kind could be beard
conlessing thelr sins!

Suppose GODKIN of the Evening Poat wera
attracted tothe platform! Then there would
be cause for rejolelog, and good renson for
believing that the evangelistic revival had
got s mighty hold upou the more conspicu-
ous of the sinners of New York,

Mr. Hewlitt's Lively Speech,

Some Southern statesmen are responding
with sharpness to the sipister aspersions
cast, as they say, upon their knowiedge and
latelligence by our all-around wrator and
most  outspoken fellow citizen, ABHAM
Stevess HeEwirr, at the aouoiversary din-
ner of the Southern Boviety on WasHING-
ToN's birthday. They declare that they ars
ns good as, I not better thap, such is the
phrase, their honored and eminent predeces-
sors in the fin® art of statecraft were halfl
n century ago: and they contend that the
problems which they are ealled upon to dis-
pose of by legisiation at Washington, are
more serlous aud complex than those which
fell to the lot of Cannovs, Bestox, FLovp,
Brepness, Wise, HUNTER, and other ¢og-
spicuous representatives of politienl senti-
ment in the Southern or Southwestern
States, The population of the United
Btates was 2,000,000 hall a ceotury ago;
pow it is 70000000, The diMculties of leg-
Islation have loerensed inlike proportion, as
these Southero gentlemen declare, and that
Is a kpovk-down argument against the in-
opportune and unexpected criticism by
Hrother Hewrrr, and o statistical answer
to & querulous opponent, who has never
been kuown to withstand an arithmetiosl
demonstration of an error fur which he has
been responsible,

The tecliug of animosity which appesars to
Infuenee some of these Southern gentlemen,
pesins at this distance from the South, to
be unnecessarily violent. During his long,
arduous, aud often brillinnt service as aCon-
gressman from Now York, Mr. Hewirr
wasulways distipgulshed for his triendliness
o the Bouth apd s interests; and the
absenes of colleagues from that region,
resembling Carnors and Hesrox jo lotel-
lect and breadth of political vigsion, was
pot the cause of Lis retirement. He left
Congress and refused a renomination o
1886, Lo bpcotus the candidate of the Unlted
Demoeracy for Mayor of New York, menaced
at thal time by a formldable sud dangerous
defection to the Labor party.

Comparisons between the American
statesmen of hall & century ago, North or
Bouth, open of coyurse & lurge tleld for in-
terestiog, though probably prutitless de-
Lale. hentiwental persons always sccord
their preference 1o past schievemoents and
dead and gooe hesoes. Practival aud pro-

Jesse Javes
was & wore Important man, for practical
purposes, in Missourl than Rosiy Hoob,
just as JoE CHOATE could give some valus-
ble law tips to Joux Heriepce I bhe were
lving. But wmeoy of the adwirers of
lawiesa adventure would adhere o their
idea! of Hoop, snd the revord of Rur-
LEDGE could pot easily be effaced (rom the
minds of those who cherish bis mwewory.

and proved untrustworthy.

In defonca of the principle of constitu.
tional elections, regulated by State nuthor-
Ity, to which the Chieago Convention
pledged the party, every Bouthern Demo-
oratl in both Houses atood erest and stal-
wart. The bill abolishing Fedoral control
of our elections went through both Honses
trlumphantly, and that pledge was kept.

How was It with the Northern champlons
of the like principls of a constitutional
tariff for revenue only ! Did they stand by
thelr guns ?

Canada'’s Coal Fielda

The WiLsox Lill placed coal upon the free
list, nnd it remains to be seen whethior the
House of Representatives will refuse to
concur io an amendment by the Senate im-
posing a duty upon that commaodity. It is
bard to understand how American citizens,
who In their hearts must desire the an-
nexation of Canada, ean deliberately cut off
one of the chief locentives to that end by
admitting gratultously to American mar-
kets one of the most important products of
the Dominlon,

To measure the severity of the competi-
tion to which Ameriean producers would be
subjected by their Canadinn rivals, in case
conl should be lmported free of duty, one
should take juto sccount the situation of
the Canading conl flelds ng well as the un-
limited extension of which thelr output 1
capable. There are great deposits on the
very edge of the Atlantic and Pacifie coasts,
whtle the iotervening mines lie for the
most part on the line of the Canadian P'a-
cific Rallway, Immediately behind Hallfax,
for iustance, aod closely connected with it
Ly rall, are the Pictou apd other Nova Sco-
tian conl fields, which, even now, while
thelr product {8 shut off from the American
market, turn out about & milllon tons of
coal per snnum. To the northeast Is the
island of Cape Breton, nround whose fine
harbors are vumerous miones from which
are roised yeariy o million tonsof coal of
excellont quality for stenming and other
purposes, It is immpossible for coal flelds 1o
have a more advantageous position, for
hers the mouths of the pits are (usome
cases closs to the shore, and as the mines
are carried out far under the eea nehip
may load directly over the spot whenee Lhe
coal I8 obtalped,

If we eross the contipent, we flad the eoal
of British Columbin equally well placed for
nequiring control of the nelghboriog Ameris
can markets, if it s admitied to thwin duty
free. 1t shiould be rewembered that along
the whole Pacifie const of South America

purposes, por | there any on the coast
of North Amerien untll  we come to
Puger Sound, Oo the American shore
of this sound there are coal flelds now
warked, but thele product will be driven
from our home markets if It is ex-
posed to competition with the output of
the tleher deposits on Vapeouver Islapd.
The anousl delivery of the mioes at Nanal-
mo and Wellington on this sland has at-
ready risen above o mwiillon tons, sud is
capable of great expansion. At Navaimo,
moreover, the priveipal mive is directly on
the shore, and the galleries wre pushed out
far under the wator, so that here, as at Cape
Breton, ships may load Inimodiately over
the place from which the coal Is extracted.
There nre, therefore, uo charges for truns-
portation from the pit's mouth to the place
of shipment.

Another lmportant coal area of thoe Do-
minion hins istely been opened lu the Rooky
Mountain district, A few miles from Banfl,
and scarcely a buondred yards from the loe
of the Capadian Pacific Rallway, & milne of
aothracite coal is pow worked, and many
outerops of the same Joposit are found o
the wvicipity. This anthracite eontains o
larger amount of flzed carbon thao the
product of eastorn Peonsylvania, burns
rather wore raphlly, and gives oul & greater

heat. This coal s used exclusively by
the Canadian Pacific Railway for heat-
iog s cars as far ocastward as
Lake Superior, awsd it s sold for

domestle purposes ws far enstward as Win-
Bipeg. At Canmore, only ten milles distant
from the anthracite mine, s found another
kind of coal, Almost smokeless. and possess-
ing the quality of coking wall, Were It ad-
mitled to the markets of our Stales near
it, s adaptabdlity (o smelting  pur-
poses and relntive cheapness would drive
out all competitors, Comiong esstward we
fud lu the prairie country of the Ca-
padian Northwest apother extensive ooal
deposit, The Galt mises at Lethuridge
yield a good bituminous voal, well adapted
to rullway uses, whilceh, if the duty were re-
moved, would be exported iu larg» quaoti-
ties Lo the States Iylog immedistely to the
south. It is estimated by Dr, Dawsos that
Lhe coal mensures slioleling sastward from
Lethbridge, along the American border, to
Magitobs cover 15,00 square miles. We
may sdd that all aloug the banksol the Sas-
katchewsn, in the vicupity of Edmonton,
thick sedms of coal are visible, snd that &
serviceabls domestic mal Is delivered at
thut place for $2.50 a ton

To obtain free access to the American
market for the output of these vast coal de-
posits, aod for the other patural products
of the Dowiclon, there is mo doubt Lhat

Henham at Rio.

Admiral Besias, commanding our naral
squadron bafors Rio, will perhaps hereafter
rafrain from advaneing to the protection of
any Britiah tradiog ship that may be en-
dangerad there, The elight servies of that
kind which he recently rendered, la not ap-
preciated In England, but is regarded in
some quarters as an (nsull to the Quesn’a
navy, The Ineldent in which he played a
part a few daya ago, as |t was reported
In our despatches, did not seem to
s to be of a kind that ought to give offence
to the British, The Captain of & British
merchantman desired to enter the Larbor
of Rio to get a supply of watar, and, as the
rebels wars Niring shots st the time, against
which the Captain could not obtain the pro-
taction of his own flag, he sought the help
of the Ameriean Admiral, who at once
warned the rabel commander not to fire
then upon that British ahip. He threw the
Amarlean flag, so to speak, around the en-
dangered Captain, who was thus snabled to
obiain water for his crew, and also to save
his British ship.

It would certainly have been far better
for BExHAM to decline the Hritish Captain’s
roquest. His Instructiona do not authorize
him to intertere in any such ease, and his
Intarference might lemd to complications in
which his own Governmont would be in-
volved, He has plenty to do ln providing
protaction for American ships In Brazilian
wators; and we are proud to say that he
haa performed this duty ina way which has
given marked satlafaction, up to this time,
to the Ameriean people.
