Attaeklag tbe II ewe. af a Beldai I eagle,
NottwtcH. N. V.. March 1. -- Late on Tuesday

night there occurred at Arerahtre, otherwise
known aa North Aftoo. In tho town of Alton, la
thia county, a shooting affair which resulted
In the killing of Alonzo f. Thllllps hy Mrs.
Florence 1. Parker, the wire of Duncan Tarkep
of that asttlement Th scene of the shooting
waa at tho farm house of Mr. I'arker. soma
three miles north of Alton village.

Mr. I'arker. who I a prosperous and respect.
ed farmer, haa been married three time, hit

nennd wifo dying about a roar ago. Last
June, upon tho recommendation of Daniel

and other n residents of th
town, Mts Florence Itond became a house
keeper for I'arker. Tho friends of his second
wife apparently wore Insanely jealous at this
proceeding, and continually harassed Mr. Par-
ker with scurrilous and threatening letter
and obeegg notices posted on fences and
barn. This continued to such an extent that
finally Mr. Parker, about a week ago. married
Miss Bond. The followers and friends of the
second wife's family sought to further harass
and annoy Mr. Parker by organizing a ' horn-
ing" party, winch put In an appearance at
I'arker's house on Tuesday evening. Mr. and
Mrs. Parker had been Informed of the Intend-
ed raid, and accordingly did not retire for tho
night at the usual hour.

"At atout 11 o'clock tha band showed up,
and fired a volley of stones and bricks against
the rear door of Parker's house. Mrs. Parker,
nothing daunted, riishsd to the door. and. altar
warning tbo party to retire fired off her re-

volver in the air. This did not have
a wholesome effect, for the attack was
renewed by a volley of atones against
the front door, followed by the llring
of guns outside the bouse. Windows were
broken, and a etone weighing no lees than a
pound crashed through the blinds and sash of
one of the windows and struck I'arker In the
breast. Thla waa too much for the brave de-
fender of her home, and again she went to the
front door nf tlie house, opened it, and tbt
time, to frighten ths miscreants away, fired a
charge Irom a rifle. After thla tlie " horning "
it ceil and Mr. and Mrs. Parker went to bed.

In the morning the chimney was found filled
with atraw. and a large pan of cobnleatonas
was picked up on the stoop of the house.

Parker heard that one of the burn-
ers. Alonr.o Phillips, had died at 7 o'clock that
morning from tho effects of a wound received
during the iin-l- . e The Coroner. Dr. P. A. Haves.
who lives In Afton. impanelled a jury, which,
alter hearing testimony, returned a verdlot
that Phillips " came to his death from the
effects of a gunshot wound caused by the filing
Of a weapon in the hand of Mrs. Florence I.
Parker." Mrs. Parker waa brought to tills vil-
lage yesterday afternoon br Deputy Sheriff
ilevler and placed In the custody of sheriff
Tally who will see that the prisoner Is aflrguarded and properly taken care of.

Mrs Parker waa born in (Susquehanna, Pat,
where she lived until 7 yeara of age. Then
she moved to Afton, where ahe la related and
connected by marriage with tho moat honored
and reapected families. For fifteen yeara
she was an agent on tho road and trav-
elled extensively In the et end Fast Prom
a child she waa an orphan, and haa been
extremely fond of outdoor life A hors and a
gun were her passion, and she Is always
ready to try her akill with any man In break-
ing a coif. She la MM rears old. of slight figure,
and bright aaa dollar, and take matter very
philosophically cl timing that h was pro-
tecting her hearthstoneland home. Hhe never
knew Phillips. und of course had no bias one war
or another in regard to Mm. If eh wa plain.
ngaln In similar circumstance she aver
that ah would act In precisely the same war.
