Lord Rosebery and Imperial Federation,

The Canadian loyalists are showing a
good deal of slation at the accesslon of
Lord Rosemxry to the leadership of the
Liberal party, Kpowing that he bas been
an advoeate of what 1acalled |mperial feder-
ation, they assume that be will miss no op-
portunity of tightening the bonds between
the Dominion and the United Kingdom.

It is one thing for a relatively young and
ambitious man, while he la out of offles, or
holding a subordinate plsce In & Cabinet, to
cherlah the dream of welding the whole
Britlsh emoire ina federation resembling
the American Union. When the same man
becomes Prime Minlster, and feels unon his
ahoulders the weight of undivided sespon-
pibility, he becomes alive to the difficulty
of formulating a definite and practighble
federative systom. The essence of & feder-
ative system Is that the largest possible
measurs of State rights shall be conceded,
that Iscompatibio with thedelegation of the
protection of collective lnterests toacentral
legislature and executive. The experlence
of the Swiss cantons, of the United I'rov-
inces, of the United States, and of the Ger-
man empire has demonetrated that, aslde
from the recognition of the principle just
mentioned, two other things are indispensa-
ble to the smooth, efficient, and permanent
working of federative institutions. Oneis
that the cost of protecting the collective in-
terests shall ba distributed, as nearly as
possible in proportion to the popula-
tlon, among the coostituent States;
the other (s that the money need-
ed for lmperial purposes must be
exacted In the form of taxes by the central
power directly from the people, instead of
being the outcome of contributions from
the members of the confederacy. Under
the Articles of Federation whivh precedad
tha adoptiou of our Federal Constitution,
the necesaity of depending wholly on such
contributions came near proving fatal to the
Union: and In the German empire the cen-
tral power has recognized the nesd of min-
imizing the fraction of the imperial revenue
derived from so-called matricular cootri-
butions. Now, every Epglish statesman
who has made a personal study of the state
of opinion In the British dependencies, has
admitted that neither Canada. nor Bouth
Africa, nor the Australian colonles, nor
New Zealand, nor the West Indies would
agree to pay from thelr own revenues a
sum on sccount of imperial defence propor-
tional to their population. Why should
they, seeing that at present they do not
paya peuny for that purpose ! It s equally
cortain that npeither the Dominion of
Canada nor any of the Australlan colonies
would do what the members of the Ameri-
ean Unlon did in 1787-0, namely, give up In
favor of the central power the right to tax
lmports, which they at present possess. In-
deed, It is well known that Canada would
refuse even to lax British goods atarate
lower than that imposed on similar Ameri-
can commodities, unless Great Britain in
return would diseriminate to an equal ex-
tent in favor of Canadian food products.

It is when ono examines the practical
conditions of federation, counditions veri-
fled by past and actual experiments, that
the impossibility of applying the principle
to the widely scattered sections of the Brit-
ish smpire becomes patent, If the colonies
seem, on the whole, content with the pres-
ent state of things, it Is because they do
not pay & penny to defend themselves
against foreign attacks; the whole burden
of protecting them Is assumed by the
United Kingdom, 1t isonly In Canada, and
perhaps, wa should add, the Britsh West
lndies, that the British connection, as com-
pared with annexation to the United Siates,
imposes positive pecuniary loss upon the
colonlsts. Elsawhera the DBritish depen-
denciea have much to galn and little or
nothing to lose by maintainiog the existing
relations with the mother country, Wheun.
however, the Britlsh artisans, operatives,
miners, and agricultural laborers make
their volces heard inthe House of Commons,
aud ask why they should be taxed In order
1o defend Australlans or Canadians, the
latter will apswer that only on auch terms
ean they perceive any prolit in adheriog to
the British smpire,

Nobody has yot suggested a practicable
scheme of federation for the British empire.
Until such & project s put forward, the
sentimental talk upon the subject sbould
provoke onlya smile from the young ststes-
man who Las emerged from Mr, GLap-
sroxe's shadow and takea into his own
hands the guldance of public affairs,

Becretary Herbert’s Promotion Plan.

After eareful consideration, the frame of
a bill for reorganizing the [ine of the navy
has been offered by Becretary HempEnT
to the joint Commission of Congress ap-
pointed to consider this subject. It will un-
doubtedly prove the basis on which the de-
liberations of the Commission will hereafier
proceed, whatever the extent to which Its
details may finally be adopted.

This measurs has a twofold object. One,
which, of course, appeals directly to the
officers concerned, is that of Increasing the
flow of promotion, or, in other words, bring-
Ing higher rank and mors pay to thoss who
get the advantage of that flow, The other,
which may be called the publie considera-
tion, Is that of advancing ofMcers sariler in
life to the command of vessala, and so mak-
ing them nccustomed to assume responsi-
bilities before the habit of dependence be-
comes fixed,

Keepiog this in mind, it will be found easy
to understand the means which Mr, Hen-
prrt employs for earrying out his purposes,
To begin with, he increases the number of
officers in the higher grades. The Captalos
are to number 80 (nstead of 45 as now, and
the Commanders 100 jostead of 75 as now,
Then the grade of Commodore [s to be abol-
Ished, or, rather, merged in that of Rear
Admiral, which latter will still further be
Inereased. That is to say, thers are now 10
Commodores apd 6 Rear Admirals, whila
the new bill allows 29 Rear Admirals, which
is n net Inerease of four for the two highest
grades, besides the jump in rank and pay
given to Captains by being promoted di-
rectly to Rear Admiral.

These are the only grades whossa num-
bers on the active list would be inereased,
yet these changes alone would greatly ln-
crease promotions. As thus reorganized,
the active list would consist of 20 Hear
Admirals, 60 Captains, 100 Commanders, 74
Lirutenant-Commanders, 250 Lieutenants,
75 Junior grade Lieutenants, and as many
Enslgns as would be suflicient to malntain
the present total of that list. Thos the
change Is that of greatly decreasing in
numbers tha lowest grade, lsaving intact
the middle grades, and increasing the re-
waining or highest grades.

The Puyriiiax Board, in a former study of
this same problom, also redistributed the
existivg number of officers without inoreas-
ing it aud it may be Intevesting to compare
its schedule with the pne now proposed by
Secretary Hersenr. It provided for 10
Rear Admirals, 15 Commodores, 80 Captains,
To Communnders, 1% Lieutenant-Command-
ors, 290 Licutenaots, and 145 junior grade
Lirutenants and Enslgns. Thus these Iatter
were Lo ba diminished by 110, and the Com-
manders by 15, while all the other grades
were increased so as to make the total num-
ber the same, but giving higher rank and
pay all around. Ooe further comparison of
interest may be made with the bill lately
introduced luto Congress. at request, by
benator Harne, which provides, exclusive of
officers from the volunteers, for % Rear
Admirals, 65 Captaios, ® Commanders, 153
Lisuteoant-Commanders, 260 Lisutenants,
and not more than 215 junior grade Lieu-
tenants and Eosigns. That bill abolishes
the Commodores, like Mr, HEXBERT'S, but
increases the total puwber of oMeers, and
also provides different grade totals,

The next point to notive is the system of
retirements proposed by Mr. HeEgBenr.
Thisalso aims at o greater flow of promo-
tion and earlier arrival at commasnd rank.
To begin with, offieers origioally appointed
from Lhe voluotesrs may apply for honors-
ble retirement at three-fourths of the ses
pay of thelr grades, while al! other ofiloers,
if inthe grades of Caplalo, Commander, and
Lisutenant-Commander, after thirty vears
of service, may also apply for voluntary re-
tirement. Those from the voluntesrs are
nol to be retived unless they wish, and there
are certain special provisions respecling
them All other Captaing, Commanders,
and Lisutenant-Cominanders. however, be-
ome subject o compulsory petirement,
whenever, lo any BOscal year, vacancivs
epough are pot plherwise created o
petnit sixteen podmotions o the grade
of Cuvmmenibr and uineleen to the
grade of Lisulessnt-Commander. This
provisiog is also forecast by the Hanx il
which, however, requlres eighteea aund
twenty-ous vacancies respectively. And
Lhe mode of selectiog oBlovrs [or this com-
Pulsarry retiroment is aleo that of the HaLk
Wil leing effecled by o bowrd of Ave Hear
Addpirals. Yet not wore thao four Caplaius
and Commangders apd Lhree Livutensil-
Lontuaiders can be tigoed Lo retite in any
oue sear. They have the pay sud privi-
leges of age retirement. But oficers dis-
quailfist througn miscooduct are dism issod
withoul pay. ss now, while others deficiont
Piulsesicually bur promvbion w the bigher

Thess two systems of change, ons In the
numbars of the gradea and the other In
voluntary and foreed retiromant, will, in
the view of the Necretary, secure sufficlant
promotion, without the more radical meas-
urea of selaction and other plans that have
from tima to time been suggestad, Indeed
the most noticeable feature of the Sascre-
tary’s projact, an it seems Lo u4, |s ite con-
sarvative holding on to the existing sys-
tem of promotion by senjority. Olher
plans have proposad the subetitulion of
promotion by selection, at least In two of
the command gradea: but so much oppo-
sition was excited against this innovation,
on the ground of Ita possibilities of
favoritism, that although It has long
bean  familiar In the FEnglish navy,
the Becretary soama to desire to accom-
plish his purposes without resort to it
There Is, to be sure, & aystem of selection
for retirement, which might also ba open te
charges of prejudice, but that I8 not quita
the same thing aa jumpiog an officer over
many of his comrades, and it ia re-
garded rather as A necesalty In bringing
about that flow of promotion which is in the
common Interest. The provislon that not
more than thirty-five Easlgns shall ba ap-
pointed from the Naval Academy gradu-
atea in any one year will help to keep down
future congestions of the list,

Bummed up briefly, the general results
axpected may be consldered as, fMrst, an
immadiate and abundant series of promo-
tions due to the Increase In numbers of the
higher grades; sscondly, an annual In-
oreass of promotions above the grade of
Lieutenant: thirdiy, rising to command
rank at an earlior pariod of life, and conse-
quently remalning longer In the higher
grades. All this must increass the expenss
of the navy, but only by $182,000 at first, it
I8 believed, and with reductions thereafter.
As to the proposed stafl changes, thoss wiil
be considered, and, we presume, smbodied
in the bill which the Commission will even-
tually report to Congresa,
