as It should be left Intact and shared by all
alike through a common prorata apportion-
ment. The 'Ichor districts, those well nble to
support themselves, are being favored yearly
at the expense nf the weaker onea. This plan
la unfair and nnt congruous with the spirit of
the free school law, and it ahould be no longer
tnlnret ad."
