Mle POLLARD'S LIFE STURY.

to L present wife, Mra. Wing, at Dr. Paxton's
house, In New York olty, on April 20, 1803,
This announcemant did not come altogethae
AN A surprise, for thoss who have watahed the
caso cloaely have knowa fora fortnight past
that the Jdefence was prepared to prove the
fact of the socret marriage. They did
not Intend to make It publle® at this
time, however, beoause for some reason thoy
appear to bellave that it hasa very direet bears
ing upon the question of whather thelr client
In logally gulity of breaking his promise of
marriage. The polnt of the lawyers has been
thata man who has s wife cannot legally make
n marringe contract with another. The polnt
seoms to be not well taken, however, In vlaw of
the fact that ln ons part of hor testimony Mrs
Blackvurn said that it was on Good Friday,
1403, which was Mareh 31, that Col. Dreokin«
ridge first told hor of his intenlion to marry
Miss Pollard. The most dramutic part of Mra
Blackburn's testimony was the recital of
the visit made to her Ly Col Breckin.
ridge, in ecompany with Miss Pollard,
in May., 183, when he asked bher to
chaperon hor, as she was soon to be
his wife. The interest la this pleturesque lsas
ture of her testimony has served to draw the
attention of the publio from the fact that she
also testifled that Col. Dreckinridge saidon
March 31, 1893, that he Intended to marry
Miss Follard, Dut whether the polut made by
the Iawyers for the doelence Is well taken or
not, the fact of the secret marrisge has added
to the Interest of the trial and Introdueed an-
other romantio and sessational feature Inte
the already remarkable story.

Misa Pollard's conduct ln the witness ehalr
to-day was astanlshing for s person placed in
the terrible position In whieh she finds her-
sell. Her mind was clear as a bell, and she
seemod to have entire coutrol of her mental
faculties and physieal strength, notwithstands
log the fact that every drop of blood had ap-
parently left her velns, leaving her face as
ecold and white as marble. Shes told the story
of her lfe from her early ehildhood to the
prosent day, and pever hositated at & ques-
tion. She did not remember the exact
date of her birth, and thes eposs-ex-
amination of tho attorneys for the de-
fouce threw mno light on this point. The
tale sha told was appureatly stralghtlorward
and in strict agreement with the depositions
and the teatimony of other witnesses. On one
polot she was peraistently empliatic, and thas
was with regard to her moral conduct. The
most acute eross-questioning of Col Breckln-
ridge’s lawyers failed to shiake her statements
that, while for ten years almoat aha had lived
with him as bis mistress and borune him seve
eral ehildren, she had never at any time In her
lifo had Ilmproper relations with any other
man. In view of her testimouy tg-day, It
seoms Impossible that the attorneys for
the defence will attempt to break down
her statements. Should they succeed In
dolog so, thsy would bs able to claim
that, as she was a lewd woman, the delendant
was under no obligation to keep bis promise
of marriage to her. If thadefendant's counsel
are deprived of the privilege of making this
clalm. aed are also confrented by the testls
mony that thelr client stated his Intention to
marry Miss I'vllard before the time when he
was married to Mrs. Wing, they would be
compelled to fall back on some other line of
delfence, and lawyers who have watched the
case think ther kmow what this line will ba
They say that Col, Breckinridge is prepared to
show that he promised to marry Miss Pollard
|n order to prevent her from making good her
