Walker mgave him &
xood thrashing, and as tbhat did not convert
him she in & masterful manner hustied him
up stalirs, chained him to s beadpost In the top-
most room of the houss, and kept him
there to the day of his deasth, which
was Nov. 18 last. Durlng the four months of
his ecaptivity he was visited and thrashed
every day by his strong-willed and strong-
nerved spouse. There wers ssveral lodgers (n
the houss, and they heard the man's eries
svery day, but got used to them end never
dreamed of telllng the police.

Finally, on the morning of Nov. 16, Men
Walker finishad the novel disciplinary course
of treastment by battering i her erring hus-
band’'s head with & masaive steel chain. The
doctors said the man's body was & mass of
wounds and bruises.

The murder, brutal and revolting as it was,
would not have sttracted muoch attention had
the vietim besn some long-saflering wila
What strikes the public lmaginstion is that &
woman should dare to kill her husband in
such a masculine fashion and that it is possi.
ble for s human being In the second eity of
the emplre to bs kept & prisoner for four
months and slowly done to death. Mra, Walker
will probably be hanged.

The first fatal acefdent whish hastaken plass
on the new Third avenue cable road oscurred
st about 3 o'alock yestorday alterncon, when
Mary Nolan.
