I.iko nl father ho wag a lifelong
Democrat and at one time played as m port an I
part In tbe politics ot this city, of which b
had been a resident mora than thirty year.
Ho was noted ohteflr. however, for his ability
as an engineer, having boon chief engineer of
a railroad when ho wa but 21 year old. II
