Ry Mome of the Very Dynamite ihal Cansed
the Great Tragrdy—Meveral Parvess Kil'ed,

Bawrawnen, Spaln, Mareh 22.—Last nlght
there was an explosion of some of the dyna-
mite In the submerged hulk of the Bpanish
steamer Cabo Machiehaco which blew up on
Nov. 3 last, Jestroving a hundred small vessels
and killing or wounding about 1,000 psople.

The exploaiom was the result of apparent
earelesaness In removing what remained of
the eargo of draamitea The divers and thelr
asalstants were at work on the sunken ship br
the ald of sleetris light, when a quantity of tha
dynamite exploded, and the two principal
divers and three workmen were killed, and
saven men, who were assisting ashore, were
dangeroualy Injured.

The dynamite. having been soaked for over
four montha, was belleved to be harmless,
and, socording to one report., while breaking
out the boxes of unexploded dynamite one of

His
white visiters found that they eould not
depend on what he sald. He was partie-
ularly mistrustfal of Emin Pasha. whoss
equatorial provines adjeined his country. It
was & leng time, however, befors the King
showed any open hostllity. Emin sent to the
King's ohist town the Itallan explorer Casati,
to ba his repressniativa thers, Oneof Casatl's
most Important duties was to aot as postmas-
ter, Emin sending to him his eorrespendones
for Europe, and Casatl making the best ar-
rangements he eould te forward the letters to
the coast. Casatll lived thers for some twanty
nx:onm and was fairly well treated by the
