tlon. Forger sometimes forget to follow thacharacteristics of th person who writingthey are imitating. In plain language Judge
Wilson wa endeavoring to prove by the de-
fendant's witness that th word "July" wa
written by a skilled penman in his own hand-
writing In a moment of forgetfulness and that
th llgurea were written In close Imitation of
Miss Pollard'a chirograph

In answer to .1 udge Wllaon. Dr. Hchaefer ad-
mitted that tha word "July" In the disputed
letter differed considerably from the charac-
teristics of Hi Pollard'a handwriting aa

hown in other leMere. Dr. Hchaefer could not
explain why he overlooked what Judge Wilson
called " so glaring a dissimilarity." This con-
cluded the examination of the witness.

Cilwin H. Hay. a Washington lawyer, wa
the next witn He eaid he waa an expert In
handwriting. He disclaimed In pantomime
the honor of being c.illeii Major by Maior
lunterworth, and thla led Judge Bradley o
remark:" He'e nt from Kentucky "
