Ho left the house at 11 o'clock on Saturday
night to get a glass of beer before going ta
bed. Ha says that ha want to a saloon at
Thirty-thir- d street and Third avenue. As ha
waa leaving a erowd of roughs surrounded
him and attempted to rifle his rockets. Joy ta
a medium-size- d man. but ha haa pluck, and ha
ordered tha young thieves to let him alone.
At tha moment Daniel Kelly, a onearmed man.
of 23. who. the police say. Is a west side tough
who spends bis nights with tho Thirty-thir- d

street gang around the vacant stables, stepped
up and took hold ot Joy's arm. He told the
Chicago man that ha was In danger, and vol-

unteered to tee him safely home. His manner
waa reaasnring and Joy accepted his escort
with thanks. Kelly walked up etairs with Joy
and tat down In tha kitchen. Joy again
thanked him and naked him to call again, say-

ing that ha wanted to go to bed.
"Cuck-o-o!- " shouted Kelly at be remarked

to Joy that he needn't be In a hurry about re-

tiring. It turned out the " cuckoo" call was a
signal of tha Thirty-thir- d street gang. A few
sooonds later John Ryan. 10 years old. who
says he lives at :i ir. East Thtrty-feurt- h street,
opened the door and took a seat. He greeted
Joy effusively. " Hallo." he suld. " why you're
our now friend. I called to see If you got home

Kelly laughed. "Cuck-o-o.- " he chirped, and
added Why. et course, he it all right."

Another fellow came up stairs and joined
Ryan. Kelly gave the cuckoo call several
times more, and three more toughs ollmbod
the stairs. The last two brought a bucket of
beer. Joy wanted to protest against this mid-
night call, but as tho man appeared to bo
friendly, though forbidding In appearance, he
tried diplomacy They asked him to join In a
drink from tbe "growler." and poured out a
glass of the beer. Joy drank It. A few min-
utes later ho fell to the floor unconscious.
Mrs. Joy was in bed In an adjoining room,
wondering who her husband's jovial friends
were, and when tbey would conolude to aay
good-nig- .

Kelly and Ryan went Into the bedroom a
little later. Kelly seized Mrs. Joy's throat,
and, tutting an orange to her lips, tried to
squeeze some of the juice into her mouth. Tha
woman Is soon to become a mothor. She was
greatly alarmed at the Intrusion of the
strangers, but life in the country had given
her plenty of strength, and. seizing Kelly, she
threw him off the bed A hatchet that alio had
used in the afternoon to cut oi en packing
boxes was In the corner of the room.
