The Saraaohn family, with their boarder, sat

down to a dinoar of fish and horseradish at 7
o'clock on Friday night. Mr. Saraaohn com-
plained of feeling III about 0 o'clock. HI lip
began to burn and hie toogu felt a if it wero
welling. He had a pain around hi heart and

aa Intense nausea. HI head ashed aad there
were hotlag psins la his face, and altogether
he wa a very aick man. Mm, Saraaohn de-
veloped the same symptom, aad then ona
after another tbe members of the household
except the daughter. Aul. succumbed. They
were verr much frightened, aad so were all
tha neighbor, who suspected that pestilence
had got Into th house Miss Aul ran to adrug store tor help. Befur she reached It aha
was strloken down, and she wa oarrled backhelpless. Someone suggeeted that it might
be cholera, and the panic among the other
people In the house waa increased.

Dr. Sin of loo Madison street was summoned
and when he learned that the family had been
eating horseradish he dlagonlzeii the case, aa
acute aconite poisoning. Opium, which 1 a
part iai antidote for thla polaon. was adminis-
tered. In th mean time a delegation of thafrightened tenant had rushed to the MadUon
ttreet police station and told the Sergeant that
an epidemic had broken out in their houae.
The police aent Dr. Murphy of '.'ci Hutgera
street to help Dr. sirr Together they brought
tbe Sarasohn family around. No other caaee of
aconite poisoning have been reported to tha
police nor has the peddler been found.

Monkshood does not closely resemble horse-
radish, although It I frequently mistaken for
it. With a little care It can readily be distin-
guished, especially If It is in flower, for tha
(towers are blue and of a paouliar hooded
shape, while horseradish flowers are white.
The root haa not the pungent taste of horse-
radish. The taste I bitter at first, and Itbrings on a numbn ot the tongue and a
t'ngllng sensation In the lips. The two plant
ar realty ao dissimilar that It would eem Im-
possible that horseradish growere should al- -
low the poison plant to grow alongside the

Yet the two have been confounded so
much that every doctor knowe what to sus-
pect when supposed horsaradish makes any-
body 111.

Mrs. Saraaohn aald yeaterdar that tne peddler
from whom aha bought the polaoaous root did
not gather it himself He bought all his
vegetables from some market.

The police advise the marketman to go over
his stock caraiullr unless he wants to have
manslaughter on hla head. If they can find
who he is. thay will assist him.

The official sar that the contract
system of carrying; malls on railroads was
abolished om time ago and that now all ne-
gotiation with the railroads ar carriad on
under the general law. which authorize th
department to distribute the mnils to the best
advantage and pay tho roads for the transpor-
tation on the baais of the amount of malls car-
ried. To ascertain this amount welghlnga

at frequent periods nud an average ar-
rived at as to tha amount or mall carried In
the course of the year or quarter, as the case
may be.

The depaitment officials and the railroad
companies' agents ay, moreover, that there i
no rivalry between the Pennsylvania and New
York Central roads in this matter, because
each gets a proportionate share of tbe Western
mall carrying. Theee roads run through

parts of the country, supplying different
offices, and as each makes the same lime be-
tween New York and hiea.-- and on their
Western connections, the department Is Im-
partial in distributing tbe mails between them.
Tha malls going w-- t of Chicago, to Iowa.
Wisconsin, and tho Northwest, generally go by
tha New York Central, and thoee for Colorado.
Kansas, and the Southwest go by the 1 enneyl-vanl- a

The only rule observed
by tho department ya despatching tbe malle la
to send them by the roads wnbh will take
them the soonest In their destination and
reach the point desired to be reached by tha
department.
