Noi So Faial as Heported—HBill Dalion's
Death in Dunbt,

Cmreaao, April 21.—A special despateh from
Percy, 0. T., says the battle botween the Dal-
ton gang and ths posse of deputy United
States marshala was not so fatal as reported,
Accordiog to this aceount Druce Miller, whose
lhomao ls near MeElroy's ranch, has bsen har-
boring the Daltons of iate.

The marshals’
posse consisted of but elght maln and when
they surrounded the house of Miller they de-
