Th resolution

offered yetrday by Mr. Allan I Pop.. Neki.
th right of rersona visiting Washing-

ton to assemble poaoaablr and petition for re-

dress of grievance, was laid before tha Senate
y.

Mr. Vet (Dm.. Mo.) dprcatsd th Intro-
duction of resolutions on that subiect It
seemed to him that th person referred to
had boon treated Ilk all other parson. I!
they obsrvd th law they would ba. aa a
matter ot oour, not molested by the national,
Htato. or municipal aulhorltlee; and It they
violated the lawa thay ought to b punished.
He regretted that any one should think thar
waa any necessity for either branch of Con-
gress to declare tha fundamental trutha that
ware contained In tho body of th resolution. It
Int l m at ed a want of oonfldenos In American

and th axoontion of law which waa
much to b dplored. If hla constituents cam
to the capital and violated the law be should
expect them to be punlhd. That thay had a
right to com wa so plain and unquestioned
that any supposition In regard to It waa a re- -

llsctlon on the intelligence and patriotism ot
tho people of the whole country. There waa a
statement In the preamble. " unarmed, law.
abiding, and peacefully dlspod. but unem-
ployed eltlren of the United State." If tha
Senator (Mr. Allen) meant by that to Include
the men who had trampled on th law and

l7.ed private property and undertaken to se-

cure transportation to Washington by fore
of arma. then he iMr. Vect) had tn dissent from
any such proposition. Those who had violated
tli law would hava to abide by the conse-auence- s.

"That who! Issue." Mr. Test declared.
"must he met right here and now. We can-
not for one Instant hesitate or falter. I am
not here to make any profession of sympathy
with itny parttrular class of the American peo-
ple. I have not In me one drop of blood that
would create the (lightest antagonism to any
aectlon or class of people, particularly to tho
who. I'V fore of circumstance. r now un-
employed. Hut they must lenrn to abide hy
th law. If this Congress for one single In
stant, coiuprouils th stern truth thnt every
.Hi en In the country must be a
citizen, we commence a orevsise In the insti-
tution of this country which will end in a Uood
and In our final deetructlcn."
- Mr v. oleott illep.. Col said "Iamatalos
to undsrstnnd the purpose of the Introduction
of this resolution, which changes no existing
law. but seems to extend a cringing invitation
to omo thousands of peopl calling themsotve
unemployed laborers, and who. If the news-
paper account are true, are preparing to in-

vade this capital, come peaceably and on foot,
aome by stolon railroad tralna ome by beg-
gary, some by meana furnished by others, and
all of them for no peaceful purpose. Tha
encouragement that can b given to
such n invasion unheard of In the his-
tory of thl country ha ben th utter-
ances of men In high piacee. holding office,
member of thl body, who hava spoken of a
servile pollc force and of n paid soldiery, as It
men sworn to do their duty war to be de-
nounced In the Senate of the t'nlted Htatee.
Attention has been devoted to them by Gov-
ernors of certain States, who have invited
them to mako their descant on th capital ot
th United Stat. Our own Stat of Colorado
is now suffering from auch a Governor, whose
vagaries and whose antic have hrough dis-
credit and dishonor on our commonwealth. In-
jured ouroredlt and our standing, and soiled
our fair name.

" I am tired of thl method ot dealing with
those demonstration. Th times r out of
joint What made them so may be attributed
to on cause or to another Those of u from
the West have attributed it to the appreciation
In the value of gold Whether we be right or
be wrong, that question has now no place in
the consideration of tho welcome which It ia
proposed to extend to thoe strolling bnd
which intend to visit Washington It Is a
fact that whilo great sympathy baa
gone out apparently, to those men,
you find the basis ut It largely In the
desire of the cltlrena of State to ee
these men eafely delivered from i heir border
over into the borders of another State, so that
they shall nut be a charge upon them. Many
of thee men are honest men. but they are
misled by leader who are either Insane or
cranks, or vicious There I a solution of tin
question. Itcomasnot by wandering band

Waahlngton. It com In the benell-cenc- e

of mankind, which gradual y. aa tha
time grow better, makes men more humane
and more kind. There should be no man suf-
fering for food for himself or for hie family In
the broad domain of the United State who i
willing to work.

It is my solemn conviction that, bad as the
times ar. and wore a 1 fear they will be.
there Is today no man who sincerely desires
work for th support ot himself or his family
who cannot either get work or get bread for
himself and hie little one. In i olnrsdo to-

day, crushed and humiliated as she 1 by th
action of Congress. 1 venture to sy that no
man Is starving tecausa he cannot find either
work or willing friends to help him until work
can be found I believe that the time has com
when those of us who are in public life ought.
to begin to cultivate more a regard for
the perpetuity of Republican Institution,
and to pauder laaa lo that miscalled
portion ol the labor vote. wliowi
labor la with their throats and never with their
bands It I time that we stood lor the rights
of American manhood, lor th right of a man
to work if he want to. If it takes th whole

rmr of the country to sustain him In doing it
for th right ot every man to equal liberties
with other men And that mean that he shall
have such liberty a Is not inconsistent with
the equal right of hi neighbor. It is time.
Mr President, that we had the courage to
stand together against this socialism and pop-
ulism and paternalism which is running riot
In thla couuiry. and which must end. if not
checked in the destruction of the liberties
which the laws and thei oustliution give us --

liberties which should bo dearer to us than
life itself. I am oppoad to the adoption ol thl
resolution "
