Is somewhat llko that of th lily of th valley
but more beautiful.

Cowslips which were light little buttons ten
days ago, and only opened here and ther a
week ago, are now the glory of many meadows
and small strsama. Tney have an unsociable
way of rooting upon a tiny tussock of marsh
and spreading tantalizing rich blossoms that

more splendid than any of their breth-
ren within easy reach. The low meadows of
tho I'ronx are rich with cowslips, and all aorta
of persons, rich and poor, gather them by the
bushel. ahon-r- walking home at night often
bear great bundles of ths plant

The blood root, a freaky flower, plentiful In
many part of New l.ngland ftnd ftlao a hun-
dred miles sooth of Now York, seems to strew
parts of ths suburban district, and I to be
found onlr by the diligent A few ar
blooming in the northern suburbs, but they
are small, blossoms, not th
great splendid flowers of white and known
further north and south. They have, however,
the characteristic faiut odor, to somo persons
suggestive of a refined musk Conscientious
lovers of the plant take care not to pluck all
the blossoms In regions where Its propagation
needs to be encouraged.

Wood violet, which were until a few day
ago only in their tiny, false-bonn- stage, have
lengthened their stoma, spread their petals.
andlnterislfled their color. They will last formany week. Ther la no native wild dower
that Is marked by greater difference between
its pest and worst Here and there In aome
low. woody spot, where streams broadsn and
trl.-kl- among mossy stones, vtolela of deep
purple hue are found with stem from six to

undorbrueh. Moreover, I have noticed that
th young of the eat kind have lee tenacity of
lit end ar mora difficult to rear than tha
young ef enr other tame quadruped. Thla
mar okcape general observation, beeaua th
mother cat so jealously guard her offspring
from all Intrusion until it becomes necessary
that their feeble limb ahall b trngthened
brexirel. I bellevltto be Impoaaible to rear
a kitten If It la deprived of a mother care
before it it a fortnight or more old. Its dlgea-tlv- t

organa are then too weak to aatlmilate Itt
food. Astlmllation ia Induced onlr by the
massage treatment of the mother oat and all
attempt that t have known to aubatltut for
Itth kneading of th human hnd hav re-

sulted In failure. The onlr couree when the
verr roung cat I deprived of It mothar I to
call In another feline, and Induce it to perform
n mother' part: but thla I not easy to do, for
ths female oat doea not take klndlrtoannther's
progeny, and It la the Instinct of th male to
destroy th roung kitten. I nvr knew of
but one Instance where thl lnetlnct appeared
to be leaking, end thl case waa o remarka-
ble that it may be worth relating.

Forty rears ago when a eltlren wanted wood
for household n hs bought It by th cord.
With the earl man came a man with a aawbuck
and a bnckcaw who sawed and apllt the wood
on the aidewalk and carried it Into the cellar.
About the rear 1WY5 ther wae Invented a
machine for ipllttlng wood Into kindling.
Thl maehln wae a modification of the old
match machine. Th ue of thl machine eo
ettended the bntne of manufacturing
kindling wood that at the outbreak of th
civil war In 1861, three-quarte- r of th kind-

ling wood used In Nw Tork waa
being eewed and tpllt In tha wood

raid. At that time, alio, manufactur-
er had just begun to put kindling
wood up Into bundle or bunch. Tb
primary renaon for thl wa to put untold
split wood Into mora compact shape to store.
Tho many advantages of putting up wood In
bundles for the merket became, however, at
once apparent. In thle ehape wood could be
retailed In small portion, and It made pack-

age convenient to handle, which oould be (old
out of any grocery like enr other neoeealtr.

During tha war there was almost a wood
famine in New York. Th atipplr of Virginia
pin wood, the wood principally uaed here,
wa practically out off; It (old up to 1113

cord br tha cargo. During that period the
bundle trade did not grow very muoh. After
the war the entire kindling wood lnduatrr
took a great atart upward and grew rapldlr.
In 1870 there wer probablr llxtr firms en-

gaged in the manufacture of kindling wood
told In bulk or In bundle. The bundle trade
had then Increased largely. There were at that
time remaining in the city onlr two or thre
yards In which cordwood only was aold. Ia
1870 appeared, following closely tbe building
of the flrat apartment houtea, the oil stove.
and not long afterward the gae stove. The gae
stove bad been before that In somewhat lim-
ited use but It wa now applied to the more
general household use. The us of oil stoves
End ga stoves Increased steadily and vary
nvrgsiy. and affected verr aurloualr tha
kindling wood bus ness. Tb us of oil and
gas stove here still steadily lncroaalng.

In 18M0 th city manufacture of kindling
wood began to be affected further by the In-

troduction of bundle wood made from the ref-
use of sprue and hemlock lumber mill.
These mill ar numerouln Connecticut Nw
Jersey. Pennsylvania, and New iork. tills state
furnishing a very large proportion of the
bundles used. This wood Is put up at the
mills and ehlppsd here by the car load, and
from tbe cars distributed br trucks to grocers
snd other dealers. That haa now largely taken
tbe place of the Virginia pine bundle packed
In this city. More than f30 per cent, of the
bundle used here now com from the mill.
Of all tbe kindling wood that la cold
In this cltyabout half issold in bulk and about
half In bundle. Nearly all the kindling wood
old in bulk Is of Virginia pine. Th standard

length in which this is cut Is eight Inohee; It
j aold at $13 a cord and In any quantity from

of a cord up The bundle wood 1

usually cut two and a half or three inches in
length, and the ordinary sized bundle la eight
leches by nine inches in dlamebsr. It retails
at two cents a bundle. The consumption of
the bundle wood In thle cltr 1 of the sprue
and hemlock bundles, about '.'IKJ.OOD bundle
daily, and of the Virginia pin bundles about
200.000 dally.

While the growth of the kindling-woo- d busi-
ness has I ssn retarded for th reasons stated.
the increase In population ha been eo great
that the business ha actually lncreaaed la
volume, and more kindling wood Is sold hero
now than ever The usaol Virginia pine wood,
however. Is decreasing slightly, a la th cltr
manufacture of kindling wood. Hut the kindl-
ing-wood business la, nevertheless, s verr
large and active business here. Ther ar
now about twenty factories in the cltr
ae against eixtr In lf't). but whll
their number ha so materially decreased
ther are now more large establishment The
kindling-woo- d lactones of tbe cltr ua engine
aggregating about l.ft)0 horee power, and

about 'J.otKJ peopl. men and boy. The
total value of all the kindling wood consumed
In this city, reckoned at wholesale prices, is
about (10.000 dally.

There ere engaged In th business of bring-
ing Virginia wood to thla olty abaut one hun-
dred echoenera. Most of thm are larger than
the a. hooners employed In the wood business
twenty year ago; about half of them era
threo-maat- Almost all of th wood aoca-- e

He from the rivers and almost all the original
growth from near the water coura has been
cut At least half of the wood now brought
here is cut back from the water and brought
to river landings by railroad.

Kindling wood or kindling material of soma
sort used slmost everywhere, but kindling
wood ucli a I used her I used onlr where
anthracite coal I burned. A New York manu-
facturer of kindling wood aearchsd fur two
dara in London without finding anybody In the
business A rich London householder id that
he bad kept houae for forty years and had never
paitlw penny for kindling wood. '1 he sweepings
of ths house, splinters, and scrap from boxea
and crates with a little neper would sullies to
Ignite the coal used there. Of tbe world'sgreat cltlea New York la tbe only one using
practically none but anthracite coal. There
are In this country, taking them all together,
many cities and towns that burn hard coal and
usa substantial kind ling wood, but this city le
much tbe greatest of all consumers, and bare
naturally Is the home of kindling woud In its
highest development
