foned to Lo satisfactorlly rum. They repre-
sented s series of splendid hotels that
were put up In the fNrat hall of the
eentury, and that were all, at that
time, eonsidered as belng among tho most
wonderful proofs of Awmerlean woalth and
elvilization, All are still mtanding excent the
Bt, Charles. One Is our Astor House, one is
the Pallard-Exchange in Rlichmond, & third Is
the Charleston at Charlesion, and the othoers
are the Bt, Louls or Hotel Horal at New Or.
leans, and ite nelghbor which bas just Leen
burned up, All wers In A great measure
nlike, belng of lmmense size, bullt of granite,
and made more Impressive by huge colonnades
of Nuted granite pillars.
