If Mrs Humphrey Ward's new Bovel. " Mar-eell-

(Macmlllan A Co.). la not quite aa long
aa " David Grieve." It is still In all aonseleBee
long enough. The part of It which will com-
pel the Interest af the ordinary reader will ba
fonnd we think, la the first of the two vol.
nmes whleh the etory fills. Here we have tha
wooing af Marcella by the young aristocrat
Aldous Raeborn. heir to e.20.000 a year; tha
picture of Kurd, the deformed poacher, oa hla
free exeurslons and In his miserable home;
the village poor exercising their eynlcal wlta
and otherwise amusing themselves amid tha
gloomy facta at peasant existence; the Impres-
sion made noon the romantic and sentimental
aide ef Mareella's nature by the eloquent
yonng humbug. Wharton, who had Inherited
a very fine theatrical ability from hla grand-
mother: tha emotional paesage between
Wharton and Marcella In the, moonlight at 3
o'clock la the morning, the murder of Wes-
tell, tha gamekeeper, aad the hanging ef Hurd
for ths trims. We may aot often find a more
dramatis piece of work than this account of
the moonlit Interview between Marsella and
Wharton. Wa eoafees we do not care partic-
ularly for tbe analytical explanation, which
eomes, we believe, with much other analysis.
In the eecona volume. It la comparatively
Immaterial, ao far as we are concerned, what
the particular atage of aoul evolution may
have been whleh made it possible for Mareell.i.
being engaged to Kaehurn. to listen to Whar-
ton In this loneliness, aad in tbla moonlight, at
this hour. Tha fact la so entirely absorbing.
a Mra Ward rslataa It that we could well

dlapenae with tba scientific assurance that
tha mk la the ease waa heir to the genius of
hla grandmother. What aelres upon the
hssrt. and la burned upon the memory. Is the
moonlit library at Mellor, and Marcella being
kissed, and tha sound of the poacher's gun

lias the story of tbe gamekeoper'e murder
Aa Wharton remarks. "Tbat was a scene!"
After that strong dramatic picture It It vsry
likely that tha reader will nod over the second
volume Htm. tbe second volume, as well ae a
good part of tha first, treats conscientiously
of the agitations of labor In England, and
of the atata of the agricultural pop-

ulation, and of the manner of nursing
the London poor, aad nobody can deny
that these are eerlous and Important
questions. It Is to be said tbat they are pre-aent-

bora rather than solved. Marcella at-

tacks them with feverish ardor, but at the end
of the two volumes they remain, ootwlthstsnd-Ing- .

substantially the same. The error in
Mareella's case was that she did not place the
aorrowaof tbe world quite correctly. She had
more of them In her own bosom than shs waa
able to And among the patient people whom
aha pestered eon.lilerab.lv with her mlstaksn
attentions. These people were not afflicted
with hysteria, and they were better off than
ahe waa aeoerdlnaly. If Mrs Hurd had not
been blessed with a surprisingly good consti-
tution she would certainly hsve succumbed
under Mareella's neurotic kindnesses during
the Interval between the apprehension of the
poacher aad the hanging of him. One of the
gratifying points of the story is that Marcella
gets better. If ehe could have been In good
hoalth all through tha two volumes It would
have been splendid. She could still have been
sufficiently etormy. People lo good health can
storm ae much ae la Becesesry.

In "Tha Hubicen," the new novel by Mr. E.

F. Benson, the son of the Archbishop of rr

and the author of "Dodo" I Apple-tons-i,

wa have the same sprightly character-
istics tbat distinguished ths earlier story. The
dialogue runa on In the ssme sharp and vigor-
ous manner, at once developing character and
amusing aad surprising ths reader, snd the
heroine la a beautiful, abnormal, cigarette-smokin- g

woman, less slangy than Dodo, but
area batter calculated to make a disturbance
In tbe family. Wa think that Eva Is about
as uncomfortable a person as we ever encoun-
tered. Her egotism and cynicism and pessim-
ism cause us repeatedly to wish that Lord
Hayee, her bnsband. would rise superior to
the eonvaatlons and give her a switching.
Tha moat Interesting dramatle passage In
the book, undoubtedly, le that In which
Kvs administers a douche of particularly cold
lee water to the pasalon of tbe large aud beau-

tiful simpleton bar, Iteggle, who, we are bound
to say. Is a good deal of a reminder of the cow
with dewy eyee tbat stands and rumlnatsaeo
placidly. It Is ant sntlrsly reaeonable. per-
haps, to suppose tbat anybody of Reggie's soul
capacity should be able to discover the moral
motive In tbe overture to "Tannhntiser.'
It la difficult to believe that thla alow and
restful youth, physically elongated, but not
mentally expanded, ahould have been able to
trace the moral in the etory told by ths shiv-
ering flddleaas tbesplrltof wleksd Venus gets
possession of them. He might imv danced,
but he could hardly have deduced, hull, the
passage la very skilfully and vividly accom-
plished, and It will beast the reader much
more powerfully than the final stroksof dire
tragedy, whereby Eva, after a moat Insincere
and dtstrssslng sxhlhltion at Lord Hsr.s'a
grave, retires " with all her indolent, unrivalled
grata of movement." to take a glatt of prussio
acid. Tbe truth Is. as anybody might suipsct,
that the author of "Dodo" la not fitted for
melodrama. The fascination of the story Is
completed bofore the prussl- - s II appsars upon
ths scene. With the advent of the add one
feele eorry for Mr. Benson If, however, aa
some believe, (he facts and eonlitlons of
earthly matrimony are continued betoud the
grave, one feele a good deal more sorry for
Lord llayss.
