altogether, and a rechrlstsntng hsld at whtoh
the name ot the Maryland Senator shall be
substituted. The revised measure appears to
baaccsptable to nobody except thatelas of
Democratic Senators who withhold their up-po- rt

from It until ther got all the protactlon
they asked for.

A stady of the bill will show that Important
concession were made te everr Senator sup-
posed to be antagonistic to the bill aa
origlnallr reported br the Finance Com-

mittee, and the onlr Democrat who
now holds aloof and refusss to ac-
cept the Republican bill Is Senator Hill.

Hi colleague. Senator Murphy. It 1 true,
ha not ret made a public statement of hi at-

titude, but there I th bssl authority for say-
ing that he ha agreed to support th hill after
making his fight upon the Income tax propo-
sition. Senator Smith ot New Jersey now
cornea ont boldly and ears that exeept so far
aa th. Income tax proposition Is concerned
he I not Inclined to find fault with the bill In
Its present shape, and then announces that ha
will support It whether tha income tax feature
Is eliminated or not.

The free tradera In Congress do not like the
bill at all. and do not hesitate to denounce It
as a Terr poor imitation ot the McKinley law.
Ther are all very severe in their criticisms of
the members of the Flnanee Committaa for
being so thoroughlr hoodwinked by thi pro-

tection Democrats and tbe Republicans. Sen-

ator Hill, t'oekrell. and other radical tariff
retormera are not aaying much at pressnt, but
It Is well known that ther fssl that ths
Finance Committee has made a most abjeot
and cowardly surrender of principle, and ther
will ceitalnlv oppose manr fsaturss of the bill.
It la not thought, however, that ther will allow
their antagonism to earrr them to (he point ot
voting against the measure, but Senstor Mills,
as the repressntatlvslof the free trade element,
will certainly take occasion to explain to the
Senate and the country the true nature of the
bill tbat has now been promulgated a a
Democratic measure.

The statements made for publication y

by Representative Reed. Senator Aldrlch, and
others Illustrate accurately the feelings of the
Republicans with regard to the bill, and If
many Democrate both in the Senate and the
House would express their oplnlone with
equal frankness ther would endorse every
word uttered by these Republican lesdern.
Every line of the new bill testllle to the fact
that it I formed on protection line-- , beginning
with the change of ad valorem to specific
rates. The character of other changes wn
shown br Mr. Hoar when he accused
Senator Harris, a member ot the Fi-

nance Committee, ot having had a substantial
duty placed on marble Imported to compete
with the Tennessee product. The wily old
Senator appreo ate I that silence Is golden In
some cases, and in snbe of his love of talking
he managed to hold hi tongue. Senator Grar
was n't so discreet, however, and his burst of
Indignation at Mr. Hoar s charge, that the
Democrate had violated their pledges and
bartered away their votes to the compromisers
who have arranged the present bill, reveals
theintenslty of feeling on the part of those
Senators who fcol tbat they have been fooled
Into endorsing a very bill. As
usual, the able and shrewd Senator Gorman,
who. It is understood, was tho organizer and
manager of the movement that has solidilled
ths Democrate In the Senate in favor of the
protection compromise escapes criticism both
from his own side and from the Republican
Senators. The Maryland Senator and his co-
lleague who participated in the love feast con-
ference ot last week think that all Is smooth
sailing before them now, and that the 400
amendments reported from the Finance I'om-mltte- e

will be adopted and the Wil-

son bill rushed to a speedy vote and sent to
conference and Into the handeof tho President
long belore the end of the fiscal year. The
Republican Senators say this cannot be done,
and while they have no intention of filibuster-
ing, they propose to have every line of the
bill carefully scrutinized and debated to the
end that Congress and the people may know
lust exactly what kind of a tariff bill It Is that
has resulted from the latest Senatorial com-
promise.

Senator Aldrlch said that the Re-
publicans propose to devote soms time to-

morrow to a discussion of the political status
of the Democratic party In connection with the
compromise bill. He says tbat too good an
opportunity to point out some of the Incon-
sistencies of the Democratic party is offered
to be overlooked, and the Republicans Intend
to make the most of It.

The Republican steering committee hss
decided that there shall he full and free

on everr proposition contalnod In the
bill, but ther bave no idea when the voting on
the proposed amendments will becommence I.
Senator Aldrlch holds tbat the amendments
recently submitted have not yet been consid-
ered bv the Finance Committee, and he thinks
until this Is done they will not tie formally
taken up In the Senate. Hr. Aldrlch also
thinks thsre may be further amendments
nscsssary before the majority gel tbeir bill
ready for a vote of the Senate. uder the
circumstances tha Senstor does not look for a
test of strength on any of tbe amendments for
several days.

While dteuee!ng the compromise bill with
Representative Stevens of Massachusetts, one
of the Democratic members of the Ways and
Means Committee, in the lobby of the
Arlington Hotel, the question arose aa to the
actual merits of the new bill. Some one asked
Senator Aldrlch the direct question:
