The welldknown Eoglish novelist who
writes nndag the psondonyme of “* Oulda "
is not a bellever In what are called woman's
tights, She thinks that women already
bave nll the rights they neod, nnd that it
would behoovs them to make the most of
theso rather than to encroach on the flelds
of activity hitherto reserved to men. Wa
must suy, bowever, that the article in tho
North American Roview, which seta forth
hor lrlons, Is fur from heing an examplo of
sober  and  convinelng argument.  Mer
promises aro often faulty, and, even whon
they are sound, they by uo means justify
the sweeplng conciiislons drawn from thein.

It is strauge that o woman’s fundamental
assumption should lmpute intollostual avd
moral infocfority to her own sox. That |s
what " Oulda" does, for she a1yas, * Wamnu
in publie lifo would exaggorats the fallings
of men, and would not have even their fow
excelloncios.” This, at it stands, is merely
& vagus nssertion which would oot doserve
attontion. But now lor the spogifieations:
“Tholr [women's] legislation would ba the
offypring of paule or projudice.” This
charge Is divested of all weight by the
moveolist's admission that men's legisiation
is " Loo oflew"” open o the same eriticlsm,
In the absenca of experiment thero is po
evidenco that the vuoe sex is inherently
more itto! for lawmaking than the other;
fa the regulation of the household, which
requires both legislntiveand ndininlstrative
powars, woian s lodisputably skilful. But
womnan, according to *Ouide," would not
* put on the drag of common éense, as man
frequontly does lu publio assemblies.” We
ecan only Judge of what woman would do
in public life by what we see her do ln pri-
wate life, Bhe s notoriously the equal of
man in the power of adapting outgo to in-
eowme; in other words, of moking both ends
meat: auvd this obviously gequires an lo-
cessant exorclse of Ccomuion seuse,

* Oubila™ goes ou W perpetrala an un-
questionahila ilbel on hor sex by declaring
that ** thare would be little to hope for from
woman's humanity, nothing from her lib-
erality.” This extrnordinary averment runs
directly fesnter to the convietions of all
the Jdistioguishod sociologists, with Mr,
Hexpery Seevorn at thelr head. They all
agree ln aseriblpg the lnereasing altruls-
o tendoncios of eulightens] natlous Lo the
growing inllueacs of womes. lodoed, oue
of the chief yeasous why Mr SrFexcen |a
opposed to the voncession of political rights
to women Is that be fears logislation, it
materindly Influenced by them, would be toe
humano and (vo Hbersl. What s “ Oulda's"
ground for differing with the soclologists ¥
Woman, she says, " when she is frightened,
18 more ferocious than map, aod when she
bas power, wmore werviless,”  Now, walv-
flog the Lamarckinn sssumption, eontra-
dicted by Wetssuax, that the tUmldity
superinduced lo women by sge-loog exclu-
wion from war and self-defence ¢an be lnher-
fted, we must adolt that the training of
the lodividusl woman o our geoeration
makes Ler timld, and that some men en-
gourage this trait by pretendiog to thiok it
oharming. It 1s not true, however, thut
timid women are more ferocious thay men |
the flah-wives of revolutionary Paris were
the least tmid of thelr sex.

The complaint, uatil recent!y well-found.
od, that woiuen were cut off from the meaps
of thorough self-development offered to
meu, was uever, accordisg te * Oulda,”
supported by facts, Wiy? Becauss cer-
galn privcesses, like MiRoUERITE DE Va-
pots, Lady Jaxe Gusy, sad Queen Eviza-
BETH were tauzht the classical languages;
and because such wounn 88 GEOME BAXD,
Grosox Exior, Mrs. DRowsixa, and Mrs,
Bousavinue messged to educate them-
selves.

tirade, may well ory, “ Save us from our
friends!" '

8o a debate, which as Mr. Voonmexs
truthfully predicted ** will be historie,* ran
on in the Sepate. It eulinlnated In an ex-
traordinary aud apparantly aleoholig at-
tack by Senator Turrie of Indiaoa upon
Mr. Arprici for alleging that three hun-
dred amendments had bean agreed upon In
conferenee between Mr. CLEVELAND'S rep-
rescntative, Lthe Secretary of the Treasury,
andl certain members of Mr. Voonuees's
Finanes Committeo:

And on Tuesday, May 8, just one week
after this historie discusslon, In whicl in.
dignant denlals, unqualifled protestations
of lgnorance, and spirited assertions of in-
dependence of Executive influsnce, wers
varied by square aocysations of falsehond,
hurled agaiost the Republican asserting
that three hundred smendments had been
agreed upon between the Secretary of the
Treasury and certain members of the Sen-
ate Finages Committes, pricted coples of
the CLevELAND Tarlff bill were lald on the
desk of every Senator. If Mr. Voonuess,
Mr. Mizis, Mr. Pavusn, and Mr, Tusrie
took the trouble to enumeratae the amend-
menta agrecd upon between Mr. CLEVE-
LANL'S representative and the Democrats
of the Fluages Commitiee, they had the
satisfaction of diseovering that, lo one re-
apect, at least, Senator ALDKICH'S state-
ment was loaccurate, He charged that
there ware thres hundred changes ln the
Finanee Committes's blll, There are wore
than four hundred,

The Navy Supply Bl

The report with which Chalrman Cux-
Minos of the House Naval Committes has
accom panied his iotroduetion of the pend-
Ing appropristion bill for the savy, fur-
pishes an smple esplacation and vindica-
tion of that measure.

Last yvear's bill earviad but $32,104.081.34,
whila the presont calls for $35 280,000.97,
muking sy lpcreass of $9.170 00453, at o
time when retrenchwent iu all the regular
supply Lllls ts desirable. But Mr. Cum-
uiNGs shows not only that this increass ls
of publie benefit, but that the bill is lo the
best senso an econowmical mweasure. [ndeed,
when we pole that, for the first time in
elght or tes years, not & dollar of extra
ezpenditure ls furnished fur pew construo
tlon, It must be evident that frugality is the
watchward.

Agalp, while the appropriations now pro-
posed are larger than elther last year's
or those of year before last, the reductions
made by the committes from the officlal
ealimates sxceed by & lttls last year's, and
by uearly a milllon those of year before
+ last, Aud yot this year Mr. Hsspusr bad

v

eat down vary heavily Lhe estimates of the
bureaus befors submitting them: and, as
Chalrman Cossixos well says, the Sscre-
tary's long serviee om the Houss Naval
Commitiea had peculiarly fited him for
that task. Take, for example, the esti-
mates of the Chisf of Bureau of Yards and
Docks. They ealled for $4.507.561.08. But
Mr. Hernert cut the proposed ontiny on the
Brookiyn Navy Yard from $1,7988,601.92
down to $140000; then he chopped the
Lengue Island estimate of $1.89,080 % down
to $80,000; next ho aliowsd but £110,065.77
out of §1,107,080 arked for the Norfolk yard:
from that he procesded to reduce the $1.-
857,907,060 of tha Mare Island yard to $37,019,
while the sstimate of $158.48404 for Port
Toyal station dwindled to $18,08,

We need not go further Into detail to
illustrate the point that if, after so vigor-
ous an axerclse of the pruniog kuife by the
Beoretary, Mr, CoMMIRGS's committee has
still been able to lop off $2,670,815.62 from
these estimates, what remalos may safely
ba accepted by Congresa as represanting
current needa of the navy.

But thers is still another way of looking
nt the matter, not less suggeative. For
armor and armament the estimates ask
80,500,000, and the Uill actually allows
84,000,000, Even the latter amount I8 very
Iarge, but on examining the reason for it
wao find that lsst year nothing at all was

allowed for thia Item, although the
estimatea Dhad  ealled for  $2,000,000,
We further find that Mr. HeErnear's

roport, as Chalrman of the House
Naval Committee at that time, ox-
plalned that unlooked-for delays In the
manufacture of armor had occurred, so that
the appropriations made In previous years
would cover all demanda for armor ani
armament, and nothing more was nesded.
This yoar, however, Secretary HERBERT re-
pourted that the facllities for making armor
have been * vastly Improved,” so that it
would probably eome forward at the rate of
more than 260 tons a month. *It is due
to this rapld Increass o the rate of dellv-
ery,” no procecds to say, "that the large
item for armor and armament s presented
to Congress in the estimates cf this year,
as the money will be needed before tho end
of the next fiscal year to pay for the mate-
rinl actually delivered.”

It Is seen, therafore, that this Item alone,
abeolutely needed to fulfil contracts al-
ready enterad Into, makes a difference be-
tweon the present bill and Ita prodecessor of
£4,000,000, and thatit not only fully necounta
for the entire difference between them, but
covers, also, a balance of over 8300000,
whilch would otherwise represent a grenter
economy In this year’s bill. But ecan the
committes safely cut down to $4,000,000 the
$6,500,000 estimated for this ftem? With-
out golog into the exact particulars, it
may be sald that tabulated statements
and explanations given by the report lodi-
cate that the amount in the present bill will
be sufliclent until new legislation at the next
gession is obtalned. The more rigid Inspec-
tion of piates Iately snforeed by the Navy
Department, and the time required for ap-
plying the HARVEY process to armor of dif-
ferent shapes, will, It Is thought, delay the
dellveries of armor longer than had been
anticipated. This is understood to be the
viow of the Navy Department also,

Congress, therefore, will make no mis-
take In proviljug the very moderato
amounts eailed for by this bill. The recon-
struction of the navy is a work of the high-
eat lmportance, which has beon pushed on
with creditable vigor during the Inst ten or
twelve years. Fortunately even the pend-
Ing measure, by diverting old approprin-
tions for n second pneumatio crulser and a
submarine craft to the construction of four
torpedo boats, s ablo to do its partin the
work., 1y providiog, aiso, for giving a
modern battery and new machinery to the
Harttord, it practically adds another vessel
to the active list, and one around which Im-
perishablo historle memories cluster, Per-
haps when the bill reaches the Senate a
way will be found by which it may do still
more for new construction without serfously
burdening the Treasury.

Breckinridge, Press Censor.

The Hon. WiLLiax CaumveenLt Preston
BRECKINRIDGE seems to divide hia time Im«
partially betweon snivelling at his own
beautiful penitential frame of mind and
abusing the Court before which bLis case
was tried and the press thst reported his
trial. Ho doesn't dare to abuse the Court,
save by indirection, but ngalnst the press
s raves with the usual virulepce of ex-
posed humbugs, A reporter of the Lowuis-
ville (hurier-Jowrmal describes him “ns
stralghtening himself up to his fullest
height"—we are glad to learn that the
Colonol can be stralght—and uttering this:

“If you will pardos me, T will say that my sxpert
ance with newspaper men during the past twe monthy

In his Apologla at Lexington he s report-
ed as epeakiog of the press as “ contempti-
ble," nnd ns excepting those whobelong to it
from that genwral and graclous forgiveness
which he bestowed upon the rest of man-
kind, calllng upon heaven, of course, as If
he were oo visitlog terms with it,

The press has done nothing agalnst Mr.
BRECKINBIDGE exeept to tell the truth about
him, Even If it had oot told the truth, it
wonld pot become a man who practised
Iyving and deceit for ten years, registoriog
under falso pames, 1yiog 1o his friends and
his family, trying to lle and sueak out of
his obligatlons to his parsmour—Iit would
not become such & man to reprove untruth,
AMr. Brrekisnipag Is too eensorlous for s
person in bis plight, He forgets that he is
on the stool of peoitencs, not in the pulpit,
Mo should try to make his repentance seow
deep and genuine, at least until after eloy-
tion day. He should remember that heis
the prisoner in the dock asking for mercy,
not the Jadge, savere and fulminant.

Mr. BRECKINRIDGE'S aoting secms to
lack plausibility. He must beware not to
reveal In his rolling and coutrite eys any
rewiplscence of a satyr leor; and after
confessing In the church and beating his
breast and tryiug to win the Lrethren, ho
ought not to let his angry passious rise
agalnst the press. Ilecan regard the press,
i he chooses, as part of what ke calls his
atopement. [If it lnlicts paln upon hlin, he
ean revel o the pals with that godly satis-
faction whilch he folt in making afecting
virtuous homilics nfter he had boen toyiug
with Nexua's halr.

Mr. Barckovmipae has frieuds who seem
to regard his whiplog and whimpenog and
posturiog aod queer its of self-exaltation
and seif-abasement and sliver-washed
morality asd opion-pathos, as sublime, 1f
he has ope friend of sense, that friend
should say to him at once: *“Winrie |
dou't mind your belng a good deal of & res-
eal, but 1do wish you wouldn't be ap ass.”

When the struggle over slavery In Kaasas
began In 1854, Deows's four sons went
there, and wmoon afterward he joloed
them, and tock part In the Irreguiar warfare
which had begun be! ween theanti-slavery and
pro-slavery partles. e was engaged in the

combat at LUlak Jack and (a other

Ossawatomie that he mecquired the sobri-
quet which elung to him until his death. In
1854, after the Free State party had triumphed
In Kansas, ho formed a plan to strike at slave
ery in Virginla with a few fighting men whom
he drilled In lowa, In July of 1450 he went to
Virginia for the purpose of ~looking around.”
He rented a farm near Harper's Ferry, where
was the arsenal which he detired to selza.

Ins the night abedy of United States marines,
under Col. HNomemr Y. Ler (subsequentlr
Uen. LEx of the Con'ederate Statesl ar-
rived, battared in the door of the anglos houss
with artillery, and overpowered the small gar-
rison, at the head of whiel Buowx fought until
prostrated by a sabre stroke, after whieh he
was twice bayoneted. He was lmprisoned,
tried fer conspirscy, convicted, condemned to
death, and hanged st Charlestown on Dee, 2,
His body was dellvered to his widow, by whom
it was conveyed to his farm st North Elba,
N. Y., where It was burled.

It was not a sclentifie
declaration In the semse of recommending a
schodule of percontages, but a consine declar-
ation of a principle. It properly restricled it-
soll Lo s statement of prinelple, expecting o
Democratie Administration to ahape ita logis-
lation In abaolute obedience to it. That Is
to-day the gulding prineiple of Demoeratic
tarilf reform, »o far as responsible party com-
mands go,

The first departurs from the Instrustions
given by the Democratis national organiza.
tion was made by President Cleveland himselt
when hs recommended in his annual mossage
A tax upon Incomes derived from corporate In.
vastmenis. There was no authority for this
recommendation sither in any oMelal utter-
anco of the natlonal Democratie party or In Its
most remote traditions. It was a puroly gra-
tultous contribution to the agitation for re-
form. A second departure was taken when
the Ways and Means Committes of ths House
of Representatives reported a dofleloncy In-
atead of a Hevenue Tarl bill, and Included in
It its arbitrary construetion of I'resident Cleve-

& policy of aceldents? Is It inclined to stand
by the flsg that brought it victory, or to de-.
sert it for one that presages defont! '"Tis use-
lega to attempt to beg the question: the part-
ing of the ways is abrupt. Either the Con-
necticut Denmerney must burn its bridges be-
hind it and take its leadership from Congreas,
or It must be true to lts history and take fta
leadership from the people officially and
formally assemUlod.

The present national leadership Is leading
us Away from the tried and accepted standards
of Democracy. It Is laading us loto an un-
holy combination with the eranks and whizg-
bubs of tho I'opulist party. The Democracy
of Connectient should protest against this al-
llance, at the cost Il necesaary of temporary
Nuleat—yes, oeven of promeditated self-im-
posed defeat. The Income tax I8 but a sug-
gostion of the fatal errors an alllancs with
Topullam will earry the Democracy into. Itls
hut the inch eonceded to the ell that will Le
domanded. The renunciation must be made
now, when the orders of the Iast National Con-
vention sreringing in our ears, 'I'he situation
rises ahove Internal factional quarrols: above
the ambition of deserving men.
