Varions estimates have been made from
time to time of the light which we receive
from eoctaln of the Brightest sfars compares
with that received from the sun. Itls proba-
biy falrly azeurate to say that the sun sends
us about 25,000,000,000 times as much light
as Areturus does: In other words, that it would
take twenty-five thousand millioa stars. as
bright as Arcturus.to make darlight om the
earth

But. as everybody kmows. the intensity of
light decreases with [ncrease of distance. If
we wers twice as [ar away from the sun as we
are weo should get only one-quarter as muaoh
light from [t ws we do: If we were three Limes as
faraway we should get onlyone-ninth as much
light, the Uaht varying inversely as the square
of the distance. Situasted whers we are the
sun gives us snormously more light thaa
Arcturus does: but we have just seem how
saormously further away than the sum Are-
turus is. Let us suppose. then, that the sarth
eould be removed to & point balf way between
the sun aad Areturus. Is that case those two
shining bodies weuld be on equal terms so
far as distance was concerned Which, then,
wou!d give the greater light te the earth?
Arcturus usquestionably. The real distance
