Another very Interesting eubjeet to the
atudent or biology, tn which the organa of thla
elephant will contribute. It that of the com-
parative elxe of the cellc that go to make up
tu.li a colottal animal. Every organ In as
animal It made up of very email unite
of coattruetlon called telle, whloh vary
la ahape, tire, aad elructure. aad the
atudy aad comparltOB ol theee cellt In
heelthy animate and la dlttattd ani-
mals afford one of the eureet aethode
nowaday of determining th tru oaturo of
dieeaae. The growth of the body depeade
largely on the cheraoter and lz of each ot
these tiny lemnt. and a careful (tudr f a
larg series of characteristic celle In manr
animals offera a basis for the better under-
standing of the conditions most favorable to
the nourishment and growth of the human
race.

Then the student of nervous diseases It anx-
ious to know whether the nerve cell of this
greateat ol beaat differ from the nerve oellc
of man, for he wants to ascertain If the condi-
tions lo the elephant which demand the trans
mlaeion of nervoua energr over tbe long dis-
tance from brain to font rsquire a larger cell
then the tame conditions In man require la
him. He mar, from the careful ttudy of many
klnda of nervoua sverems. come to tuch aa
underttandlnic of all the'condltlont governing
the nerve cellt a to be able to treat the Insane
with better prospect of healing the cauae.
Then. too. the man who studies the bonee
wants to compare the bones of th elephant
with the honea of other animals both living
and loaall. to And out. If he can. how
the animal that lived long before man
appenred on the globe differ.! from th
animals of r. ii I able then to repro-
duce for ua many of the condition of climate
and soil of those early ttmea that could not be
deter m ire. in anr other way. Ther are. how-
ever, as trus as any other fact determined
from good evidence.

For instance, nn elephant feeds oa grass and
require an enormous amount for Tils dally
needs. He could not possiblr live In thlt cli-
mate wild and Id a state of ntturt. for In
the first place the Urn good snowttorm aad
hard froat would cut off the growth
of his food supply and In tbe second piece
cover It up to he could not get at It. He could
not travel touthwtrd fait enough to gain the
warmer countries before he would be starved,
and tbe result would of course bedltastrout
to the rtce at a whole But we have been
using fossil Ivorr dug out of the frozen
soil of Siberia for many reara. and r thlt
ivory it the most common of nil that ma-
terial used.
