Two of the committes
Thoman (b Alvord of Byracuse  and
Gldeon J. Tucker of New York, wers mem-
bers ol the Constituttenal Convention In
1807, st which Miss Anthony and Mra Fliza-
beth Cady Btanton and the wewan suflrage
caunse had & spokesman In CGeorge William
Curtis, No male orator has stepped forward
this time to champlon the eause of the women,
and therefors Miss Anthony wes the orator of
the day. The Assembly shamber this after-
moon was thronged with the friends of the
woman. Not an antl was In slght, The enly
woman of note present not ofMeinlly associated
with the Btato oraanination was Mrs. Edward
Iauvterbach. Her h disn ber af the
Buffrage Committes, and he frankly confesses
that his wile has nearly won him over to the
causs of the women.
Muaoy of the committeamen had never aven

ssen Miss Anthony. They had read of her all
thelr lives, but, as some sald, they had ne

notlon of what sort of & woman she was. They
had deplcted her Im their minds with short
