"dead forma and effoto rites." That Idoa,
sha says. Is that "Judaism, lu its ultimate
destiny, in Its esseuco and Its spirit. Is a
unhctsul icllglou. the religion ot humanity
when humanity 0I11II havo grown to Its
full statute, the rnllgloii of tho world when
tho world shtill be capable of grasping and
tuallslng its lofty IJcalb." Those Ideals, na
she dcsciibca thein.aro lnstrlnslcully tho
eaiiieas tlieChiinllau. fiho ove u borrows
thoe eloquent woida of Kt PAtitto oxpress
hoi moaning; "For tlioiu Is no dltTerenco
between tho Jow.ind (ho Greek; tor the
eauio Lonn oer all is rich unto
thooo who cull upou Him," The dis-

tinction so frequently mado, that
Judaism domands that the "law bo
fulfilled as law," and that Christianity
teaohes that "the law be fulllllt! as love,"
sho brushes aside as having oo real exist-
ence, "Only through lovn Is the true
moral Ufo attained." sho explains, "the
moral law fulfilled, explained aud justified,
touched and quickened Into a rasslonate
holiness." Otherwise It is " a soullebs code
ot external obligation and conformity."
How can "tho one excludo the other," she
asks, unless we deny that "the greater In-

cludes the less, tho whole Includes the part,
reconciles and completes It ?" " Love," as
Miss Lazabuh says, "la religion." Love to
God, and, consequently, love to man, Is the
essence ot both Christianity and Judaism.
Only when the Jews make this love "an
actuality as well as an Ideal," will they obey
the law in truth and in holiness.

Miss Lazahvh Is in barmouy with Chris-
tian sentiment also when she says: "Wo
must be born again, not of the flesh, but ot
the bplilt," though She makes the Mosul,
onlc conception only typical of that neces-
sary spiritual regeneration. "1 his." she
continues, "Is the Messiah, the Counsellor
and Inward messenger that brings peace to
the soul, not a man, a god, but Jibe spirit
that abides with all men and makes God
manifest according to our capacity to re-

ceive and apprehend Him." " TheMesalanlo
idea," as thus interpreted by her, " la no
less essential to Judaism than to Christian-
ity." Onoe having conceived this ultimate
redemption, aha proceeds with eloquent
words: "Nothing short of a divinely per-fevt- ed

humanity can content us; man ris-
ing to Goi. Oop stooping to man. the hu-

man and dlvlueto merged that each U rco--

ognixod In and q( the other, a spiritual
presence everywhere."

This is only a single point among many
made In the long and able paper of Miss
Lazarvb. In It she presents n general anda
poello lewof tho subJccUo which we confine
ourselves now, leaving Iho rest for tuturo
consideration. It Is an attempt to show
that Judaism and Clulstlnnlty are essen-
tially tho same, and that the opposition
which sets up barrlors of prejudice betwoon
them Is due only to Inability to rlsotothe
conception of their Inhoront unity. The
argument of Jews that becauso thoy " aro
born tnton rnco and a religion" they must
prescrvo tho distinguishing earmarks ot
both through all tlmo, she answers
by saying! "Yes, but wo must be
born again Into larger and higher
conditions than this raco and this
religion permit, Into moro spiritual tola-tlon- s,

not only with our fellow beings, but
with God, Into a more vitalised and ltlwr-atln-g

faith." Otoouree Judaism, as It thus
appears to tho poetlo mind of MIes La?-Anu- s,

Is stunted and choked by thn meroly
traditional, superstitious, and conventional
Judaism, which Insists that " It shall re-

main fixed nnd stationary, prolonging Its
oxlstonoobyartlllclat and external moans,
rather than by process ot tnnerand orgauto
growth."

What else can bo her meaning, then, than
that tho nominal Judaism should and must
poes away, as belonging to n merely rudi-
mentary Btago ot Intellectual and spiritual
dovolopmont?

Ho would say to himself. "Perhaps I didn't
know any better than those younkcrs when
I was of tholr age. I must not pride my-
self on belug moro experienced or more fit-

tingly dressed than thoy. I must suppross
my strong Inclination to laugh at their
ridiculous airs. I must find In tho color ot
their tics on emblem and a stimulus ot
moral purity. I must remember that ovon
If I haven't got myself up llko a blooming
guy, lam still a miserable sinner and uot
entitled to exult over my neighbors, how-ov- er

vuuly and Chlcagoese tholr notions of
Sunday clothes may be."

Huch. perhaps, wonld bo thn reflections of
Col. Ane Sun-sK- In tho situation that our
correspondent describes. Col. Abe HLuraur
would make ot thoso white ties not ropes
for envious and uncharitable thoughts to
hang to lu agony, but silken latlderaof cdlll-catio- n.

At tho samo tlmo ho rvould not
forgot, the acute old diplomatist, to Infoun
tho young ladloftot the congregation tho
next day thnt It is not tho custom In Kt.
Louis for secular men to wear whlto ties to
church. And Sunday whlto ties would
straightway disappear from Travorso City.

The Case of the Colt and the Yew Troe.
Iu tho Queen's Bench division ot the

High Court ot Justlco In England, a vory
Interesting appoal has Just been decldod
relating to tho rights of adjoining land-
owners In respect to tho presonce of poi-

sonous trees uoar their division fences. The
appellate functions of tho Queen's Bench
division correspond vory closely td thoae ot
tho General Term ot theSupromo Couit In
this State. Two Judges slC togother to
hoar appeals from tho decisions of Individ-
ual Judges ot the samo tribunal and from
tho decisions ot County Court Judges.

Tho raso to which wo refer camo up from
tbo County Court, held at Andover, In tho
county ot Hampshire, where tho plaintiff
had recovered $100 damages for tbo doathot
hU colt, which whs killed by eating tho
leaves of a yew troe, standing upou tho de-

fendant's land. Tho yow tree was wholly
upon tho property of tho defeudant. but so
noartlni fonco thai tho plaintiffs colt could
caMly put his head over aud loach tho
branches. Tho condition of tbo follago
showed Uiatsotneot the leaves had been
recently eaten off. and tho animal was fouud
deatl within 11 vo yards from tho troe.

Tho principal botanical authorities In-

dicate thnt tho leaves of the English yew
nro poisonous to man and animals, but do
not state that thoy are so speedily fatal as
would appear from the proof upou this
trial. Thus In tho well-know- n Tieasury of
Botany, edited by Li.sdlet, It Is said:
"Tho leaves nro poisonous, though to what
extent Is a disputed question: but of this
there can be no doubt, that their effects on
tho human frntno are deadly, and that to
give tham to cattlo ts a perilous experiment.
Itappears from all accounts that tho poison
Is mote lruleut In the young shoots than
In any other part of tho troo, but lhat it
oxlstsln a gi cater or less quantity, both In
tho leaves and In tho gmon bark. Tho
leaves aro more dangcious In a half-dr- y

stuto than when frc6h."
The testimony in the Andover County

Court, honcvor, showed thnt It would bo
something mure titan a perilous experiment
to give the loaveu ot the .yew to horses. A
veterinary surgeon testified that a horse
which had eaten of tho puUonous foliage
would drop down dead "dlioctly after tho
eating or within a short dUtanco." Ho had
known a home to walk n milo after eating
yow-tre- o loaves and then drop down dead,
butspoedy death was the rule; and so clear-
ly was this eBtabllshud that the Jury found
that the plaintiff's colt must havo boen
killed by browsing on the defendant's yew,
near which he was fouud dead, rather than
by browslug on other yew trees to which
also he had accoos, which bore evlduuces of
haviug been oaten from, but were respec-
tively SO yards and 120 yards distant.

Tho principal point upon which the de-

fendant relied In suppoitof his appo.il won
the fact that the death-dentin- g yew treo
was wholly upon his own land, trunk,
branches, and follagd. As Mr. Justice Col.-MN- H

observed, yew trees, though danger-ou- s,

were lawful and usual things to grow
In England. There was a time when the
yew was dangerous. In anothor sense, when
It was shaped luto bows iu the hands of
English archers, oa recalled lu the verses of
Mr. Conan Doyle:

What of ibo bow I

The bow waa mado la lagland,
of true wood, of yew wood.

Tho wood or Kngllah bows v.
So men who aro free
Lovotboold yew tree.

And tho land where the yev treo frown.

If the defendant's? yew had projected over
the fenco so as to overhang the laud ot the
plaintiff, the liability of the defendant
would have been clear under tho authority
ot decldod cases; but the question was
whether the law imposed any duty ou u
man either not to grow a poisonous tree so
near the bounuary of his land as to be
accessible to his neighbor's stock, or It he
did grow a poisonous ttee In such a situa-
tion, to take precautions to prevent that
nelghbor'sstock from being Injured thereby.

It did not appear tint tho defendant had
neglected any obligation In respect to the
maintenance of his fcnccc, It the defendant
had been bound to keep up the fenco and
had failed to do so. nnd the plaintiffs colt
had consequently oonie upon the land and
eaten of the yew tree, the death of the ani-
mal might have been deemed a natural con-

sequence ot the defendant's negligence in
respect to the fencing. But such waa not
the caso. The colt was trespassing upon
the land of the defendant at the time of
eating the poisonous foliage, without any
fault on the defendant's part, unless he was
in fault for maintaining the yew tree whore
It ww, wholly upon hl own proporty. The
appellate euurt held that ho was not a
wrongdoer in this respeot. There were
eu ia which a nan had boen bold liable
for tempting animals on to his land, there

to be oaaght by trap, but a yew tree coutd
not be regarded as In way true seuso a trap
for the horses of a neighboring proprietor.

Boihe Judgment ot the lower court was
reversed and the owner ot tho yow treo was
rellovod ot the verdict against him. Tho
yew la not hardy in tho northern United
BUtes. and no caso exactly llko this will bo
apt to arise hero, but controversies may
well occur calling for the application ot the
samo rules of law.

The Interest on It Is llttlo enough at best,
but hitherto It has had nothing to fear fiom
hostllo legislation. It has boon tho policy
ot Legislatures to enctnuago thrift, ami lu
soma States thoso llttlo saving1) hnvo bcon
exempted from taxation.

These email depositors aro tho capitalists
whom tho Populist of tho Whlto House,
pandering lo tho anarchical hatred ot accu-
mulation, proposes to tax. These aro tho
capitalists, moro than 4,000,000 In number,
whoso llttlo profits nro to bo cut down.

Tho savings bank depositors of tho Now
Englaud and Middle Statos should make
themselves heard. They should not permit
themselves to bo plundered with Impunity
simply because thoy mo busy or poor. They
may not havo tho facilities ot porsuabho
speech possessed by tho Kugar Trust, but
as man and women entitled to bo tnxod In
common with others, and uot for tho benefit
of others, thoy can say to tho Popullsta who
