The exemptionists argue that chureh prop-
erty ls non.productive, and for that reason
whould be exempt. The non-exemrtionists,
replying, sary that a great deal of ueulnr prop-
erty is nen-produstive, and add: "Dul saa
matter of fact are churches wholly unpro-
duetive? In many of thom pews are rented
ol prices whish put them out of the reach of
all but the more wealthy people of the soslety,
making thess ehurchios practically elub rooms
for the rioh. Why sheuld ther not pay tazes
on thess luxurious appolntmaents of worship?
Yeopls who own club reoms in which they
worship probably just as sincersly on wWeek
ars as they and others do In the fashionable
churches on Bundsy must pay taxes on thelr
plaaes of resort, and there s no really
pound ressom why owners of the ehurches
should bave more favors than ther.
In abother war the churches ars pro-
duetiva. They are collestion offices and
workshops. In them are gathered most
olthe moneys which pay the salaries of 112.-
©00 or more elergrmen, and In them thess
welorgymen do much of the work which entitles
them tothe pay. In the buildings owned br
thess corporations mi'llons of dollars are an-
nually ralsed Ly means of pew rentals, falrs,
rallen meals, collestions, and sutacriptions,
Mow ean they Le exempt on the ground of
won-produetivity 7

The exemptionists say that churches exert
wgreat moral (nfluence and tlerefors ther
should pot betaxed. The non-exemptionlsts
attack this argument with more than ordi-
wrvlnr. and say: " Perhaps no other °ar
gument' sgainst justice Ia tazation has so
much Influense oo the average man as this,
and yet no defence of ehureh pauperism conld
be weaker. What ean be #ald for the moral
tnfluence of an organization which deliberate-
Ly refuses to pay Ita just dues? Fundamental
toall uounlr |s justies. The man who will
not deal justly with M fellows is not moral in
any practie way. He may cry aloud for
morality and deceney and purity until haJ.
