Both
the Instrumental and vocal mutlo of the
church haa alwara been voluntary, and It
would be Impossible for the congregation to
meet the extra expense of paring the choir
bora, aa the church It still under a heavr debt.
The bore hare been compensated for tinging
at funerals, bare received pretenta from tbe
rector and free tlcketa for all the parish enter-talnmtnt-a.

Ther beard latt Thurtdar that the bora of
the vested cholrof Br. 1'aul'a Church, now or-
ganising, wtra to be paid, and on Thurtdar
night onlr four ot the bora appeared for prac-
tice In voice training. Ther were all at Bat-urd- ar

nlght't reheartal and took part. After-
ward ther appointed a committee and tent the
membert tothe rtotor to Inform him that ther
detlred to be paid In future, just at the bora
in Bt. Paul's Church. The rector told them
that such a thing could not be. at the church
could not ttand ao muoh exponte.

Otlr lire bora appeared in the cbolr retttr-
dar. Ther wrre onlled " blackblnia" br the
strikers aa ther passed Into the ohuron. ac-
companied br their parents, under whose pro-
tecting ear ther sought shelter. Oneot the
bore told the rsctor that he had been chased
awar Irom the church brthe "union" bort,
and another eald he had been called a tcsb."
A third tald the strikers pelted him with
atones and declared that he would be "a dead
man" It he went Into the ohuroh.

The strikers had ploketa posted about the
three entrances to the church last night, and
ther gathered In force about the doors to as-
sist the pickets to giro the five "scabs" a
"serenade" and escort them home, just at
ther had tetn the striking wearers do. The
non-unio- n choir bors had to appeal to the
men Of the choir to protect them, just aatbe
wearers had to appeal to the police for pro-
tection when ther went from the mills and
were sot upon br the ttrlkert. The striking
choir bort were flnallr driven awar from the
ohurch br the choir men. The ttrlkert puo-llc- lr

announce that "there la a atrlke on" at
tbe church, and ro all choir, bora to
"please keep awar." Choirmaster Thomas
Benson tart the strikers are all discharged.

Philadelphia to threw off the roke of thlt
galllnc 1111 telephone monopoly. Chicago.
Iluflalo. Albany, Franclaco. and New York
oltr Ittelf have teen this monitor ttruggle to
prevent competition, and all that the parent
companr In Botton. with Its toU.00U.00u. and
Itt hundred offspring auxlllarr companlet
with another SIOU.OOU.OOU capital can do to
ttrangle competition will be dono.
