June 13. Ilefore the Tariff bill
was taken up In the Senate y llr. Hoar
(Hep. Mass.) offered a resolution, which was
agrssd lo, requesting tha President ot the
United States to communtcata forthwith. If
not Incompatible wl'h the public Interest, all
representations, written or oral, made to the
Government of tha United Slates or the D.
partment of BUte by the representative of any
foreign Government In reference to the poest
ble action of such Government by way of retail
atton for tha proposed Imposition by the United
btaUis of aduty on sugar, and especially as to
the probable exclusion ot the agricultural
products ot tha United States by such Govern
mont from It tsrrltory, and especially whether
any and what representations have been eo
received In reference to the probable action ot
Germany and Guatemala.

This resolution Is understood to have been
bated upon representations recently mads to
the Btate Department by Duron A, von Baurma
Jaltsch, th Oerman Ambassador, and by
Bailor Don Antonio Lazo Arrlaga, the Guate-
malan Mlnlstor. Seflor Arrlaga represented
to Secretary Greshain that undar tha arrange-
ment entered Into between hla country and
tha Unltad Statea many cltlzena of Guatemala
embarked In the production of augar, Invest-
ing large sums In plantations and machinery.
Now, before they have been enabled to roap
any appreciable benellta from their Invest-
ments tha Unttsd States Is proposing to rslm
pose a duty on the sugar producsd by them,
theeffeotof whloli. the Minister urged, would
he to ruin the men who have engaged In the
augar Industry In his countrr upon the faith
of the arrangement made by the United Htates,

Hut the most sarloua protest agalnet the
pending legislation has been made by Spain.
Information of this. It Is reported, line been
communicated to the btate Department by
Minister Taylor. It Is based, however, upon n
misapprehension ot the status ot the sugsr
sohsdule by tho Spanish ofllctala. In that
country, whenever the Senate glvea ite
consent to a bill, which can only
originate In the other branch ot the
Cortee. It becomes n law without further
action, so. when It wa learned In Spain that
the Senate had agreed to the eugar schedule,
the ofllelala assumed that It had become law.
Immediately the Minister for the Colonies in
troducedablllin the Cortes to submit to
uniform ad valorem duty of 'J4 per cent, all
gooda Imported Into I uha nnd Puerto lllco
from tha United States which are now admit-
ted tree under the rcclprocel arrangement.
Should thle bill become a law. the following
articles, with othsrs now paying no duty,
would be aubjact to a duty ot 'J per cent, upon
entry into either Cuba or Porto Itlcos

Marble, atone, cement, mineral water. 1c.
coal. tar. turpentine, petroleum, tile. Iron and
etael ot all ktnde. cotton, oottonseed oil. tal-
low, books, wood and manufacture thereof,
agricultural implements, railroad material,
meata (xcpt jerked beefl. Urd, butter,
cheese, rich, grain and alimentary products ot
corn (except meal), fruit, vegetable, and hay.
