The treaty with
the Congo State, whereby England secured
communication between hor South African
and East African possessions, added to pre-

Newfoundland, and Egypt,
caused tho French cup of bitterness to run
over. Any further provocation, or even nn
act which. Innocent In Itself, might bo mis-

construed as provocative might now ha o

serious consequences. That Is why a dis-

puted succession In Morocco, which other-

wise would bo viewed with Indifference by
tho civilized world, Is watched with wide-

spread and keen anxiety.

When aha
Is readr for service her new armament will
conalstot a rapid-fir- e rifle oa tha fore-
castle, two rapid-fir- e guna on the poop,
and eight In the broadside. In addition to
thla aha will carry eight two

and a machine gun.
After the cruiser Is put Into commission It

wilt be a month or moro before aha will be
thoroughly readr for eea. To which squadron
she Is to beasslgned haa not been made public
Bhe will probably go to tha Aslatio atatlon to
replaoe tho old Lancaster, which returned a
short time ago

The Cincinnati la a protected cruiser, whose
keel was laid In lrSH.1 rlhe was built at tbe
Ilrooklyn .Navr Vard. Her length la 3UU fast,
with a width of 4'.' feet and mean draught of
18 feet. The displacement of the cruiser is
3.18.1 tons, and, with an Indicated horse power
of 1 0 000. her speed le 111 knots. Her full
bunker capacity Is 55l tons or coal. Bhe eoe
twin screwa and vertical triple expan-lo- n an-
ginas. The cost ot tba vessel waa about
$1,100,000. Her complement requires 2U7
seamen.
