If l ha New York Slate Demncraoy baa no
settled policy relative to municipal matters,
and doea not know whether It will nominate a
atralght ticket or endorae a ranlo ticket. It haa
made thla one plank for lta platform:

ravages. !,ocuta had tevtral time been
known to do damage to vegetation In Mani-
toba and Minnesota aa early aa 1810, when
they aro tald to have bttn very numarout.

Indiana apeak of having soen thtm firing tn
great awarma In the air. but at there were no
cultivated flelda for them to destroy, thoy
were thought nothing ef, There la no account
of their doing mueh damage before 1874.
Whether awarras of theee Intectt vlilttd those
districts at often pilnr to their tetttement
at ther have tinea. It la not eaty to ateertaln.

Juttherea queatlon arlsee. Doea the
ota country and the tlantlngo' new

tpeeles of vacetntlon ever have the effect ot
drawing tn It Insect enemlaa from afar? Birds
and other Intect-Jerourln- g animate always
make their appearanee at tettlemontt ad-
vance.

The breeding placet nt the locnttt In the
West have been arid plains elevated above the
surrounding country, where tha wind la brisk !

they are treeltaa and without rank vegetation,
when the Inaects migrate from the Wast to tha
Kast.aa they have been doing lately.t hey Mnd no
aitch plaint, but they seem to have a faculty
ot adapting themselves to their surroundings
Dampness trolls lha eggi ao they will not
hatch, The general opinion la that aa soon aa
these landa aro aettled and cultivated and
trera planted, whloh wilt not ba many yeara
hence, the locust will ha greatly diminished,
II not driven entirety irom onr Western Mates.

Egg laid In .lima often hatch In .lulr. hut
th time required varlea greatlr in dlfferen'
latitudes, at various altitudes, nnd at different
times of tha yenr. The vnung. after hatching,
require from forty to alxty days In which to
mature, varrlng. of enurse, according to the
state ot the weather, the abundance of food,
anil also their vigor.

Boon after hatching the little fellows begin
travelling In search of food, aa they are gen-
erally hatehe I on grounds partially hare. In
a very short tlma they moult orehed their skin,
which operation la performed four mora timet
In most o.iaet before arriving at maturity.

The larva nulls feeding and becomes de-
jected and drowy. creeps to some sheltered
nook and there lingers for a time, when tha
akin of lta head and thorax craeka and It
wrlgclea Itself out a aoft and tender looking
hnptror. Hoon. however, the tender limbs and
bjily become dry anil rigid, and the locutt itagain In trim for lta rude.

Its nnpetlta la now very keen from Ha late
fasting, and It devours everything In lta way
ti at la eatable.

Tho principal change from the larval to tha
a 'ult locust la the acquisition of wings. The
wlnga arn developed aa folds of the Integu-
ment and strengthened br hollow rodt called
'veins."
There are In the veins of most Insecta atx

main veins. Theso usually contain an nlr
tube and a nerve The arterial Mood Hows
through them, so that the wlnga of lntecta aot
aa luaga aa Weil aa organs of llUht

Aa soon aa tha wlnga ot the looual are fully
developed It leaps Into the alr.mnfolds its
hltherto-untri- d members nnd takes a abort
Hlght Facli una does this for himself.

Then soon, whan there Is a brisk breeze
blowing, great numbers with e accord
erring Into tha nlr and begin rising In a cir-
cling manner until they have attained a su.n-cle- ut

altitude, when thoy permit the wind to
carry them along.

They do not 11 v but float on the breeze, with
their face to tha wind. When hungry they
come down and feed and thtn are off again.
Thla eontlnuea until near tha time for deposit-
ing their eggs.

All lnsect breathe by a complicated ayatem
ot nlr tubes ramifying throughout the body,
the air entering through a rw of spiracles, or
breathing holes. In the aidea of the body.

It ia evident that the enormous po era ot
flight poatesaed by the locust especially Its
faculty of sailing for many hours In Ihe air. la
duo to the presence ot a great number of air
sacs.

It will be aeen that, once having taken flight,
the locust can buor Itself up In tha nlr. con.
stantly tiding ntul relllllng Its Internal bal-
loons without any muscular exaition. and
thus be borne along by favorable wlnda to ita
datttnatlon.

i lie number ot the enemies ot thla dreaded
pest la "legion." I rof. Mam Anghr aaya that
during a period of tnelve years, he dissected
lent bird- - ot IK) different species all shnwlug
their great fondness lor tha locutt as food.

Not only wild birds, but all kinds of poultry
eat them with avidity, liven squirrels, mice,
chipmunks, wearies, skunks, nnd larger anl-ma-

devour them In great numbers. All rep-

Insects.
llowevergreat la tha dettrudlon of locusts

hy these animals which wo cannot aee. It t
carried on In n much largor scale hy Inteat
parxeltet'wlilch we do not notice. The-asr- e
very numerous In speclea anil Individual.

Homo of them confine their attacks exclu-
sively to tht eggs; others to the young; and
still others only dettrny the mature locutt.
Tha mott beneficial of theae egg paratltet are
tliote known aa loi uat mites.

These have been known to destroy as high
aa 7'J per cent, of tha eggs laid In portions ot
Minnesota. They also attack the n

locust and literally cover their bodies as ther
take their flight to tha breeding ground.

During the flight they become gorged with
the juices of the locust, and when the awarm
allgli a thoy fall to tho ground nnd seek some
aheltered p nee. where t ey romaln untd tha
female loiust has deposited her eggs and
died: then they coma forth nnd destroy all
the tgga thoy can Und.

The locust alto has internal paraaltes. which
do much toward diminishing thla dreaded pest.

In view of all the enemies Includlig man.
this poor insect has. it la truly aurprieiug that
a tingle one attaint maturity.
