There was plenty of chance to tear the Har-
vard oarsmen to places, as far aa Individual
work went, and the same might be said of some
of the Yale man.

It Is a noticeable fact that young men come
down from Ht Paul's Rshool. are put Into a
Yale boat and thslr Instruction continued on
the same Hoes as taught by Hr. Dale. At
Harvard, however, men from the eame school
are changed around so much that ther lose all
thr ever did know about rowing.

Inferior men are taken from fit Paul's School
and are made equal to aucb oars aa Fennee-so- y

Yale.
