At the low-st estimate this will mean &
strike among the labor unlons alons of over
160,000 men. Adided 19 tiys will be the many
thousands whe will be thrown sut of empler-
ment by the forced shut-dowa of all 1ndus-
trins affected by labor agltation.

1t will mean for Chieago alone the enforesd
{dlenens of at least 200,000 men, not eounting
the raliroad men who are now out of work.
1t will mean eripnling and great fnancial loss
to hundreds ol factorien and rorporati ms.
The Immensity of the lockout or strike eannot
be estimated correetly at prévent,
