Lord Itoenuurr, la one of the speeches
made slnco he became Promlcr, declared
that while personally he was Inclined to
favor Improving the composition of the
House ot Lords rnthor than diminishing its
powors, yot both he and his colleagues
would accept Instructions on tho subject
from tho Liberal party, provided, ot courso,
tbo maudato wero definite nnd peremptory.
Tho first step toward furnishing thu Min-

istry with authentic ovldonooof tho opin-
ions of their supporters was taken last week
In Leeds at a conference of tho National
Liberal federation. It 1 'noteworthy that
at this meeting, which was very largoly at-

tended, not a voice was raised against tho
demand that tho legislative function of tho
Peers should be roducod to a nullity, and
tho only opposition came from thoso who
deoruod tho proposed resolutions too mod-
erate, and would prefer tho summary aboli-
tion of the upper chamber.

The resolutions adopted at tho Leeds
conference present the case of tho peoplo
versus horedltary legislators In tho follow-
ing form : The power at prcsont exo reined
by the Houso of Lords to mutllato and re-

ject measures passed by the representa-
tives ot thopoople In the Houso ot Com-

mons Is pronounced Inconsistent with the
right ot free popular
That tho Inconsistency complained ot exists
Is undeniable; but what Is the suggested
re mod y ? That tho Qovernment should In-

troduce and press a measure providing
that, whenever a bill passed by tho Com-

mons shall bo alterod or rojectod by the
Lords, the same bill may be reaffirmed by
the Commons, with or without such altera-
tion, and shall be then subjeot only to tho
royal assent, having received which It shall
becomo a law.

Sut how lssuoh a measure to be carried,
seeing that tho Lords will unquestionably
decline to commit suicide by acquiescing In
It ? The authors of tho project must have
In reserve on answer to this question, al-

though for the moment they retrain from
stating it. As a last resort, they must con-

template a revolution In which, apparently,
they count on the complicity ot tho
crown and ot tho judiciary. They take for
granted that tbo sovereign, aotlug on the
advice ot a Liberal Fnmo Mlnlstor, wilt
proclaim the measure which virtually ex-

tinguishes the veto power ot tho Lords to
bo an act ot Parliament, notwithstanding
that the assent ot the upper Houso Is lack-
ing. They also assume that all subsequent
measures declared to be laws la spite ot the
dissent of the upper chamber will bo en-

forced by the Judges.
We need not point out that both of these

assumptions are extremely vonturesorao.
It is very doubtful whether the sovereign,
no matter what advice a Prime Mlnlstor
might give, would, except under the pres-sur- o

of a great popular upheaval and
the throat of Immedate deposition, pro-
claim a measure to be a law ot England, It
It wanted one ot the three elements of as-

sent which have been held lndlsponsable
throughout English Parliamentary history,
except tor ono brief porlod under the Com-

monwealth. Even if the crown should prove
subservient, and connive at tho practical
elimination of the Lords from the national
logUlature, aa the French noblesse were
abandoned bv Louis XVI. In 1799, It is proba-
ble that many of the present Judges would
have to be coerced into acknowledging that
a bill sanctioned by only two of the three
constituents of tho lawmaking power could
have the force ot law.

Wo ace, then, that unloss the delegates to
the Leeds conference were simply beating
tho air and talking for the empty purpose
ot soelng their words In print, what thoy
must really Intend In the lost resort Is a
revolution. Will the British people lend
themselves to a revolution for merely de-

structive purpoeea ? Aro they likely to ac-

cept the Leeds programmo so long as It re-

mains purely negative, and suggests no
substitute for the existing second ohamber,
no alternative check upon the otherwise
unbounded power ot the House of Com-

mons ? There is in England no referendum,
or arrangement for submitting proposed
laws to the direct vote ot the people, as
there Is in the Bwiss Confederation. There
Is no written Constitution and Independent
judiciary, charged with maintaining Its
supremacy over the mere law-maki- func-
tion, as thero Is In the United States. The
absence ot such checks and limitations Is
the moro slit nlflcant and dangerous on ao- -
count of the nxtremo centralization ot the
Unltod Kingdom.

It Is hard, Indeed, for an American citizen
oven to conceive the stupendous powers
which would bo oon!entratd In tho House
of Commons were It to be left untrammellol
and omnipotent through tho virtual anni-
hilation of the restraint now exerclsi-- d by
tho House of Lords. Let ue Imagine that
In this country wo possonsed no Federal or
Btato Constitutions, no Stato
Judlolaries, or Legislatures, and that all thu
lawmaking powers, now vested In the State
Legislatures aud the pooplea ot tho States
acting through Constitutional Conventions,
were all monopolized by the Congreas nt
Washington. Let us Imagine, further, that
our national Executive, lu whoee hands
would lie the appointment of the judiciary
throughout tho nation, was himself de-

pendant from one day to thu not on the
shifting majority of the House of Repre-
sentatives, and that tbo solo existing
check on hasty, vlndlctlvo, or ruinous actiou
on the part of that assembly was the pos
slblo refusal of the Senate to concur. Under
such conditions, what should we think of a
domand for the abolltlou of the Bouate's
veto power, If this demand were unaccom-
panied by tho proposal ot a practicable
subatltute, such as a referendum ?

No reasonable person defends the British
House ot Lords, as It Is at present com-
posed; and few modern Liberal would at-

tempt to justify the application ot the
hereditary principle to legislation, even it
they are Inclined to tolerate It la the case
ot the ostensible and merely decorative ex-

ecutive. We find It hard, however, to be-

lieve that a people ao sober-minde- d as Is
that of Great Britain will commit Itself to
revolution until soma one has brought for-

ward a practlcalle and acreptabU anbatl

tute for the House of Lords, considered ruj

the only check ou the otherwise limitless
authority ot the Houso ot Commons.

An Island In Extremis.
An achievement which the world hailed

s ono of tho crowning triumphs of this cen-

tury brought poverty and distress to a
famous and once profipcrcus llltlo Island.
Tho five thousand people ot Bt. Helena never
dreamod, In tbo days when most ot tho
shipping that rounded tho Capo of Good
Hopo Invariably railed at their thriving
port, that tho wharves of Jaracitown would
become grass-grow- n and Its shops would
(.lose tor lack ot trade Tho year round an
average of four vessots a day had dropped
Into port to roplcnUh tbolr supplies of fresh
provisions and water, Bt. Iloleuu wan tho
groat refreshment station on tho ocean
highway ot tho Bouth Atlantic. Europe had
utilized It as tho prison ot her greatest
enemy, Tho world looked upon It as a
blessing to tho seafarer nnd a convenience
to trade; nnd tho natives thought tho sun
of prosperity would novcr sotupon tholr lit-tl- o

volcanic rock.
But It did set on tho day that tho Em-

press Et'0MiK openod the Suez Canal.
Jamestown has nover boon hcrsolf since
that day. Whero wero tho buyers of ship's
stores and garden stuff who were wont to
make tho long, narrow ravine In whloh tho
town Is built, a sccno of busy tniffla?
Whero were tho Indtamen, and tho ships ot
America, Spain, and tho Netherlands ?

Few ot them have scon Bt. Helena slnco the
new rou to to tho Orlont was openod. The
number of vessels oalllng at tho Island has
steadily dwindled, and Jamestown soos
only ono foreign ship y for every six
that used to Hall Into her harbor.

At last a cry of distress has arisen, and
tho British publlo nro answering tho appeal
for aid. Tho tslaud Is only a speck In tho
oco.in, far romoved from roost of the tutor-cat- s

ot tho world. Its pcoplo know not
what to do when tho means of subslstenco
on which they bad confidently rolled pruvod
elusive nnd finally dosertod them onltroly.
Boon tho population began to deoreaso.
Many of the able-bodie- d mon wont to tho
Cape of Good Hopo to seek employment. In
splto of every effort, howevor, the condition
of tho Inlanders has gone from bad to worso.
In August, two years ago, tho distress be-

came so great that the pangs of hungor
had begun to bo felt when a British man-of-w-

opportunely arrlvod and rollovod tho
most pressing necessity.

Tho problom now is not merely to extond
temporary rollof, but to provide the natives
with the means and training required to
mako them The Islandorn
havo tried to develop their tlshorios, but
have failed, owing to tholr Inexperience.
But fish abound In their waters, and It Is
believed that tbo Ash-curi- Industry may
bo mado an adequate moans of livelihood.

The "St. Helena Belief Fund" has boon
oponod in London for tho purpose ot rais-
ing about $16,000. with which to buy a num-b- or

of suitable boats, with nets and gear,
to engago for a time tho services ot expe-
rienced fish curers, and to establish a
school for tho training ot the Islanders in
tills Industry. The Government has do-

nated tho uso ot certain publlo buildings
In St. Helena for this purpose

This Is not tho first time that a handful of
people. In some Isolated cornerof tho world,
have neoded succor, and, wo believe, thoy
havo n' or Appealed In vain. Tho few hun-
dred ivdldents on tho Island of Tristan da
Cunha found themselvesln soroatrolta after
the decline ot tbo Antarctio whaling and
soallng Industry, and, two years ago, the
natives of Watllng's Island, whero Colum-

bus first sot foot on American soil, asked
for old to buy a small vessel to carry tholr
produce to market. These little communi-
ties have not tho advantage of tho great
variety of resources usually open to In-

dustrious men, and It Is fitting. If need
bo, that tho great world outsldo their nar-
row sphero should help them to ways ot
better helping thomselves.

Drlbr-glvlng.a- Bribe-takin- g.

It Is discreditable to reputablo merchant
that they havo been paying bribes to tho
police to enable them to violate municipal
ordinances, and tipping the police to induce
tho patrolmen to perform their appointed
duty in the protection of property.

Undoubtedly, the ordinances against the
obstruction ot sidewalks Interfere with tho
convenience and even tho necessities of
many merchants In this crowded city, whero
the heavy business Is chlofly concentrated
In a comparatively small and narrow dis-

trict In tho lower part of tho town, and tho
warehouses are not constructed, and In
most cases could not bo constructed, so as
to avoid tho uso ot the sidewalks for trans-
ferring and keeping goods during the hours
ot busiest traffic This necosslty Is so well
understood by the New York publlo that
they bear without complaint tho ob-

structions caused by it. Thoy look on it as
practically Inevitable, and good-natured- ly

climb over tho obstacles to their progress,
or walk outsldo of them. If, then, tho ordi-
nances cannot bo enforced without serious
Injury to business, the tradors could unito
to secure their amendment or mitigation,
aud they would have publlo opinion on their
side. Thoy aro not obliged to submit to ex-

tortion to secure any reasonable privileges
essential to tho conduct of their butlnoss.
They could gain them more surely by com-

bining to resist the coirupt exactions and
refusing to becomo guilty of bribery.

They have paid the bribes to tho police In
urder to save greater oxpenso which they
should properly boar, and not merely to es-

cape from tho enforcement of ordinances
agalnEt them which prevent the transaction
of their business In tho only way In which
it can be done, Thoy have been both cow-

ardly and criminal. They have submitted
to extortion and they have bought exemp-
tions simply for the purpose ot getting ad-

ditional profit.
Of course, tills Is no excuse for the

police In extorting and taking bribes.
They aro paid by the publlo more than the
police of almost any other elty to prevent
violations of the law and to protect prop-
erty; yot It appears that some ot them aro
carried regularly on tho pay rolls ot private
Individuals or corporations, In order that
they may render them special serviced In-

consistent with the services they owe to the
public generally, Thoy aro taught to use
tholr places to mako raonqy by extortion,
and they grow shameless In their corrup-
tion encouraged by reputable merchants.
With the reputable sustaining them in their
vile practice, they are the readier to prey
on the disreputable who lie In wait to attack
property by swindling devices, for which
they should be apprehended by the police
and brought to punishment tor the protec-

tion of society,
A prominent man declared publicly, not

long ago, that of hi personal knowledge
great and riob corporations paid largo sums
aa blackmail to prevent legislative and
municipal interference hostile to their lu-

te reals and their rights. Hegave no names;
but they ought to be named, for they uso
their money to corrupt society, and tbey
jtave no excusa for dolnjr U, If -

mlt to extortion they acknowledge that
they want protection to which they are not
rightfully entitled. It every Individual and
every corporation thus corruptly ap-

proached should forthwith mnko publlo tho
attempt nt extortion, Instead ot yielding to
It, tho blackmailing would slop. Obviously,
dishonesty will pay hush money to obtain
Immunity j but why should honesty submit
tothebleedtng?

Unfortunately, tho Lracow commlttoo Is
to adjourn for tho summer; but Its Investi-
gation ought not to bo brought to an end
before all sorts ot thoso reputablo bribers
of the pollco nnd ot tho administrators ot
tho law, theso consenting victims of black-
mail, havo contested to tholr corrupting
practiced. 1 ho whole system muet le de-

stroyed, root nnd branch, aud to that end
all IU ramlllcntlniiB must be exposed, tho
tnoie especially whoro thoy oxlend Into tho
Hold ot business otherwise honest and de-

cent. Ilrlbe-glvin- g must bo mndo oven
more disreputable than bribe-takin- Tho
source of tho corruption la tho money paid,
aud so long as It Is paid tho blackmail
will go on.
