Trains Moved Many Arrcsta Made.
Blue Imjiwu 111.. July 4. The ereat block-

ade on the Ilock Island Kail road was entirely
raised atlslGo'elock this efUrsoon.snd trains
that had been tied up for five dars becan to
move. The first ot the trains that wera stalled
at Jollet cams up the track guarded by sol
dlers, ten cars, half of them Pullmans, mado
up tha train. This was followed by six other
trains ot equal isngtb, all guarded by rgu-lar- s.

Four eompanlea ot tba Flftesnth Infantry,
V. S. A.. Major Bailey oommandlng. arrlted
here from Fort Bherldan this morning at
6:30 o'clock. They wera 200 soldiers, with
slouch hats, rifles, ramrod bayonets, and
clsnty ot ammunition, besldss rations for
fifteon days. Thay came In Ave coaches and a
baggage car on tha main Una of tha Rock
Island, thus avoiding tha box car which was
tipped over on tha suburban track during tha
night by tha strikers. In one hour the train
load ot regulars, with tnetr camping equip-
ment, came through Chisago.

Tba Incident that enlivened tha wakeful
passengers most was tha sight ot five freight
ears burning on tha Illinois Central Railroad
track at West Pullman, three miles from bsre.
Tba strikers say that tha hrtok makers, who
bava gone out la sympathy, set tha cars on
fire.

On account of tha early hour ot arrival there
wera few strikers or others to witness tha
military display, and those who did gather
along tha highway and on tba adga of tba
rooks aould see little at first, because tbe sol-

diers disembarked at tha roundhouse, half a
mile from the depot, wbaro tente were pitched,
breakfast served, and a camp established

to regular army rules.
One of tha first acts after the arrival ot tha

troops was tha arrest of a switchman by
Deputy United States Marshal Allan for r-- 4

fusing to throw a switch at tha roundhouse,
tha charge being ai violation ot tba Federal
injunction. After breakfast squad ot soldiers
was sent down the track, where tha two box
cars were overturned, to assist tha dsputy
marshals and protect the property, tracks, and
roundhouse. The soldiers are In good .humor,
and jokingly talk about having to kill a faw
atrikers to keep up their reputation.

The three prisoners In oustody of United
Slates marshals wera taken to the elty on tba

Tha prisoners wera taken to tha
trainmaster's office and handcuffed until they
could betaken to Chicago on a train.

The work of clearing tha tracks was pushed
rapidly by a (Quad of soldiers, with bayoneted
rlflea. forming an escort for the men at work.
There was an occasional mild resistance to
tha commands ot the eoldlers to move on tha
railroad property, but a push and lowering ol
the rltla brought the civilians to order.

In less tbantwo hours the overturned box
oars and trucks and tha long line of passenger
roaches wera removed from the main line.
Oeneral Superintendent Dunlap le directing
tba work, and a detachment of soldiers was
sent to Morgan 1'ark with an engine, box oar.

The First Hhot by the Regnlara 1TIII Bring
About a Civil War, lie Haia,

CniCAOo. July 4. "The first shot fired by tho
regular soldiers at tha mobs here will be tha
signal for a civil war. I believe this as firmly
as I believe in tha ultimate success of our
cause. Bloodshed will follow, and 00 per
cent ot tha people of the Unite 1 Btatoa will be
arrayed against tho other 10 per cent And I
would not care to ba arrayed against the labor-
ing people in tba contest or And myself out ot
the ranka of labor when tbe struggle ended.
I do not say thla as an alarmist but calmly
and thoughtfully."

Such were tbe remarks made by President
Eugene V. Debs ot tbe American Railway
Union to a United Press reporter this after-
noon. Mr. Debs bad just rscetved newe ot tho
troubla at tha stock yards and the arrests at
Blue Island. He ssverely condemned the
course DUrsusd by tha railway mansgsrs in
mlslsadlng tbe Government ofllclals and caus-
ing tbsm to ordsr out the regqlara to protect
trains and overawe the strikers and their

"I deprecate tbe action ot the authorities In
yielding to the wishes ot tha msnagors." said
Dsbs. n addsd:

"Our msn bava in nowayaeted riotously,
ad the elty and eountroflloera will bear me

out In the statsmant that they have at all
times bsen able to control the few hot heads
who. either as outsiders or In disobedience ot
strict orders, have acted an unlawful part
They know as well aa I do that there waa no
necessity forOovernmenttroops. and. as un-

derstand It neither Chief Brennan nor Sheriff
Gilbert ha hesitatsd to condemn the action,
and assert that thsywsre amply able to pro.
serve the peace and protect property at any
and all times. It Is simply "eh-ni- a on the

If this city wsre a dependent as much ot
th surrounding country Is upon the Chicago
dressed meat companies we should witness a
curious state of ssml-famln- e and scare, as one
of the results ot th tying up of Westsrn
railroads. Evsn Jerssy City suffe-- . The
butchers over there, many of them, bavo not
only put prlcos away up for every kind of
meat, but somehave put In fish stands and ara
dealing now for the first time In fresh flsh.
Reports from the New England States and
from the Hudson River towns show thst there
is a good reason in tbo fear thst has overtaken
a great part of the territory east ot Buffslo.

McLaren made his escape. The police were
not notified of the shooting until an hour atter
it occurred.

The woman Mol.sten murdered said she was
his wife. Her maiden namo was Jennie
Knlltle, snd she formerly llvsd In Lehlgbton,
l'a. Moljiren lived In Mauch Chunk, and whllo
thorehe married Jennie Thoma. Thoy llted
together but a short time when they were di-

vorced. Tnea MoLaren went to Leblghton and
took up with Jennie Knlttle. Tbey had four
children.

About a year ago they removed to Hoboken.
All their neighbors looked upon them as man
and wile, and there was no suspicion that they
were not married until at out six months sgo,
when MoLaren married his brother's widow.
On May 7 the Knlttle woman cauted Mc Luton's
arrest on a charge of bigamy.

He waslockod up In the county Jail for two
or three weeks before h e trial came off. When
he was put on trial he set up the defence that I

he was norer msrrled to tho oomplnlnant. Ile I

admitted that he hsd lived with her and that
a mock marriage ouremony had been per- - '
formed.

It wss so in the case ot MoLaren. His denial
that he was married to the complainant and
her Inability to produces marriage certificate,
led tbe court toconvlot him simply ot living
in open lewdness with the woman. It was rep-
resented that McLaren was a man of good
character. On the strength of these represen-
tations sontsnee was tuspsmled on payment
of coats and McLaren was released. That wa
about a week ago.

Since than lie has been looking for the mother
ot his children for the purpose of being re-
venged. He lott his sltuntionln conseiiuence
of his arrsst ills late.t n lie repudiated him.
and the only relative who stood by him in his
trouble was his sitter.

The Knlttle woman heard that h was look-
ing for her. and kept out of his way. In or ter
to support hsrtelf and her children she ac-
cepted a olaoe as a servant for Mrs. Mulvansy.
McLarsn learned that she was there and
called at the houte about 11 o'clock yetterdny
morning. He wns under the Influence ot
lhiuor, and Mrs. Mulvansy refused to 1st him
enter th house.

ile called sgain at 2 o'clock In the afternoon
and again admittance was reluted.

About 4 o'clock he called again, and when
the door whs opened he pushed hie way In.
Ile found hie victim in the parlor, where she
had been hiding In torror.

"I'e been looking tor yout" he exclaimed,
as hs drsw a revolver.

The woman beggsd him not to shont. but
taking deliberate aim be flred the four shots
at her. Khe screamed and fell on the floor.
Mrs. Mulvansy went to the window and
shouted " Help!" snd " Murder!"

McLarsn ran down the stoop and had dlssp-peare- d

belorethe crowd, which iiuickly gath-
ered, had discovered what had happened. The
wounded woman was taksn to tne hotpltat
whereshe died about an hour afler her arrival.
A description of the murderer was sent out
with the request to the police of the neighbor-
ing cities to look out for hlra.
