Tho domand ot the A. It. U., that It should
dictate the make-u- p ot trains, having
boon rojocted, tho worklngmen composing
that association had a right to quit work
upon tho railways running out of Chicago,
and to seek employment elsewhere, or live
upon tliolr savings, If they deemed It expe-
dient to do so. Hut thoro their rights
stopped short. Thoy havo no right todo
prlvo the railways of the use of tbolr own
property and to impede the performance ot
their functions. Thoy have no right todo
tor other American citizens from accepting
the poets vacated by tho strikers. Yot
thoso unrightful and unlawful arts havo
notoriously boon done. Tho new mcrt om
ployed by tho railways ln tho placo of tho
strikers havo boon subjoctod to vlolenoo or
threatened with It; tracks havo been ob-

structed! switches demolished; watch
towers destroyed, and cars derailed, over
tumod, and burnt.

Out, according to thclcadors of tho A. B.
U., tho strlkors are In no wlso responsible
for tho acts of vlolonco which have been
committed ln Chicago for tho assaults
upon newly engaged workmen, and for tho
destruction ot railway property. Thoso
crimes, Ihoy say, aro porpotratod by tho
thugs and ruffians who are always ready In
large cities to profit by times of pubtto
agitation. If this assertion Is mado In good
faith and Is woll foundod, tho strlkors have
nothing to fear from tho display and reso
lute exorcise of a Federal armod forco.
They have nothing to foar and nothing to
complain of. All thoy havo to do Is to obey
tho President's proclamation and keop
away from tho railway tracks. Thon when
the ruffians who ore obstructing lntorStato
commorce and tbo carriago of tho malls aro
shot down, as thoy will be, by tho Federal
soldiers, no Innocent striker will bo hurt.

Such aro tho foots regarding the situation
at Chicago. Thoy are well known to this
community, and It Is usoloss for any pro-
fessional agitators to try to bamboozle us
about thorn.

Weak Prof. Wilson.
Mr. Wilson's ouloglum ot his Tariff bill

ln tho House last Saturday asserted that
tho bill was based upon "two clear ahd In-

telligent principles." Ono of theso princi-
ples was that " ln gathering revonuo taxes
undor a tariff those toxos should bo leviod
and gathered upon finished products and
not upon what was called raw materials.
Taxes upon raw materials are taxes upon
tho occupation of the working peoplo of a
country, and no country which does not
allow tho working people free, untaxod ac-

cess to tho materials of industry can fully
supply Its own market or hopo to contend
for tbo markets of tho othor countries of
tho world." Thoso words aro simply a con-

fession that tho Wilson bill was-no- t a tariff
for rovenuo only. A bill for tho cspeolal
bonoflt of "tho working peoplo" as" dis-
tinguished by Mr. Wilson was not con-

templated by tho makers of tho Chicago
platform. It might bo difficult to prove
that tho Wilson bill was In ofToot such a
bill, but as to Its Intention Mr. Wilcox
Is a trustworthy witness. His words show
that ho Is not a tariff for rovenuo only man,
but a protectionist.

In tho matter of free raw materials he
would remit taxes and loso rovenuo for the
sake of benefiting or trying to bonoflt his
"working peoplo." Elsowhoro ln his spoeoh
Mr. Wilson speaks of " that great funda-
mental Domocratlo Idea that wo should
gather whatever rovenuo wo neod undor a
tariff systom from a rovenuo tax upon tho
finished product." Mr. Wilson goos to his
own mind or to obsolete Domocratlo plat-
forms forhlsgroattundamontal Domocratlo
Idoa. Slnco 1893, tho groat fundamental
Domocratlo idea so far as tariffs aro con-corn-

has boon tbo Idea of making a con-

stitutional turlff for rovonuo only, Mr.
Wilson has nothing to say for tho Consti-
tution, and thoro is nothing ln bis remarks
on bis bill to show that ho is for a tariff for
rovonuo only. Ho is for protection, for tho
protection ot " the working people," ao he
puts It; in reality for the protection of
certain manufacturers who want tho United
States to give thorn doublo protection, first
by taking Ihe tax off the raw material ot
their manufacture, and socond, by putting
a good stiff tax on tho manufactured
product.

Mr. Wilson's objoctlon to the Senate
Tariff bill cannot bo sustained. Ho doesn't
come Into court with hands clear of protec-
tion. Ho has filled his bill with protection,
protection less logically uppllod than It has
been applied by tho Senate. It bo had
framed his own bill In accordance with the
Domocratlo platform ho would havo the
sympathy ot ovory honest Democrat. In-
deed, the Senate bill would not have beon
so flagrantly Republican. If Mr. Wil-
son had made a Domocratlo bill. It Is
Idle for hlra to complain of tbo Senate.
Tho Sonato has but botterod his Instruc-
tions. It has mado a Mil not much differ-
ent In charactor, It a llttlo moro atrocious
in detail than tho Houso bill.

Mr, Wilson seems to havo said nothing
about tho lucomo tax. He cannot lay upon
the Senate the responsibility ot that dovla
tlon into Populism.

Honors to a Sailor Hold.
Congrossinan Ccuursoa has introduced

Into the House a bill appropriating (so.ooo
for a statue ot "Commodore Paul Jones,
the sponsor ot tho Stars and Stripes on the
ocean," to be erected at the southwest
corner of Lafayette square In Washington,
facing the Navy Department building, and
similar In general design to the Lafatcttb
memorial, now at the southeast corner.
The statue Is designed to be " a slight trib-
ute from this republic to bis glorious ser-
vices ln the cause ot liberty, while fighting
under the national emblem ot his adopted
country."

The present Is not a very favorable time
forgetting appropriations for monuments
from the Treasury, and as Congress bus
gone more than a century without erecting
a statue to John Paul Jones, probably it
will find no trouble lu postponing It a yoar
longer. Out It, after tho many memorials
to the soldiers of the Revolution, we are at
length to pay a tribute to tho sailors, no
one of them so well deserves the honor as
Jonbs. The British naturally felt very
bitter against him for ravaging the coasts
where his youth was passed, and to this
day some of them call him a pirate. And
even In this country, despite his great eer
vicds. be found detractors, who thought
him vain, ambitious, and intriguing, while
John Adam accused him ot trying to wear
laurels belonging to New England sailors.
Out when we flod JKvraBsox, even half a
dozen years after the war was over, speak-
ing ot him as "tho principal hope of our
tuturo efforts on the ocan," wo get a better
estimate of John Paul Jones's true place
ln our naval history.

As to bis being a plrate.lt Is enough to
say that when.u the autumu ot W9, Con

gross arranged for fitting out a navy, Jones
was mado senior First Lieutenant under
the first commander ot our naval forces,
Eskk Hopkins. The fact that he hoisted
with his own hands tho Stars and Stripes
on the Uttlo lleet that started early In 1776

for the expedition to the Bahamas, is his
torlo. This was at Philadelphia, and It was,
Indeed, tho first tlmo that flag had floated
on the Delaware Hlvor. This feat, referred
to In Mr. CumtiNoa'a resolution, does not
of Itself entitle him to a monument, yot It
Is a pleasant Inotdont to recall. In vlow ot
tho splendid scrvtco which ho was soon to
render to that flag. No bravor hands could
havo flung it to tho breeze.

Certainly, as long as mon can bo stirred
by borola doods, tho story ot his brilliant
exploits, capturing tho Drake with his
Banger, cruising boldly around tho British
Isles with his few vessels fitted out In Franco,
and Anally conquering tho Sorapls, will
thrill tho rcaaor. Tho light ot tho Bon
Uommo Richard and tho Sorapls stands
unsurpassed lu somo rcspoctB among naval
duels of modern times, Tho dotorrrduatlon
to win or porish whloh mado Jones, after
his largest guns woro rendorod useloss by
tho flro ot tbo Sorapls, lash his vessel to tho
cnomyand pluck a triumph out of peril,
was admirable And when, lato at night,
tho Serapls had struck, after a torrlblo bat-tl- o,

both ships at times on flro, and half tho
men on both oithor klllod or wounded,
Cnpt. Peauson was astonlshod at tho con
dltton'ot his conquoror. Ho found hor "In
tho greatest distress, hor counters and
quarter drlvon ln, all her lowor dock guns
dismounted, on flro In two places, and six
or seven foot of water In tho hold." In fact,
sho Bank tho next morning. A valuablo
sword from Franco and a vote of thanks
from Congress rowarded Jones.

Ho was a man ot Idoas and stratcglo
genius as woll as of extraordinary daring.
This point has recently bcon brought out
fully by one ot our own officers, Commodore
R. W. Meade, who even declares that ho
must "over rogard Paul Jones as tho
greatest oommander, whothor soaman or
fighter, that our navy has had ln Its ser-
vice. I do not heal to to to declare that, had
ho had a wider field and greator powers, I
bellevo ho would havo rivalled. It not dis
tanced, England's groatest horo, tho Im-

mortal victor of tbo Nllo and Trafalgar Bay."
Certainly tho greatest sailor of our Revolu-
tion, which showed not a fow bright naval
naraos and Illustrious exploits, woll do
sorvos national honors.

Tho Next Twenty-fourllou- rs In Chicago.
All eyes will now turn to Chicago to

watch for tho outcomo of moro than one
hundred thousand mon voting through their
trades union representatives to stop work.
Lvory ordinary citizen and especially
every member of a labor organization in
this part ot tho country will expect tho out-
como with feelings ot anxloty.

The one hundred thousand mon who havo
rcsolvod to go Into voluntary Idleness to
support Debs may remain calmly at homo
and do no Immodlate harm to any one but
themsolves: or thoy may sally forth llko
frenzied savages and glvo Chicago over to
destruction and terror not seen In that city
slnco tho groat confliferatlon ot 1871.

Tho answer to tho quostlon. Which courso
will thoy tako ? Is awaited with groat gen
eral concern, especially keen in tho caso ot
mnmttArfl nf lAtwir associations. An em-
phatic expression of sympathy like this
with the Indefonslblo outrage of Debs's in-

surrection ln Itself carries discredit to Its
authors, but wo must wait before wo can
know whotber tho strike of Chicago's allied
trades morely stops tho labor ot ono
hundrod thousand roputable and law-abidi-

cltlzons, or whothor It releases upon
that community an ungovornablo mob, for
whom law and order havo no natural hold
and with whom association Is a dlsgroco to
oil honest mon.

Will tbo strike of organized labor In Chi-
cago do nothing but closo the factories, or
will it fill the strcots with rlotors and mako
more awful the mlserablo pretence ot
holplng somo workmen In Pullman by vio-
lently and destructively robbing tho citi-
zens of this country of the ordinary moans
of travol ?

The proepoot is serious for Chicago, and
with her, of course, for all law--o biding com-
munities. 8ho must bo prepared for the
worst. But It Is also sorlous for ovory
member of a trado union who respects tho
name of labor organization in this country,
and who dcslros to havo others respect
It with him.

Torpedo Boa Destroy! Barlnf Steams

at tke Rate of M 14 Knott,
When ths torpedo boat deetroyer Hornet, de-

signed by the Messrs. Yarrow h Co. for the
British Government, attained tbs remarkable
speed otaO knots ever the measured mile,
and averaged 37.313 knots ultb and against
the tide. It was thought that the limit of speed
for these boats had been reached. But such ie
nit the ease, aa on Baturday, June 23, the new
Thornyeroft torpedo boat Daring attained the
phenomenal areed of 20.208 knots per hour
against the tldo In her official trial over a
meaenred mile, which If at the rate ot 84
statute miles an hour.

The Daring, which was dealgaed br Messrs.
J. I. Thornyeroft A Co., is one ot forty-tw- o

vessel ef her class which have boon ordered
for the royal navy within the past two years.
Bhe la 185 feet long. 10 feet wide, 13 feet deep,
and draw 7 feet. Bhe has the usual flush deck
and turtle back over the fore peak, as In the
Hornet, but la addition has a breastwork
at the end ot the turtle back ex-

tending right across the deck. The
Daring, like all her sisters, li a twin
eerew boat with the "flat-taile- d " or "Thor-nyorott- "

stern. The principle ot design, al
though somewhat unusual In steamers, has
been known to give good results In smalt sail-
ing vessels, sueh as northeast coblss and Now
England fishing schooners. The breadth is
carried well aft on the water line, though
there Is a good deat ot tumble home at thle
part, and the end being round, the view, end
on. fs somewhat unusual.

In order to seoure an easy delivery the floor
la sloped up from near amidships to tho ex
trems end, where It is only Just Immersod. so
that the model may be described as that ot a
horizontal wedge aft and a vertical wedge for
ward. Acoordlng to Enaintenno. the design
was objtoted to on the ground that ln a heavy
sea the falling of the stern would oause a
heavy blow on the bottom, but In practice tbls
has not been found to be the case, as the boat
In her paesacu appears to cut through the
waves and smooth the water oufuolontlr to
overcome this dlnlcujtr. iler two propeller
are carried under the arched bottom, the
shafts projecting through, and there are two
suspended rudders, one huag on eaoh quarter
In the same 'thoartahlp lino as the propellers,
to whloh tber than aot as guards.

Theenglnee of the baring and her sister
vessoL the Decoy, now finished and watting for
her trial, are. of. coarse, the most Interesting
feature of the. new boata. They are of anewtype, designed by the Messrs 'Ihornrorolt for
these vessels, and are what are known as the
three-stav- e compound type, having cylinders
