AN Fraxepoo, Jaly 10=1f It wern not for
the epeouragemuent recolved  from Deba the
Californln steikers wonld have surrendered on
Batiirday, Debs fa sendiog daily  telograms
wewing the men hore to hold out and  promising
i thint eletory Is sure If they do not weaken,
The sensible strikers soe that his promises are
fale and that oach day lessens the chance of the
peeoviry of thelr old places, but they cannot da
surthing in the face of the sdicnl membors who
eobtmil the slivation. It Is glven out that 1he
pteikers hope to wear out the militia and the
pegilars wnil to sedoce the seabs from thelr sl
legtintics to the rallroads, Incldentally they will
eul nir plpes, steal coupling pins, and weaken the
prack, tnking cara that the law gets no hold
apon thiem,

This is what they have lwen dolng to-day In
Daklanid. where the full force of militia has
becn used in protect outgolng traina from thelre
atiacks nand depredations. At noon todday st
West Onkland the strikers boarded n slow-moy-
fue frelight traln, out the alr hose, and stole the
dratvliond pins, The militia charged the crowd,
but did not fire.  Boveral recelved bayonet
wonnds, and over s score of strikers were ar-
rested In a honse where they ook refuge. The
ptreots are filled with strikors, and If the ex-
eltemnent increnses there are prospecta of serious
gronble to-night. The raflroad company Is ran-
ning reqular traina,  but the overland travel is
light, as vory few oare to rak the chance of the
prains being ditched by strikers,

This afterncon the militia at Oakland re-
eeived orders to flre on any one molesting
grelghit or passengor tralos, This order miade
the crowd ugly, but no strikers have yot tested
phe temper of Lhe troopa,
