ThonMTid of ytara ago our Astatic ancestors.

Impressed by whitlheyaw of thamlghty forces
of nattirr, rich n llio light antl heat nf the sun.
tho wind and the rnln, fire and flood, lightnings
and tempests, made personal beings of them and
worshipped them, a many savage tribes do to
this day. Their devotion wns inspired not by
gratitude, but by fear, and It was Intended more
to avert the mischiefs whltli they believed Ihelr
deities could and wwiM do them than to mani-
fest an appreciation of tho bincfUs tiny con-
ferred. Christianity and civilization have long
ego eradicated from among us the out-
ward forms of this primeval Idolatry, but
tho spirit from which It proceeded still

an essential element of human na-
ture, and finds other ways nf expressing Itself.
Th blind, unreasoning hitred of capital,
which has entered sc largely Into th recent
railroad strike, and which ha produced so much
denunciation of employers of laboring mer, re-

sults from this same tendency to personify every
great but obscure power and to attribute to It
malignity as well as benevolence. Capital I

not, indeed, worshipped as a god, because the
spread of Intelligence and the prevalence of
Christianity forbid it; but It is execrated as a
demon, and the human pasatons of greed, selfish-
ness, tyranny, and cruelty are attributed to it
as If it wero capable of tldnktng, feeling, and
acting like aman,or,rather,ttkaverybadman.

Of course those who thus revile capital will
readily admit that they do not mean to be taken
literally. No argument is needed to demonstrate
that capital, in Itself, Is not a proper subject of
either blame or prnlse. It" neither thinks, feels,
hears, speaks, nor acts. It is nothing but the
Inert luxumulatloil of material produced by
man, and fashioned by man Into forms In which
It can be made useful or destructive, according
to the way In hicli it Is employed. A large part
of the capital of n railroad company, for exam-
ple, consists of Its locomotive engines, which
will draw loads of iljnnmlto or uf breodstuffs
with equal Indifference, and run over human
beings that get In their way with as little com-
punction as they devour the furl that Is

shovetlcd under their hollers; of Its embank-
ments. Its bridges. Its tnnncls. Its cars, rind Its
station and freight houses, all of which are
absolutely lifeless and conscienceless. A gnat
manufactory, too. Is nothing morn than a com-

bination of building materials and machinery
adapted tn certain purposes which it fulfils or
fails to fulfil according aa It Is set In motion or
suffered to He Idle. The same Is true of farms,
houses, ships, steamers, merchandise of all sorts,
and of the whole array of articles money In-

cludedwhich men call wealth, and which con-

stitute the capital of their possessors. To speak
of them as if they had souls, and were engaged
consciously In oppressing, crushing, and plun-

dering tho men and women employed In making
them useful Is less rational than elctating
storms, lightning, and flro to the rank of gods.
Natural forces have at least the semblance of
being free agents, and of working not the will
of another, but their own.

The parallel talk about labor aa if it were a
thing Independent of tho laborer, and g

Uko him. Is equally indefensible Tho man
and not bis muscle Is what does the work In
which ho Is engaged, and the most valuable
work Is that of which mere muscular power
forms the least part. The efforts put forth by
Bessemer, Bell. Edison, and other great In-

ventors tn thinking out their Inventions are as
truly labor as the shovelling of earth or the
handling of mechanical tools, and yet neither
deserve consideration In themselves, but only as
they represent the human being from whom
they proceed. He alone is entitled to the reward
they bring. Just as he alone would be responsible
If he should misapply his powers to the injury
of his fellow men.

The conflict, therefore between Capital and
Labor, popularly described as If one were a per-

sonal demon and tho other hi victim, means, if
it means anything, that the owners of capital
who employ the owners of labor are, as a mass,
avaricious oppressors, while, on tho other hand,
those whom they employ are, as a mass, ground
down under an iron heel, and writhing In agony
like trodden worms. Put In this extreme form
such a view nf the matter is manifestly false.
Employer are not, as a rule, tyrants, nor are tho
cmplojcd, as a rule, helpless let Ims. On the
contrary, the majority of employers are as fair
In their dealings as other men, and the majority
of those horn they employ are decently treated.
If It wero not so. tho world of Industry would
not go on as It does.

Nevertheless, the Idea is current among other-
wise intelligent people, and tinds frequent ex-

pression In newspaper reviews, sermons, and
political speeches, that capital somehow I a
thing which reeds to be Jealously watched and
sternly repressed In order to keep It from master-
ing the community and enslaving those who do
not possess It. Throughout the debates In Con-

gress on the repeal of the all er purchase clause
of the Sherman act frequent reference was made.
In the Senate as u ell as In the House of Itepre-sentat- U

es, tn a " money power" which. It was al-

leged, n aa conspiring to fasten the yoke of gold
ujion the necks of debtors. The

tax upon the Incomes of the few citizens having
more than $4,000 a year Is aimed at the great
capitalists whose power for mischief is supposed
to need restraint, and the staple argumeut
against protective duties Is that they tend to

wealth of greedy millionaire.
That wealth does Invent Its possessors with a

certain kind of power nobody can deny, but that
this power ran be exerted and Is exerted to th
injur' of the public any more than that of elo-

quence or personal Influence, or of a combina-
tion of small private Interests, like that, for In-

stance, of would-b- e pensioners nn tho national
bounty, I not true. At this moment It Is gen-

erally belleeil, and with some show of reason,
that a ftw largo capitalists Interested In the
maintenance of a duty on refined sugar aro sue.
cessfnlly exerting themselves at Washington to

I shape the tending Tariff bill in their own favor,
j
' and this Illustration may lie cited to show what

money tan do tot orrupt legislators. But It must
lie observed that it Is not I he money of tbeSugar
Hcflnerle Company which Is thus employed. Th
officers of that company have no need to resort
to this means to accomplish tho result they
seek. The rompani, as a company, and they
themselves as Indlv Iduals might be a poor a
church mire, and el they could do all that they
are accused of doing. It is not pretended that
they have paid a dollar to any Senator for hi
v otc. They have merely. It is charged, put tome
rxnators in the w ay of profiting by a rise In the
market price of their stock, predicated upon th
adoption of a wale of duties favorable to the
compan)' Interests. Ho, again. It Is asserted
that large sums are used every winter at Albany
to buy the passageof blllsdeslred by Individuals
for their ow n special benefit. Whether this be
true or not, the money is said to be paid. In most
case, not by men of large wealth, but by those
whose wealth Is yet to be gained, and In no
rase do they succeed In abridging the liberties
of their fellow citizens or In fastening upon
them Intolerable burden.

Conflicts between employers and those they
employ, like those which have recently taken
place between coal operator and coal miners,
the Pullman Car Company and Its workmen,
and tho Western railroad companies and tho
American Hallway Union, are also cited as proofs
of the power of the owner of capital to enslave
and opprea the laborer whom they hire. In
every one of these oaas--s the owner of labor hare
shown a far greater capacity for mischief than
the owner of capital. They have lost a few

hundreds of thousands of dollar lu ge,but,
by the stoppage of business alone, they have

a loe of million of dollar upon their
and, when to thl Is added th destruc-

tion of lar. locomotive, wltche, bridge, and
buildings, it will readily be seen that they are
for moro to be dreaded than th men who have
to endure the consequence of their resentment.

$1,000,000 and upward has recently been ascer-
tained by the most Rhaustlvo Inquiries possible
to be only 4.000 altogether, white that of men
having $10,000,000 and more does not exceed
100 In all. If, Indeed, there are so many. Borne
of this handful of largo capitalists are, indeed,
active politicians, but they are quite as dema-
gogical a If they were poor, and not one of tbem
has been even remotely suspected of aiming at
destroying the liberties of his fellow citizens for
tho purpose of setting himself tip as n monarch.

A far more formidable peril to the country
than the power of Its few great capitalists is the

revatent envy of these capitalists and the dis-
position manifested by demagogues to rob them
by legal methods of their possessions. The pro-
posed tax upon the comparatively small num-

ber of annual Incomes exceeding $4,000 Is a be-

ginning; compulsory arbitration, by which the
owner of capital Invested In railroads, manu-
factures, and other enterprises involv Ing the
employment of large numbers of people aro to
be denied the liberty of making their own bar-
gain with laborers will be the next step, and If
the exletlngiaw against corporal Ions and trusts
are carried much further, capital will shun In-

vestment here and fly to other countries where
the hindrances to employing It nreless. If na-

tional poverty Is a blessing, this result may be
thought desirable, hut I doubt If such be the
opinion at present of a majority of Americans.
