What Docs Tlila Mean?
In Senator llARUU's statement, printed

No intelligent person doubts that Secre-
tary Carlisle's attitude on May 1, toward
the Senate compromise, faithfully repre-
sented the desires and Intentions of the
President. Mr. Carlisle favored the scheme
of concession to the conservatives
In the Senate, by means of which the caucus
managers hoped to put the bill through.
He said so. He took part personally In the
arrangement of the terms of the com-
promise. He was chosen to announce the
plan to the country, and thus to give to It the
weight of Executive sanction. And when
Mr. Cleveland's Secretary of the Treasury
pointed out tho way, the cuckoos In the Sen-
ate all flew In that direction, "The busi-
ness Interests of the country demand a
settlement at any price" U'cnnie the battle
cry of tariff reform. Even the Hon. Kooer
Q. Mills stood up In the Senate, and In an
amazing speech announced his readiness to
vote for any bill, that gave only five cents'
worth of relief from the enormities of the
McKlNLEV schedules.

Not a word about freo Iron ore and free
coall Iron ore and coal stood under that
arrangement precisely as they stand In the
bill forty cents a ton on each. The
Administration's efforts through Secretary
Carlisle's actlvo agency to bring nbout
a settlement by further concessions to
protected Industries, accepted the tax on
Iron and coal without the faintest show of
protest. Mr. Carlisle Informed the coun
try lu bis Interview of April SO that the
proposed compromise measure, Including
taxed Iron and taxed coal, would " secure
for the jicndlng bill the united aud active
support of all the Democrats In the Senate,
without any surrender of principle, aud
without abandoning any part of the Demo-
cratic policy of tariff reform."

The very recent discovery at the White
House that free Iron ore and free bltumluous
coal constitute the essential aud fundamen-
tal principle of Democratic faith, and that
Senators and others who support a tax on
coal and Iron are traitors to their party,
leaves Secretary Carlisle In a most un-
pleasant predicament, Now that the dogma Is
suddenly sprnng upon him, he Is even worse
off than the Senators who have been voting to
tax coal and iron in the belief that the Ad-
ministration favored such a tax, if It was
necessary in order to pass a tariff bill. The
Democrats in the Senate are members of a
branch of the Government independent of
the Executive, and coordinate With It. They
can take care of themselves. Mr. OutLlsLE,
on the contrary, is a member of Mr. Cleve-
land's Cabinet. The letter to Mr, Wilson
Is a slap In the Secretary's face from the
hand of his superior.

The 8crct of Failure.
The reason why the commerce of the

United States has for eight months been
crushed by the angry quarrels of tariff re-

visers with no guiding principle., Is before
the eyes of all men. The query why the
Democratic party, Inspired with a rule for
revision consisting of but two words, based
for tho first time In American politics direct-
ly on the Constitution of the United States,
could have been plunged Into protracted and
personal disputes about rates on every Im-

ported nrtlcle, and made Into a national curse
Instead of a national blessing, reaping shame
for Itself where It had rightfully won glory,
will find an answer In President Cleve-
land's letter to Representative WILSON.

" We alt know," wrote Mr. CLEVELAND as
a final criticism upon the Tariff hill, " that
the tariff of a country as vast as ours must
of necessity bo the result of honorablo ad-

justment and compromise."
This Is no new lictrayal of the Democracy.

It was heard Immediately after the election
of 1802 had told the country that the Demo-
cratic party was commissioned to revise the
tariff, and It has been rrCchocd bv everv
Administration spokesman In Congress.
" Compromise " has been the watchword
from the first. What other result thnn party
conflict was to be expected t And with party
conflict over the tariff, the Inevitable was
general trouble. Vet the surrender, square
and unconditional, of tho Democratic plat-
form lies In this word "compromise." When
a party loads Its policy with the great weight
of tho Constitution, there can bo no wab-
bling after that.

" Wo declare It to bo a fundamental prin-
ciple of the Democratic nrty," said tho
National Democratic Convention In Chicago,
"that tho Federal Government has no con-

stitutional power to Impose and collect tariff
duties except for rovenuo only."

We have never detected In President
CLEVELAND the slightest evidence? that tho
power to comprehend a principle was on his
peculiar list of faculties; but this defect In
him does not seem to havo been made good
by any experienced and politically educated
Democrat In Congress. The first party dec-

laration of a constitutional principle as the
rulo for futuro procedure, the tariff plank
In the Chicago platform, has lieen flouted
from the start, and classed with tho general
list of glittering generalities with which
tho most careless, Indifferent, or hopeless
party might seo fit to decorate the tailings
of Its platform.

Pcoplo unable to see clearly their own
purposes, or without sincere faith In their
own cause, will compromise. The American
Constitution cannot be compromised any
more than can a woman's honor. If not
preserved complete, It Is lost.

No Turlff bill or proposition has seen the
light of discussion sinco last December
which could leave tho Democratic party
anything but false to a vow registered at
the highest nltar constructed In American
politics. Tho task which opened before the
party in power last December was to re-

deem the Constitution from its subversion
by the Republican party; It was not to par-
ley with the Republicans for division of spoil.

Compromise, when It was absolutely im-
possible In honor, has forced and prolonged
the agony to which this country has been
so outrageously subjected In aimless, un-
principled, and inconclusive quarrelling over
the tariff. But one course Is consistent with
allegiance to the Democratic party and loy-
alty to American politics: Stop the turlff
fight on the spot. Destroy the bill as the
fruit of compounded felony, aud let the De-
mocracy marshal its hosts under its own flag.

The Administration's Indictment of the
Senato as trutlty of "party perfidy and party
dishonor" fur taxing coal and Iron, applies
equally to the entire Democratic press.

Ism all It required, and nearly all It claimed, the

In this revolting farrago. Having
ruthlessly thrown It nut and Inserted a rlngtng
drclaratlnn.whlcb It believed to bo In consonance
with tho Ideas of Its Idol, It proceeded to nomi-
nate Mr. Cleveland, because. In turn, It believed
him tho embodiment of Its own Ideas. Thus, In
eplto of tho boldness of tho manifesto, and the
completeness of the vletory which followed, tho
party had been betrayed Into the election of a
President who was at cross purposes with tho
Issue that lay nearest Its heart, and.

Ho Is, constitutionally, an ex
trcme conservative Tho consequence was that,
reestablished In power, he did not consult the
chart by which he had regained tho White House,
but his own romonhat confuted notions of
what ought to bo dono and what ought nut to
be done In the matter of tariff legislation.

Tho Wilson bill was tho offspring of Mr,
Cleveland's confident belief In his mlddlo-cours- o

v low of revenuo reform. All that has followed
might cosily havo been foreseen br any one
having familiar knowledge of tho field of ojiera-tlon-s.

and wa luminously and elaborately fore-
told In these columns. Tho moment the Ways
and Means Committee cunceded to tho Protec-
tionists their schedules nnd classifications, it lost
tts battle. It was precisely as if tho General of
an army should voluntarily surrender to his
enemy every vantage ground upon a territory
where nil the pivotal positions wero In his hands.
Tho Protectionists wero quick to see their
good furtuno and to profit by It. When we say
"Protectionists" wo do not mean to limit tho
description to Republicans, but to Include those,
corruptlonlsts and temporizers who wear the
