Lowpox, July 28 —Prof. Petria, the well.
known Egyptologist, has brought to London some
remarkable resuita of his exoavations on the site
of Koptoa, During the present year he has se-
oured material which solvea some of the most
diffeult problems reganding prehistoric Exypt.
and which are of lmmense Interesi, not only to
archmologista, but also to amateur students
Ancient Koptoa formed the Nile termination of
the oldest trading route of the world, the road.
way pasaing through the valley of Hammamat
o the ahorea of the Red Bea. Tradition always
polnted to Koptos as one of the first settlements
of dynastio Egrptian immigrants when they ar-
rived from southwestern Arabia. Thealte of the
temple of Koptos bhas been thoroughly cleared.
The result was the discovery of aix successive
semples, ranging from Lthe most remots prehis
soric time to the age of the Prolemys, and the
recovery of hundredas of objecta of the greatest
intarest and memorials of thirty.-four rulers of
Egypt. Hitherto Egyptian art and civilizsation
Bare presented s striking paradox; the further
back you go the better the art and the more
simple and yet more perfectly developed the so-
cial life. Beyond the age of Henefru, bullder of
the pyramid of Medum, there was no trace. In
the lowest temple at Koptos the explorer discov.
ered the remalng of an anclent settlement, which
for the first time rev prehistorie Egypt
Petrie brought home the massive head of a
statue which was one of three figures found at
groat depth beneath a Plolemalo temple. The
statues were thirteen foet high. They were little
more than long truncated cones, the arms and
logs being slmply Indicated by hammered linsa,
Ears and whiskers were indicated in the same
manner. There ls not a trace of chisel work.
Around the walst of each were girdles upon
which ware series of curious drawings, evidently
totem figures of the god of these primitive peo-
ple. These are probably the first statues of Mia,
the God of Koptos. The rough sculptures which
adorn the girdles have been carefully cast. The
first la the feush pole of Min with »
touguet of flowers at Lhe top and surmounted
by an ostrich feather. Hung arcand the pole
are offarings of shells and swordfish. On an-
other representation s =n elephant, aocd the
oldest inn drawing of the head of s gazelle.
Thess cbjects serve to counect the sarly settiers
with the shores of the Red Sea. The connectlon
