Nicholas Ennis, 68 years old, a lin roofer em.
ployed by Fellx Darey of 103 East Thirty-first
reet, came fnto contact with a live alectric
fight wire yesterday morning while working on
ihe cornles of Thomas Caffrey’s saloon st D07
Thipd avennes, and wans ternibly burned. Tle lies
i1 Bellevus Floapiial In s eritieal conditivn,
Theen I8 & hole in s left breast and another in
tho laft fursarm, each an tneh and & half deep,
Thess ware burned by the two ends of the wire,
which broke probably when he stepped on K.
There are other bad burns on his armas, body,
and face. caused biglis clothing taking fire from
the electricity. strength of the rurrent
which passed throagh him s thought to have
been nut less than & thousand volts,

Ennts has worked for Darcy continunusly for
thirtesn years. He has ropalred Caffrey's leaky
cornice befors, 8o e waa familiar with it and
knew that at one dorner there was an electric
transformer {hto which run the wires for that
particular cirenit as they come up tLrough s
pipe from the sabway, It wasabout 8:00 o'clock
when he got to Caffrey's, and he reached the
cornice by going through the rooma of the New
York Ophthalmic Hospital, at Third avenue and
Twonkythlrd street, the annex of which ootus
phi o the floor ever Lthe saloon,

e got out on the cornice and looked for lenks.
He found sereral at the north end, and seraped
away the palot from the tn prepamtory to
woldering. That took him about ten minutes,
when he moved along to the south, where the
trnsformer~an lron box about two fest high,
elghiteon Inohies long, and elght Inches desp—
wan situated. Within two feet of the trans-
former he fomnd another amall leak, and began
o wora e away the paint from that too,

Out of the transformer, next the bullding, ran
1wo thick lnsulsted wires, They hung in loops,
tholr lower ends seversl Inches above the top of
the cornfee. 10 I8 sot known whether or not the
fnsulation of thess wires was perfect, and (i ls
not known how Hnnis came fn contact with
them.
