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Sirikes,

In formally retiring from the strike busi
moen, DEna, of the American Hallway Unlon,
‘shows himself just as ignorant of the coun-
try as when he firse gave the sigual for ont-
mge. ' The Amerioan Rallway Unton,” he
myw, ‘' han shown that strikes are reprignaut
%o publie opinion.*

DEPs has not the first rudimenta of an
underatandiog of the community in which
ha lives, or of itn bileas and laws
In & demoorstio conntry strikes can
pever be repugmant to  public epiuion.
Berikes are one of the commonest features
of the universal pytem of bargain and sale,
In which all men are engaged In selling thelr
labor In some formi. Kvery time an ew-
ployee or smployer insists on ehanging the
arrsngement with his employer or employee
be strikes; and the right of either party to
oxpress his desires and to act accordingly
within the limitsof the law Isabsolite and un-
qualified in one case as much as in the other.
When two men, Iaborers or eapitalists, Jolu
together or act In concert, we have a labor
em' unlon or & eapltalists’ unfon. Hut the
union, or monupoly, If sueh it is, has to & dot
the preclse privileges of the individual ; and
0 say oo general principles that the as
sertion of & man's or of men's righta ls re-
pugnant to public sentiment s to deny
foolishly the fundamental principle of dem.
ocratie soclal organization.

Of course a strike withont warning. such
& the overnight discharge of a domestle
servant without wspecial cause, or a ser
vant's similar treatment of his master, or
the sudden tle-up of a rallroad by the em-
ployees leaving in & body without giving
the company the warning which would en-
able them to seek other employees, s a
bushwhacking sort of Lbusiness which no
fair mind can justify. But it doeso’t
fovolve the principle of a strike proper.
That prineiple Is altogether sacred and
uecessary to continued freedom. Dens Is
Just as much of a fool, or knave, in express.
ing mistrust of It, as he was in first auppos-
ing that the publie would approve his at
tompt to drive his strike to suceess by riot,
murder, and abuse of every other man's
right which stood In his way,

Every man has the right to strike,

No man has the right to try to win a
strike by outeage or disorder,

These two rules vap the great divide be
tweon despotism and lawlessness. Who
ever undertakes to deny them (s o despot
or & rioter.

Mr. Cleveland's Imperative Duty,

With the American Hallway Unlon's
declaration that their strike Is over there
remains work for the President as urgent
as that Iately done by him toward staying
the assaults of anarchy, and not unlike it
Certain members of Congress, chosen as
Democrats, have selzed npon their power of
lawmaking as though It was their uwn per-
sonel feunchise unteammelled by party alle
Minnce or public pledge, And propose 1o enact
the socinlistic prineiple advoeated nusue-
cemlully at the polls by the so-called Poo
ple's party and tax such persons as have
certain specified Incomes. A man's property
will be taxed as nsual, By the Income tax
wouther bunten will be pilel upou & s
lecied elans of citizens, so that they will be
et pelled to pay an extra share,

This Is & systeis unknown to American
praciice, absolntely irreconcilable with the
thsory of the Lemocratle party, uow in
power, and doubly forbidden by the fact
that It was the leading idea of the two
socialistic parties which (o 189%  were
vrarwhelmingly defeatsd. In the light
of our wystemn of popu'sr electious the
incume  tax  Is  agalost the law  of
the land, vooe the less sacred and in-
violable becknse It Is not written, It conies
uow a8 the juveution of the Identical
spirit which Gred Dess and his fellow rebels
1 thelr recetit nprising agaiost peace and
puslie right. The rigit of the peuple of this
vountry, or of any slogle eltizen who claima
It, to be protected against sueh a rald on
property and lndustey Is morally as clear
as the right of those liviug in Chicago to
bo protectad aguiust the recklesa hauds
which lately ook law unto thenisel ves.

The Condition of Manufaciures In
This State.

The elghth report of the New York Fac-
tory luspector, & copy of which Is before
us, in of unusunl interest, owing to the de
pression which has prevailed in the manu.
facturing industeies of this State during
the greater part of the year reviewed,

The suguestive cirenmatance Is noted by
Mr. Coxxorey, the inspector, that, so far as
manufactures were concerned, the business
outlook has been seldom bLrighter than It
wns In the earller wonths of 18848 There
was, It seems, no slgn of overpraduction,
but, on the contrary, nearly all of the mills
and factories in this Kiate bad orders
which promiised to keep them runniug for
n loog thwe. Many lisd given the Fpo-
tory Inspection Departinent the notice pre-
seribed by law of & purpose 1o run overtine
in order to meet demandas for their products,
It ls ulso worthy of remark that there wers
then practieally no disputes as to wages
anywhere in the Btate. Before the middle
of the year, however, a great change took
place, and things went rapldly from bad to
worse, until now vast hodies of our people
are ldle, thousands of mills and workshops
have been partinlly or wholly closed, and
destitution prevalls in many places,

What is the cause of thischange? The
fuctory inspector attributes the Industrial
depression exclusively to the stringency of
the money market, and does not regard the
tariff question ax hiaving played any part In

the matter. Here we couslder him mistaken.

| No donbt the first check to manufacturing

activity was due to the wilespread refusal
of bankers to discouut paper until steps
were taken by a repeal of the purchasing
clause of the MHERMAY act to prevent the
drainage of gold from the national treas
ury. Hut after the crisls coused by
monetary considerntions  was  over, the
continuunes of the paralysis axperienced by
our mauufacturing Interests  should be
axcribed o the cessation of demands for
products, coupled, in many Instances, with
the recall of orders previously given, This
general cessation of demand Is in turn ex
plainable by the luwmioence of tariff
leglalation, and the uncertalnty concers-
ing the resultant prices of goxds. How-
ever open to criticism the MCKINLEY tariff
might be, the country had adjusted [rself
to Its provisions by the beginning of 1898;
the proof Is the bright Lusiness prospect
to which the author of this report refers
But the moment & determination to revise
that tarlff was proclaimed, it became the in-
terest of retall merchants to keep their
stocks of merchandise as low as possible un-
til they could calculate exactly the effect of
forelgn competition upon the prices of com-
modities. A certain amount of stagnation
pending the revising process was thus inev
ftable: but if the leaders of the De ratle
party had taken measures to keep falthfully
and promptly their promise of a tar
I for reVenue omly, or had not ensect
ol any tarif at all, or had even
decided to leave the MoKINLEY tariff on the
statute book, so wuch of the existing de-
pression ma Is traceabls to uncertalnty re-
garding prices would have disappeared. It
In true, na the factory luspector says, that
the people are n ueed of manutactured prod-
wots, and it s alsa troe that the mills
are ready to turn them out wers only
the orders furtbeoming; but the orders
do not come, because the middiemen
ure naturally backwarnd in  the per
formance of their functions, lest after
loading thewselves with commodities at ex-
isting prices, they find themselves undersold
through some change in the tariff. There is
demand enough on the one band, and there
i% o vagerness to supply on the other, but
tbere will never be au equation of thoss
forces until the tariff question, which Mr.
CoNXoLLY is disposed to think Immaterial,
liss besn settled in one way or another.

It is satisfactory o learn frow this report
what results have followed the enforovment
of the law regulating the manulneture of
clothing (n temement houses, and of the re-
quirement that children under 18 muast
have s rudimentary English educstion be
fore belog employed ln factories. Mr. Cos.
NOLLY submits records of 87] tesements
which were formerly used for both domestic
and shop purposes, sid In which outsiders
were sinployed to work, but all of which
have been closed to culside workers dur
ing the last year. Under the termas of »
decislon rendered by the Court of Appeals,
It s impossible 0 preveat she making of
clothing and other articles by families in
thelr livigg rooms, and the Factory act was
framed »o &y Dot o clash with this judg
ment of our highest Wibunal Butl although
continual & miade o evade Lhe

law peokil ihe smployment of out
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factory in-
wraed

siders tenements, the
spection foree hss masaged o
ont & large proportion of these; no
fewer than 17,147 persons have
compselled during the lsst year to ceane
using living rooms as work rooms. The
Iaw relating to the sducation of children
employed in factories han alremdy had aalu-
tary cousequences  among  non English-
spenking immigrants. The latter are
usually secompanied by numerous offspring
of tender years, who formerly ware sent out
forthwith to find work {n some factory. No
attention was pald to thelr sdueation, snd
the children grew np in almost abwolute
Ignoranee of the language, customs, and
Inws of this country. The act requiring a
slight amonnt of English schooling has
been steictly carrled out with reganl to
children not speaking the English tongue,
although this has eansed considerable fric
tion between the jnspectors and those to
whose intereat it wan to keep the ehildren
employed. The necesaity for the law In
question s evldent when we mention
that ninety Uliterate Itallan children were
ordersd out of s single factory on the open-
Iug of the New York schools last SBeptamber.
The ivcrease in the number of deputy
factory Inspectors nuthorized by the Legls-
lature of 1488, han remdersd posaible a more
vigilant supervision of machinery. It ap
pears that employers generally are becoming
alive to the duty of sdopting all attainable
precautionary means to protect the persons
of those employed in their factories, and that
the patenteens and makers of machinery are
now attaching safeguards to thelr products
before they leave the abops, This poliey has
been adopted. partly from motives of
economy, because of the changes ardersd in
machinery prononnosd dangerous by lu-
spectors. We are assured that there has
been, during the last few years, an appre-
clalile reduction in the number of necidents
In the factories of this State,

Jaurs Manrtix of Orange, describing
Limself personally as “ young and poor."
without * politieal experience or the hack-
ing of powerfal politlclanw,” nsks THe
SUX‘sald (o hix desire to become the Demo-
eratic candidage for Congreas in the Eighth
district of New Jersey.

CLEVELAND, only to be Luried beneath the
cundemunntory vote of the Conveotion, the
reference, Indifferently left standing, to free
raw materinls with which the Demoorats
in Congress lual fought the passage of the
McKixney bill.  Then, as his next plank,
he takes from the Btate platform of 1802,
mlopted Ly the Democrats of New Jersey,
A passage maying that ““so far as possible
the tarif tax should Le imposed upon
luxuries aod removed from raw materials
that will give profitable employment to the
workmen of this countey.” '

The voters of New Jerney's Fighth Con.
gress distrlet cun choose 1o be represented
by n Demuverat, Hepublican, Populist, or
free thinker, and they retaln the inalienalile
right to christen him politically as they
like; but if he is elected on the ManTiN
platform, he will be & Democrat In name
only. The party's Natiousl Cooveution ln
Chicago disposed of all argumentative, go-
as-you-plesse, or protective platform: lHke
that jost quoted, for al! time between the
vears 1898 and 1800, Whatever s done
during this period must be subject to the
nnbendable rule that the " Federal Giovern-
ment has po constitutional power to Iny or
collect tariff duties excopt for the purpose
of revenne only " The protectionists, the
politielans who think that tariff dutles are

i

rmw eclay for Congress to monld in any
shape it likes, for the beoefit of
this class or section, or for the
promotion  of  general  prosperity by

the speeial cultivation of this or that Inter
est, way apply the free trade prineiple o
what they eall luxuries, as the MeKinleyites
did to sugar, and favor other Imported
articles with a particular eye to any class or
group of voters. But a Democrat who
stands Ly his party platform, Is constrained
to shut his eyes to discrimination and favor-
itism, high or low, broml or narrow, and
to demand that revenus and revenue omly
shall begin and end the tarilf system,

Mr. MANTIN can run as an Independent,
or, i he prefers, as a New Jersey Democrat ;
but he cannot run as a Democrat In the full
party sense, until the party meets in National
Conventlon and agrees that the Constitution
permis Congresa to jugmle with the tariff,
free of all limitations, and for any purposes
it may see fit to adopt.

Harmony,

There is not ns much talk of Democratic
harmouy hereabouts as there was a week
g, and the reason of the change s evident,
Soon after the election of Mr. CLEVELAXD,
but before his ilnsuguration, 8 committee of
the Antlsnap Democraoy, as the political
Cuckook of twao years ago were ealled, walted
upon him st his ofee in the MiLLs Lullding
w know what he proposed to do about the
chief Vederal appolotments. Mr, CLEvE-
LAND recelved his visitors somew hat brosgue-
ly, and brought pain to their feelings by
Inquiring whether thelr support of his
nomination had been wholly without prin-
viple, and based upon the expectation of
reward in the way of offices. The members
of this commitiee were elther not aware
that s compact covering Federal appoint-
ments had been made some months before
by Mr CLEVELAND at the Vietoria Hotel
with the representatives of Tammany Hall ;
or they were disposed to reject a8 erronecus
the version of that compact kmown among
politicians to be trustworthy ; or they sup
posed that Mr. CLEVELAKD, having made It,
would be willlng to repudiate its conditions
aud recognize their clalms to grateful ac-
knowledgment for past services diligently
and bolsterously performed. They got very
cold comfort, however, and dispersed 1o their
several homes o & ratber moursful frame
of mind, & mental condition which s nor-
mal among Mugwumps, but very rare
among Democrats, who are nsuslly buoyant,
confident, cheoerful, and even jocund, whes
anticipating the induction of a Democratic
Adwministration,

Iu bis subsequent sppolntments o the
Federnl service Mr. CLEVELAND carned out
in detall the terms of the compect with
Tammany Hall by nominating to the chibef
offices elther members of Tammany, or Dewm-
ocrats not distasteful to Tammany or to its
loaders. The list includes James T Ko
BENTH, Collsctor of Customs; Joux H. Mo
CARTY, United Ststes Marshal: Cuamirss
W. Davvos, Postmaster; J. C. Masuimg of
Brooklyn, Sarveyor; and Joms A Buin-
VAN, Collector of Interual Bovenns. To the
Antlsnappers or Cuckovs, as s organised
bedy of imdividuals, with a political lodg
ment lw this ey, Mr CLEVELANYD pald o

stiantion whatever; but the recomuusnds
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tions of lﬂ}bumw. Ohalrman of the
Anti-snappers, wers favorably oonsidersd,
though it waa partienlarly nntleed among
politictane that whanever hiz friend and co-
parcener, Mr. Guace, had s eandidate for a
Feaderal office, Mr. FAIRCRILD had another
enndidate for the same office; and while in
A ureat majority of oases the President pald
no heed to the recommendations of sither,
the appointments he made under such elr-
enmatances weare rather thost advoeated by
his former RBecratary of the Treasury.

T the election of 1908, following the in-
auguration of Me, CLEVELANYD, Nr, GRACK
took no part, his politieal sctivity belng
of an lotermittent character, atd vislble
ehiefly on those altarnate yeara when Mayors
are eleoted in New York. In 1860, when
no Mayor was to be slectmd, the poli-
ticians say that Mr. GRACE did not take the
trouble to vote ; but when the election was
over hin lively interemt in looal politien ree
vived, and on the Tuesday afternoon follow.
ing the slection he nttended A dinner at the
Lawyera' Clab to which weres ealled for con-
ference sich of the Anthanap leaders as
favored the setting up of the State Demo-
cracy, so called. At this banguet, every dish
whiech hsd appeared npon the menu of the
Vietoria Hotel dinner was rigorously ex
cluded ;: and only one representative of the
“up-State " Democracy was present, nanely,
Brother Look e of Buffalo.

Under stuch clroumatances the State De-
mocracy wik establlshed, as Mr. FAtRcniLD
and his friends supposed, to put Davip B,
HiLL " inoa Bole,”" an nsed to be the pastine
of the Hepublicans In Albany; and Mr.
Giack and his friends hoped that it wonld
also snnbile Mr, GRACE Lo enjoy some organ
Ired backing this year as a candidate for
Mayor of New York. It soon appeared,
however, that ths Htate Democracy, so
ealled, was little more or lews than the old
antl-HiLL combination of 1888, with Mr,
Famoninn, Mr. Grack, WHERLER H. PROK-
HAM, JAMES BYUSE, JAMES O, CARTER, AL-
BERT BTikwey, K. P. WueriLen, the Gon
KINs (LAwnesce and Lanny), R, Warsox
GILDER, WALTER 8 Louax, J. B LeaviTr,
and other old familiar fgures at the helm,
The purpose of the organization was differ
ently understood by different parties, the
Famonien guerrillas being enlisted agnlnst
the regular emoeratic organization in the
State, an they had unavailingly been in 1888
when Senator HiLw beat them and the Repub-
Heans combined with them by a majority of
20,000, while the GRACE contingent was for s
Republican alliance in & war to the knife
agaiost Tammany, with Mr. GiACE at the
head of afusion ur ealico ticket, Had the Fed®
eral patronage, which enrollers inthe State
Demuocrncy were b to belleve wan prom ised,
been fortheoming, the Iabors of the leaders,
even At oroms purposes as they were, might
have been materially lightened; but Mr
CLEVELASD stuck stoutly to his Vietoria
Hotel compact aud no help came to the State
Demuoeracy from Washington.

Before very long Mr. GRACE began to co-
quet with the Hepublicans, with s view
to their endorsing his candidacy for Mayor
in & unlon between *all the forces oppossd
to Tammany.” It appears to have been his
idea that be could rontrol the outslde organ-
Izatlons, and either exact & nomination
from the Hepublicans, or by the threat of
dolng so compel Tammany Hall to make
satisfuctory terms. He was for ** harmony ™
with either early in the year, The Republi-
cans, however, wonld bave nothing to do
with him. Except possibly Gronrar Briss and
THoMAS L. JAMES be galved no Republican
recruits. Col. HLiss Is a past master of diplo-
macy and Major JAMES s an aggressive
man of unchangeabls political convietions.
HBetwesn the two, Mr. GRACE could mnake no
headwar, so he naturally turned roward
Tammany agaln, although his organization
didn’t go with bhim, and didn't even know
which way he was golog. The existence of
two outaide Democratic factlons, both op-
posed to the State Democracy as well us to
Tammany Hall, and each having a larger
numerical following than Mr. GuAcE was
able to secure, snnffsd out his chances with
the Republicans, and left him unly Tawm.
wany to oegotiate with, as politicians ex-
presa it, *on Tammany’s own terms, "'

Finding his own candidature impossible,
Mr. GRACE, at s publie meeting held in June
in one of the small rooms of the Cooper
Unlon, eameout for Mr. FatRcuinn for the
Mayoralty without, It seems, consulting
that gentlemun, and with the foreknow led e,
it is alleged, that Brother Fatnesinp could
not under any clreumstances secure the ben-
efit of a Republican endorsement. Mr,
FAIRCHILD seems to he ve misinterpreted the
kindly motives which actuated Mr GirAck
in selecting bim as a candidate for politieal
slaughiter on a stesightout CLEVELAXD Dem-
ocratie ticket, warranted to be beaten In
every one of the 1,140 voting districts of
this metropolitan city.

The story is told of an old farmer who
admuonisbhed some rude boys to depart from
his apple orchanl ou a Suunday afternoon In
midsummer, Lifting a few straws from
the ground, he made a feint of throwing
something at the intruders, when one of the
boys (for all the world knows he may now
be a Democratic member of the Ways
and Means in Congress) ealled to his nsso-
cintes: " Look at the old man throwing
strawa" " Well, boys," sald the agricul-
turlst, “'If you think straws are too llight,
I will throw & few stones ' This he did,
and the boys departed. Similarly, Mr.
Grace, inding his position as to Mr, FAln-
CHILD'S Mayoralty candidature misunder-
stood, declared in an luterview on the day
of his recent departure for Europe that the
State Denioorscy would under no circum-
stances support & Hepublican for the office
of Mayor, thereby making it perfectly plain
that any possibllity of union between Lhe
State Democrncy anid the Republicans was
definitely and unconditionally off,

Capt. DECATUR'R
boat reserved (ts fire untll b close range, when
It single gun, chinrgel with 1,000 bullets, was
fired, dolug great execution,  Lasbing himself
wlongabde the Tripolitan fAagboat DecaTenr
bosrded, followed by his erew, The Amerl.
cans, armed with tomaliswks snd pletols, used
thew to great advaotage In the hand-to-bacd
struggle that followsd.  Drcarew singled out
the leaderof the Tripolitans, and the two men
becaine enguged in a desperate Nght, while thelr
two crews, rushing to their sasistance, soon
furmed In an lnextricabile mass, In the wbdlée 4
Turk ralsed hin sclmetar to cut open Dincavtu's
hewd, when an Ameriean sallor named Bresesy
Jasps, whose urms had been disabled In the
fAght, interposed bis head and receivial the blow
of his skall, thereby saving Decarun's life, Al
though the Tripolitans were supposed to be at
their best in hand-to-lisnd contests, they were
woon put to flight by the Americans, As arule
the Tripolitans retreated when thelr Jeaders
were killed, and for this reason the Awerican
ofMcers, when boarding the enemy’s boats, im-
mediately singled out the Turkish oMeers for
personal rombats.
