New Canaan, like every village of its size, han
citizens who want to see Sunday observed. That
s, they want barber shops, and butcher shopa,
and news stands, and milk stores closed ats
easonable hour in the morning. Also, llke
nearly avery village of ita xizs, Now Canaan has
tealonus officers of the law, and & row sometimes
rosulta, in whioh even Lhe greater number of
citizens who want Bunday observed, aide with
the wicked eloment The troubls in New Cannan
began a few weeks ago with the publloation of
the following notice in the local newspaper:
