The name of American girl was once a popu-

lar synonyms for " nertes." Ill health, nnd all
the ailment engendered by want of exercise,
foolish diet, and Irregular habits of life. When
contrasted with the Kngtlsh girl, whose out-
door Ufa made her the picture of abounding
health and msy.cheekcd energy, she suffered In
the comparison.

A generation has sufficed to effect a complete
change, and our English cousins no longer hold
a monopoly of outdoor sports. Wnero thirty
years ago th girl ttlio tteut boating and fishing.
climbing trees and Jumping fences with her
brothers, was looked upon as a tom-bo- y and
regarded with severe disapproval, the re-

verse Is now the case. Outdoor life,
In action, the spirit of s)ort. have

taken hold of American womanhood. (Itrls of
strong, active physique, erect carriage, and
energetic spirit, dellghtlni In tennis, rldlnc.
boating, walking, aro now the rule: the feeble.
Indoor It the exception, and tho re
suit Is a tall, vigorous race, with free step and
cheeks aglow with the ruddy color of physlcil
health and energy. Walk alcmtt the ntenucs nf
New York, Hoston, Chicago, or nu H'jro illy
at the fashionable hours, and the proceloli of
bright, animated girlhood whlrli passes before
one's eyes gives ample proof of summer n'tlvtt r
In the country and city wnrl. In gymnasium and
riding school.

All over the country, tthere the'p .it men and

Cleve-
land, there aro numberless country rlnbs. where
ladies are given recognition nnu tournaments
are held for them. In western New York,
near Rochester, Buffalo, and Syracuse, nru
many fin clubs with lady members; in New
Orleans is th n Houtheru Athletic
Club, also with ladles a members : and In Call
forolA, near Han Franc Uco, Is u large country
club which holds regular championships for
women. Lawn tennis certainly holds first place
In the hearts of American girls If one may fudje
from Its universality, though It ls Indeed hard
pressed by riding. The racket is far more com-mo- n

than the sunihade in the hands of the
American girl, whose summers are one long
season of outdoor life at country place, seaside
resort, or Inland village where city visitors
mingle with the country families and all meet
at the tennis club for morning play and gossip.
The result of this wldeepread patronage of the
game la the det elopmenl of a very high class of
play among American omen.

Fencing baa of late made rapid strides In
feminine favor, and Is at present the reigning
fad in New York society. While the ranks of
ourttomen fencers are principally swelled by
the ordinary, mediocre devotee to the fashiona-
ble craze of the moment, there are many uhn
have attained a really high degree of skill and
science in the art. and (to quote ono of the fenc-
ing matters) there are some who are quite capa-
ble of fencing with any man, however expert,
without having favors shown them becauee
they are women.

Aa for riding. I said that it follows hanl upon
tennis In popular favor. The riding school Is
as necessary a part of a girl's education as the
dancing school. Tho American girl does not
live la th saddle to the extent that her English
cousin does, but she Is thoroughly at home there,
and rides with a grace, an abandon, and a
fearlessness which mould horse and rider into
one creature moved by a common impulse and a
common thought. America, has a great many
noted horsewomen among her i omen of wealth
and fashion who own fine mounts, and are thor-
oughly In touch with the sensitive Intricacies of
horse nature.

In New York, especially, there Is agreat deal of
attention paid to riding, the knowledge of which
larfsriourur among the girls of the highest cir-
cles. To learn to rid is a necessary part of
every New York girl's early training. The

ls thst New York girls of family and
position hare developed into a set of finished
horsewomen, noted for their beautlfui scat,
graceful bearing, and correct style.

In the South, riding among women ls very
general; It is, in fact, almost the only kind nf
sport In which Southern v. omen indulge. They
are born riders, and come nearest the English In
that every day life In the raddle which Is char-
acteristic of Kngland. But they do not pay so
much attention to dress as the Northern women:
they are lets strict as to the details of stile and
form: nor do they look upon riding as a tport
In Itself so much as a means of getting about
in alternation with driving. A Houthernrr will
as soon ride aa drite to where Ishe has either
business or plessure. while the Northerner
considers the riding Itself a sufficient object,
and ls not to apt to ute It as a means.

Space forbids ray making more than a brief
reference to riding In the West. There the
women like the (southern omen live more In
the saddle than thojeot the Fast, and are apt
to be more daring and impetuous riders. They
are expert at mountain climbing, nnd on the

they turn out In full force at those rout,firalrle hunts, which rital the fox hunt
in excitement and tport, and require no lest
skill and science to bring the quarry down. No
woman who can sit in the saddle Is absent when
such a hunt starts from Brmy it or frontier
town and scours over the plains after the
"Jack." who takes twenty feet at a hound and
often succeeds In outwitting the most cunning
and experitneed hounds, 'lhit is a raco over
prlnglng turf In the teeth of a bracing U esteni

ttlnd which Is decidedly enjoyable. Kastern
women also become expert In this tport and
miss it sadly on their return to the EajL Hid
Ing Is very general In all sections of the country.

Apart from the actual riding, the women are
quit as largely concerned in the hunts as the
men. Msny follow ou foot, and enter quite aa
enthusiastically Into the spirit of the sport.
The social events connected with the hunts
the meets, the breakfast, dinners, and bills
lollect all the n women of society aitd
fashion, and are among the debutantes' rao-i- t

cherished aspirations. The wi althy hu
hat e country seats In a hunting neighborhood
throw open their doors during the hunting sea-
son, and coat ribute much to ill general ga et .
A larg number of women attend the meet on
horseback who do not follow th hounds, and In
this way the art of riding is further promoted.

The New York Horse bliow has also a tale to
tell, The great Increase of ladies' hunters mot
of them entered by private owners, and the high
degree of breeding the) have attained, go far to
prove the great advance toward exrellrn eai.d
universality which the art of rldiug has made
among American women, ho not iiiily care fur
riding, but also care what kind of a borne they

Handsome prizes for both gt ntlrmrn and ladles
are presented by the matrons, and the pl it
ranied on in tournament style. In the uunir
howling allets are usually adjuncts uf the ten.
nis club, and are much used.

In city and country alike women Indulge very
generally In skating, and the first ice Is crowded
with a throng of graceful skstert. Any country
girl would be ashamed uot to lkute, and city
girt make up pleasant partlee for a trip to some
suburban pond, or open their ruuutry houses foe
a Jovial party Hut there are no organised
clubs; crervthi'ig it done in an Informal way.

Tobogganing and snowsboelng have alto been
Introduced from the West and from Canada,
th former especially being in great favor at
on time as a form of fashionable amusement.

Ing and swimming. Many have regular crews,
and row annual races with each other and with
scratch crews of the nelghborhood.and they row
very well, too. In true 'varsity style. elfesley
College, near Boston, pays special attention to
her crew, and has ventured on sliding seat. The
girls wear loose blonses, short skirts, and knick-
erbockers. The summer watering places like-
wise get up races for girls, which are one of the
chief amusement of the season.

Women also do a great deal of yachting, as at-
tested by the large number nf women on the
American Yacht IltgtJter who own yachts and
sail them themsehee. All along the shore are
small clrtbs. and girls may be seen any day dari-
ng hither and thither In small cntboats and

" fiirp.and.aft," anil showing considerable skill
In their management. In the matter nf larger
(raft, too, they are by no means backward.
Though ladles are tint tcrr generally admitted
to our lirger t ncht rlulis. there are Hubs In Bos-
ton of which they are yacht-ownln- g member
with the right to fly the colors; and the Now
York Yacht Club Is now discussing the question
of the admission nf women.

American clrls are tery "keen nbont cann-
ing and are skilful at they are most
expert, and often reckless paildlers. shooting
rapids nnd even taking to the sailing canoe, a
very ticklish business et en fur n man. They go
out in bathing coitume. and are not a bit dis-
turbed b) an occasional dncklng. The
sport Is equally In vogue on quiet coun-
try streams, where .the cation glides silently
along between steep banks nf fern and meadow
grass alder bushes, and wild swamp growths,
all mlrroted In therlear surface. There are no
women's cluli for canolng.but the uien'scanon
clubs admit women aa members,

Canolng Implies swimming, nf course, and
many women nreat home In the water. Tin
uimnaslutns have swimming classes, besides
which there arumany nlc swimming schools
ttheie girls nro taught to swim. It Is quite nn
nodlnary accomplishment, but not so common
as senile others.

In the cycling world there are, according to
the last report, no less than thirty thousand wo.
men who own nnd ride bicycle. There aro
cycling clubs ever where for women, and a
large portion of the men's clubs are open to
them. Must nf these club nre small affairs,
howeter, with few of the appointments of
n Huh huiisn beyond a small building for the
meetings and u shed for the wheels. In the
cities tnev are more elaborate, but there aro far
too many to mention In detail. Cycling, In fact.
Is thn amusement par excellence of the people,
and Is not taken un us regular sport by tho
tipper classes The cycling set Is by no means
th same as that engaged lu tennis, riding, nnd
other sports. It Is essentially popular- - the prill-rlp-

form of outing of the vast majority of the
middle classes, the smaller shopkeepers,

This applies tolxith men
and women. 1 do not mean that thcupprc!ascs
do not take to incline; It would be absurd tossy
ni. hut thy are too few to give their stamp to
I'ttllng. The women, especially of the upper
i lasses. If they tele at all, are not apt to use
their wheels In public.

There nre plenty of cycling newspapers with
somen's departments, lint the ct cling Interest
Is so evenl) divided between men and women
that the latter read the body of tho paper with
ns much Interest as the former. I know nf no
cj cling papers for women only.

Kuciiig has taken place amung women cyclists,
but It is ii great novelty, and I diMountenanred
bv the women themselves. Neither ls tho " ra-
tional costume " much In fashion.

Uolf has not become a favorite In America,
and Is still taken up more or loss as a fad among
the There la a good
deal of golfing done at Newport, where th gay
eet have made a purchase of ground for a
club house, polo field, and links. Tbeladiesnow
piny on the men's links, but will soon have one of
thelrown. Here golf ls entirely a society affair.
'1 he game Is really only about two or three years
old with list it was started as a more serious
sport at Ynnkers, on tbn lludton. a half hour bv
rail from New York.

(Jolf Is
quite a fatorite in California, butrln general It
vogue It very local, and shows little Indication
of spreading, much less of superseding tenuis.

Such ls the general aspect of women's sport
on the American side of the Atlantic. The field
Is far too largo for satisfactory treatment with-
in the limits of one article, which can only give
a brief outline of the mot Important lines of de-- t

elopmenl. In conclusion, let me say that with
all this widespread Interest In sports, there Is no
tendency among American women to become
" sporty." There are fast sets where this is the
case, but the American girl, taking her all in
all, does not devote her time and energy to sport
to much as to smack of the stable and the Held.
She Is kept in balance by too many other thing
that occupy and Interest her, and Instead of
serving the ends of sport sho make sport serve
the ends of physical health and
wonianhuod.

LETTERS SUICIDES LEAVE.

Persons whose business or Inclination hu
placd them In a position to become familiar with
the subject of find an Interest-
ing study In the letter written Just before th
writer committed suicide, tt Is a curious fact
that although the persons Intending to make
away with lliemielves realize that they have
only a few rulnutes or hours to live, their last
message is usually written In an d man-
ner, as though the writer waa engaged In an
ordinary, every day business transaction. It Is
an exception when tho character of the letter
denotes nervousness on the part nf the writer.
Said a welbknown physician of this city, whose
expcrlenco with suicides has extended mer a
score of years;

"It is a surprising thing, the matter-of-fac- t

way In which the unfortunate person dashes off
his last message on earth. It Is as though ho
sat down, pen In hand, with tho Inward com
ment, ' Well, after mature, deliberation I have
decided to make away with myself, nnd I owe it
to humanity to leave a parting lino behind me,
so here goes." "

Sometime, howeter, the writer icocs about his
work In u more serious vein. He appears to
hate wrighid the question carefully. ltr ll
down and without a tre'iior cnrefull puts his
few last thoughts or Ishes on paper.

" I havo tried to look or the bright ,le" he
writes, "but my life has been a failure, and I
hate not the courage to begin over again."

Then he calmly folds up th letter, puts It In a
prominent place, nnd kills himself.

There are sumo Instances where the person
contemplating suicide hsslefla letter apologis-
ing for the trouble he Is making. One man, be-

fore shooting himself, care full) removed the rug
from the floor of his room.

" In putting: myself out of ,thc way,'' hu wrote,
" I desire to make as little musa as possible. You
will have the trouble of laying Hits rug again,
but It ls too expensive a one to soil."

Chief Clerk iteynolcls uf the Coroners' office
tell th story of a man who tent note to th
office In which lie said that If the Coroner would
send him the necessary car fare he would male
away with himself in that official's apartments.

" It will save you a lot of trouble." lie w ent on,
" for ray bod) will bv cotit nileiit "

" Wo get all sorm uf letters aiuuug the sui-

cides' effects," said Mr. Ileynolfti! " some of
which are written with great care, while uthi rs
are a mere scrawl, aa though the writer was in u
hurry to get It ot er with. It Is a noticeable f.ict
that tery few women who Intend to rommlt sui-

cide leave any writing behind theui. The let-
ters are almost always written by men. Women
usually try to destroy nil proof which will lead
to an identification of their body."

Often the letters left by a person who has cum
mltted suicide are pathetic. A few months ago
the body of a mnu who had shot himself through
the head was found lying In n clump of bushes
near Hudson, N. Y. The budy had been ex-

posed to tbe elements for a long tlmr, and was
little more than a skeleton. Clutched In one of
thn bony hands was a flip of paper upon which
was written the single sentence:" Please buy me a grave."

Another letter, found on the unidentified body
of a man who committed suicide, said:

"Icaunot give my name, else my old mother
wuuld know how 1 died. Pleaaii bury me like nn
honest man. In my pocket uti will find $!)."

Cornice Maker Jean Schwarz droit tied himself
in the Crotou reservoir in order that his start lug
wlfo and child might get thn Insurutice money
on his life. On the day he committed suicide
he tent hi tt tfe a farewell letter. After telling
her how she could get the insurance moue) he
begged her forglveneas. The letter ended with
a prayer that what he was about to do might
keep her from w unt.

Many of the letters left by suicide declare
that the writers die because they hate been
dltappnlnted In lore. Ilia many Instance
the letter are written to friends, and the name
ot the faithless one ls not given. Pierre Brady,
a young Frenchman, who came to this city from
Philadelphia, committed suicide in his room at
theBt.Jumes Hotel. During the afternoon of
the day on which he killed himself he went to
the Hotel Martin and wrote two letters. Each
was addressed to "Madame." In one the
writer said; "When I first knew you, you had
Just been married, and 1 wished that I had been
that happy man." He went on to confess -- Is
hopeless love for " Madame," and bewailed the
cruel misfortune that had come into his life.
There Were hints that the writer would be
driven to because of his hope-
less love. The second letter read:

"Madame; My last thought are of you. At
the moment of quitting this world I ray to you
a fond adieu."

It waa ascertained that Brady had been in lore
with the French actress. Jane Hailing.

Adolph Labor ot White Plains shot himself In
a room at the Hotel Arthur. This letter was
found near the body

"I am better off dead than alive, and I will
take a ball. Tell my mother to take It easy.
There Is a mat In my trunk I mads fur mother.
Do not taka it to heart. I am better off this
earth. Mother. Kate Tobin is the fault of my
death."

Miss Tobin had refused to marry Labor because
of tils Intemperate habits,

Frederick Koch, a rlerk 1H yeas old, shot him.
self in the store. He wrote a letter explaining
his action while riding lu the elevated train be-

tween 106th street and Forty-se- t enth street.
The letter said that his had
slandered him to the girl he loved. It ends:

"1 expect to end my life with Ham's pistol or
knife, which I will try to get some way or other.
(Jood.br to all. and my darling, angel Annie,
whom I Intended to make ray wife aom day,"

William M. Lord, a waiter, who lived in Jer-
sey City, came to this city and engsged a room
at the Hhelboume House, where he made elab-
orate plana fur commuting suicide. Hew rote this
note and placed it together with a faded flower
in an envelope addreissed to Mrs, Kate Murph) :

"Sistek Katie: If you only knew how I feel
and all 1 went through )ou would pity me, if
rter )qu see my dear friend. John inrdhaui,
again, do all you can to get him to go back to
hi father nd lie a good noy. He good to him,
Katie, if ho come to look at me when 1 am
dead, bpeak kindly to him for my sake. May
(iod blees you all this night. Keep this bit of
flower for me, aa it was given to me. I gueas I
will have very little flowers at my burial. Good-b-

Katie, du all you ran for J ohn. and (iod will
help ) ou 1 am sure. Your poor brother.

After writing the letUr Lord lay down on the

bed and took a dose of Paris green. Then be
Jumped up. rang the bell violently, and shouted
for an ambulance. II waa taken to Beltetue
Hospital and recovered.

Tho .Meimonltos say that these peasants
nev rrnrie successful ur even fairly prosperous
In Russia, and few If any of theui would ever
become good cltlsensot the State were they to
slay. The Meunonltos do not conceal their sat-
isfaction at seeing the peasants return to their
old Huuslau homes.

colonic. The ulder was established In 1 80 and
settled two years later, and embraces a fine tract
In the northern part of Harvey county and the
southern part of McPherson county. Th other
colony Is near Hays City, In Kills county, where
the Mennonltes have over 100.000 acres of tbe
finest land in that section.

arms. Thy still refuse to tot except at school
elections. They are totally Indifferent as to
what political party controls the Uot eminent so
long a they are sure the country will escape all
kinds and forms of war.

They brought with theui from their Russian
homes many ot their strange customs.

One element of their success Is their system of

diversified farming, When the chinch bug cut
the corn crop short, they have a good crop of
wheat, if cholera kills some of their hogs. thy
have a few sheep, a lot of fat steer, and a good

for deer will begin In a few weeks in tbe north-
ern peninsula of this State. Sportsmen con-- t

crsant with tbe situation fear that tbe shooting
w ill be Inferior to the past. The reason Is uot
difficult to discover. Every year finds the area
on which timber has been cut larger than it was
the year before; every year sees more farming,
larger villages and cities, and the wilderness
pushed back a few miles from all of tbe princi-
pal settlements.

With tbe opening of new railroads and county
roads In all directions, the hitherto Inaccessible
portions of the great northern wilderness have
been brought within easy reach of the hunter
and angler. This state of affairs was foreseen
ten year ago, and a very wise law waa enacted
providing for the uppolntnicnt of a State (lame
Warden and deputlea In each county where the
game was of larger size than sqnlrrels and w s.

At first this law was practically a dead
letter in the upper peninsula. There was so
much game that nn one thought It could disap-
pear. But after deer had begun to grow scarce,
with an Influx nf hunters
from the KaMeni States, local of
sportsmen were organized, who undertook to en-

force the State laws stringently. Trustworthy
rueuwer appointed as deputy game w aniens lu
almost etery upper peninsula count), and tho
vigilance of these officials brought man) offend,
era to book. A tine nf S.10 for killing veulson
out of season was the rule, half of which went
to the warden, and for there or four years the
State (fame law was rigidly enforced in the
principal counties of the upper peninsula.

As a natural result of putting a summary stop
to the wholesale slaughter of deer and other
game out of season, there wa a notable in-
crease of big gme within two seasons, and the
upper peninsula deer hunting three year ago
wa better than It had been for vests. Then
there came laxity again. The local sporttmen't
associations Ion interest, the deputy wardens
forgot to attend to their duties, and pothunter
began their work once more, almost unmolested
