At tho election held two
weeks aim the old tounty ofllctals almost to n
man failed to secure reelection, but as their
term of ofDco does not end until September they
have taken this means to retaliate upon thoso
whom they befriended, but who did uot return
the favor at the critical time.

The stupendous disclosures have aroused such
feeling that a semi-secr- organization has been
formed among the citizens to secure the enforce-
ment of the law. particularly with reference to
the benefit of revcuue.
