The hoatman's story of Mr, Brown's treatment
of numbars of his orew ls & mild summary of
poores of experistiess whish men who have
palled on the Valfreyin relats fresly. A man
who served some monthe fa an Important cs-
pacity on the yacht mads this statemsat about
1ife on board :

“¥hen & member of the orew had (o any way
gliven My, Brown offence, real or Lmaginary, he
di4 not procssd to summon the man to his pres.
ence. e walted until the viothm was nioaly In
“bed and then suddenly dashed upon him with &
wtick, belaboring him wuntil weary of the work,
whan he would bolt out of the oabin with.
ont saring & word. At other times lounging
earalosaly Into the fo'oastla, he would invite the
men 1o have a glass of ale with him, and after
the friendly glass had passsd round he would
saddenly set to work with his cudgel and Iay
about him until they howled with fear and pain
Becond engineers wore his special viotimas, and
many a Ume has Mr, Brown enjoyed the spoft of
arming himself with the cook's poker and hunt-
ing the ‘sscond’ round the vesssl. The wise
men on the Valfreyia locked snod barricaded
themselves in their cabing,

“He had another method of getting his men
thraahed whioh relieved him of all respousibil-
ity. In the middie of the ulght an vMoer wias
somatimes oallad to the owner'scubin,

“Now then, Mr, Blank,” the owner would say,
*you've tried my patience long enough, Nuw,
you've got to go home and get a thrashing from
your wife and be back here promipt Ww-morrow.'

“And the man would Le put (nto a bost amd
went ashore to travel perhaps Lo Londun or soine
other part of the country, of courss, st the owin-
of's exponse. On returning they wers clusely
questioned as to the number s s loleace of the
blows glven,

“Mome lvely stick praciice usually fullowed
the annwhl oyster dinner of the Colelivster Caor-
poration, which was one of the very few social
functions attended by Mr. Hrown, W heo ashore,
except when riding or walkiung, he Is always il
AL ease and anzious to return to the ship; and
after one of the oyster diuners e returoed lme.
mensely pleased that he had got back to perfect

fresdom.

“*I have done averything they tuld me 1o, Lie
resnarked cheerfully, ‘and uuw I'm Just golng
‘%0 do what 1 like.

* He then jumped mmong the crew and Legan
using his stick uotll every man hnd disappenred.
Then he disappeared also, lnnghlng with gloe,

" Doubtless it will seem almont Incredible thint
men could be found to put up with this treat-
ment even at the hunds of an owner. Well, of
course, many of them did not: the ofMvers, ln
particular, changing with great rapldity, but
others would stay on so long sa things were
bearable at all. Men will do much fur money,
and they made good money on the Valfreyia,
and Iothe way of work had not s grest deal 1o
do. Not only dia they make splendid pay, but
the perquisites often canie to as much ns men
would make on any other vessel. One man got
45 a month beyond his pay for Inoking after &
couple of parrots, another s similar amount for
attending to the monkey Jacko. The Val-
freyia's owner was one day shooting sea fowl in
his steam lsunch, and In sudden impualse, while
the fireunn was stooping te the boller, hie [ifved
his gun and struck the man with all his strengih
avross Lhe back, the weapon breaking off at the
stock from the foree of the blow, The man was
laid up for weeks. but a handsome present of
money made thiogs right aud nothing was hieard
of the locident in public.

“The men knew that once they rebelled they
must leave. Une of the chief engincers was in
the habit of letting the second englneer go
ashore |o the evenings, as the poor lad was be-
iog badgered to death. Oune night the owner
wont down Into the engine room and asked for
the second, He was not there. The owner was
annoyed. He had brought down the galley
poker with him, and remarked that he had a
koud mind to try It on the shoulders of the chief,
Hut the latter was not one of the knockling down
esort. He bucked up the steps and got on deck,
followed by the owner. Then he selzed the
nearest weapon that lay to his hand and Invited
his master Lo comeon. There was no fght,

* Finally rudgelling appeared to grow monot-
enous o Mr. Hrown, and he sought another
miethod of amusement. He got s big syringe,
such as |8 used In England for washing win-
dows, and holding perhaps a coupls of quarts
of water, and with this he would lle o ambush
until sums unwary member of the craw was
passing along the deck, when the surprised
pallor would get the contents in his nack, At
unights, when the men were in their bunks, he
would take careful aim through the loophole In
the door and pick off his men. Sometimes he
would surprise sn oMeer at dinner and give him
the contenls of the syringo full in the fare, The
syrings was a nover-falllng source of delight to
tho owner of the Valfreyis. He would employ
himaself from dinner time until the early hours
of the morning popping sbout the yacht mnd
coming up in unexpected places to pul 1n a shot.

** Hia secretaries, uf whom be has had many
during the five years, have come In for the same
port of horseplay. sl the dootors have fared po
better. His firat mecretary waa an American,

the only American ho has had aboard, Ile did
nol stay long. After dinoer one evening the
secrelary foll aslesp and awoke to flud his
master carefully cutting off his moustache, of
which he was very proud. It was & dreadful of.
fenco and there was socordingly a dreadful
row, which ended in revolvers belng drawn and
ahota fired. Of course the secretary lefi. An.
other secretary was an artist whom Mr. RHrown
had pleked up in  ltaly some years pre.
viously. He left, too. They went ashore one
day and the mastor returned alone; evi.
dently there had been a quarrel. Mr. Brown
got & bucket of water and went into
ambuah, and the momant the secretary hegan
W come up the slde of the yachit he
got the whale of the water over him. The
artist waa furlous. When be stepped on deck
be looked like & wasp after & shower, but he
pitched Into his boss and sent him rolling on
tho deck, after which there was an sntertaining
Hght. But that quarrel was patched up, and
Brown took & mild reveuge for some weeks by
stealing to the searetary’s cabin when the latter
was asleep and emptyiog the syringe over biom.
After one ur two immersions the secrelary

moved Lo anuther bunk In the same cabin, and |
