Haviog ralsed an mggregate fand
of £28 000, he distributsd tes with s free
hanil to all vomers, nnd, it bs safe to say, did
such a job of advertising with the countleas
throngs attending the Fair, as he lina never
attemipted before. It must then seem proba-
ble to the intelligent olserver that the wmo-
nopoly of Chiness and even of Jupanese tes
in this country is deawing to n close, Great
houses have been opened in New York and
Chilengo to supply the growlug demand for
Ceylon and Indian tes ., and {f the writer in
the Loandon Times in to be believed, no
tronble or expense will be spared in adver-
tining the one and deerying the other, till
the Chiness teas nre erowded ont, The in-
terests of londia and Ceylon are identical in
this matter, and they aro both backed by the
capital and the Government of Great Britain
aod its dependencies, The struggle s be
tween the Hritish tea planter as against the
Chinese tea planter, and Henven help the poor
Chinnman, for with his stupid and anti-
quated Government and methods, his defeat
seems ulmost certaln,

And thus it always is. Great Hritain
never fally to set up and maintain her own
interests, or those of her cltizgens against
those of other people. She adyvocates and
enforces free trade upon China, and not-
withstanding the misgovernment of Corea,
and the emptiness of Chinese pretension in
respect to that conntry, she supports Chine
s against Japan: and when pesce s de-
clared she will doubtless hasten with her
accustomed energy and skill to destroy the
commerce of both. Like the Greeks bearing
gifts, she seeks a lodgment within the
bounds of a foreign country only 1o capture
its business as far ns possible. She lends
her alllance to the weak but to betray
them ; and yet there are parties and states-
men in this country who belleve in her good
fuith sl thiok it safe to trust her.

Some Facts About Japan.

The Mikado's Ministers have just issued 4 |

bilingunl statistical summary for 1882, On
one shile uf each page run the Japanese char-
acters and figures, while on the other isn
French translation. The painstaking work
embodied in this book, and the lucid mode
of exposition, bear witness to the thorough-
ness with which European sdministeative
methods are reproduced in the present Gov-
ernment of Japan. From this exhaustive
repertory of data relating to the resources
and prospects of the country we select cor-
tain facts which seem especinlly interesting
and significant

To begin with population, we observe that
this has Inereased raplily sinee the over-
throw of the Tokugnwa Shogunate, During
& period of 120 years under the last line of
Bhoguns the number of inhabitunts rose ouly
from 26,000,000 to 26,900,000, Now it ex-
pands as much in two, or, st worst, in three
vears. The population of Japan in 180
was 41,088940, having galoed npearly
4,400,000 since 1882, In the island of
Niphon alone there are 31,610,929 {nhabi-
tants. It is to be noted that in Japan the
men outnumber the women by 415,000,

From a table exhibiting the distri-
bution  of population by castes we
Jearn  that  there are 8,858 chiefs

and members of noble families; 2,014,500
heads and members of families belonging
to the former somoural or warrior caste;
all the other inhabitants are classifled ns
ordinary subjects. Another table, which
distribut the population according to

our esteemed contemporary, the Lond
Times, which in a recent number, and at
great length, describes “the strugule be-
tween India and China for the tea supply of
the world,” With brutal frankness it de-
clares that the Indian and Ceylon tea grower
has won the battle, albeit st a terrible cost |
to himself, as well as to his Chinese rival.
In order that the significance and the con-
seqquences of this struggle may be fully un-
derstood, it should be remembered that in
1881 Great Britain cousumed 112,000,000
pounds of Chinese tea; in 1898 ghe con-
sumied only 80,000,000, In 18581 she oon-
sumed only 48,000,000 pounds of Indian and
Ceylon wa, while in 15908 she consumed
172,000,000, Thus it will be seen that dur-
ing the period named, (ireat Rritain's yearly
purchases of Indian aod Ceylon tens have
increased by 124,000,000, while her pur-
chases from Chins, with Japan included,
have decreased by 76,000,000 pounds !
“This great industrial revolution,” says

international rivalry slmost withont paral-

lel in the history of the world, The (Chines
and the Vritlsh tea growers have foughit
with all the charmcteristic qualities of the
two races.  Hritlsh enterprise hias been dog-
gedly met by Chinese persistence.  The

On Dec. 81, 1802, the
Japanese Minlster of Marine had at his dis-
poral 280 admirals and other officers of high
grades, 1.12% officers of lower grades, and
upward of ¥,000 sailors. Besides 28 tor-
pedo  bosts  there were 85 war vessels,
having nan  aggregate displacement of
06,008 tons  and  carrying S92 guns,
Of these vessels, however, about half were
ot that time cmployed for harbor defence
and a8 schoolships. At the dite above
named the regular army consisted of more
than 16,000 officers aud non-comm issioned
officers and alimost exactly 280,000 soldiers,
This force is capable of prompt and great
expansion, simply through eurtalling the
number of persons excused under the present
system of conseription, As to the guality of
the army, the book before us is naturally
silent, hut we know from other sources that
the officers are well tralned in European
stratewy nnd tactics, and that the soldiers
are armed with perfected weapons. We may
note finally that the commissariat is well
organized, the appropriations for supplies
being houestly expended, instead of being
stolen, as they nre fn China.

A Typilcal Career,

Mr. Jouy NEwegLL, the President of the
Laoke Shore Railroad, died on Sunday after
& career which was generally typical of that
of nearly all the men who have become
prominent in the lmmediate and practical
management of American railways, It waa
acareer of a kind which most Americans
who have arisen to power and wealth have
pursued at all periods of our history.

Mr. NEWELL was the son of & Massachu-
setts farmer, and he started out while still
in his boyhood to make the living which he
was obliged o get by his own exertions,
He had had only the edueation of the villags
schiool, but he had inherited and he had cul-

tivated habits of {udustrious and conscien- |

tious application to svery task committed to
him, and these he preserved throughout his
life. He never measured the time or the
care he gave to work by any standard fixed
for him by a labor uuion or by tho self-
indulgence of his lesa laborions mates. He
tixed his standard for himself, and ho put it
as high as his capacity and his ambition for
ndvancement dictated ; nod the diligence of
his youth continued in his manhood and to
the last.

He begnu his railroad service at sixteen
years of age asa rodman with small pay,
snd he made himself so valuable to his em-
ployers that from that low grade hs ad-

| vaneed by steps, not rapid but steady, to

the topmost place in the railway busi-
ness. As he went upward he learned
thoroughly the requirementa of every
subondinate post through which he
p d He lerstood his  profession
in all its branches and in all  its
multifarious details. e watched the
sreat railroad system under his supervision
at the sud as carefully as he performed the
smaller and narrower duties entrusted to
him while he himself was subject to the
urders of superiors. He bad uo laziness in
his own composition, no negligence, no in-
clination to evade his responsililities, and Le
would tolerate them in nobody under his
authority. He sot an example of consclen-
tious devotion to duty, and by his succesaful
career because of it Le exhibited for all the
men in his employ & standard which was
profitable for every one of them, stimulative
of their ambition, and encouraging to thelr
hopes of progresa, if they were disposed to
heed it

Such & man as JoHN NEWELL never lets
any organlzation keep him down o the
avernge level of ability and sccomplishimment.
He was always trylog to do the best he
coulid, not to get pay for ss liEtle as posslbile
dane. Otherwise he would probably have
died, & rodman still, and never have besn
heard of in the rallroad world. He did not
waste bis time io talking about the hard-
ships of lsbor, but went on working with
all his might and waio o order to ges
abead.

Buch a carcer furnishes a good lesson for
tha laborers who are now stopping to listen
to spouters ke DEss aud hLis Eind. As we
sald, It Is lo its general character the career
of nlue-tenths of the Americans who are
now enjoying prosperity. They made their
