Senator .lones of Nevada He vers Ills Con.

eetlea With the Republican Port,
WAsntKOTON, Sept. 4. Senator John P. Jones

of Nevada has furnished a decided political sen-

sation by formally severing his connection with
the Itepublicnn party, and, In a letter addressed
to tho Hon. Knoch Strothcr, Chairman of tho
ltepubllcan State Central Committee of Nevada,
gives at great length his reasons therefor.

These primarily are on account of his convic-

tion that the ltepubllcan party organization Is
unalterably opposed to tho free coinage of sliver
at tho American ratio of 10 to 1, or at all, ex-

cept w Ith tho consent of foreign governments
and nt a ratio tn bo dictated by them.

To his constituents ho explains thai tho
change In the ri'tatlnnshlp between the lleptto.
llcan party nnd himself Is not a thnngo In
him, Ills conviction regarding the bene-
ficial influence of American industry,
of tho imllcy of protection, Is

but thn moral and material pro-
gress of the people, and esja'Clally of the labor-
ing classes, ho sn)s. cannot be expected In the
absence of a s stem that wilt not admit of tho
quantity of money keeping pace with tho de-

mand.
This point Is emphasized nt much length In

the Senator's letter. Ho refers in the constant-
ly Increasing population of the country, and
argues that It Is absolutely necessary that tho
quantity of our money should Inercoso irl
jkimii with

Ho Imd hoped that tho nepubllrnnpartywnuld
put upon Its banner the motto of f rco rolnage of
silver und goldat the long established American
ratio, and refers to tho country being re It gates!
to tho single gold standard with nil that that
Implies of Industrial dr) rot and compulsory
idleness among the people.

Ho sa)s thnt while It Is true that the Demo,
crutlr party must share with the Ilepubllrnns
the responsibility for that ait, he lannli con-
cerned with the share taken therein by the
party In the suiccss of whose policies ho has
devoted the licst )caranf his life.

" To my profound regtet." ho adds, " I ran nn
longer be of tho houv hold of tho party whlih
brought freedom to the slave nnd the
union of tho Stales. The gnat party width
could unflinchingly face the slave iniwcrilots
not daro nttack the money power."

Of the repeal of the Sherman net the Senator
savs: "On the demand of a Demnorntli' Presi-
dent the ltepubllcan part) repealed the most
important.

Washiscton. Sept. 4.-- Tho Lighthouse Hoard
has for the lust two months been nt work demis-
ing plans for the new light which It Is proiioscd
to erect on tho treacherous Diamond Shoals, off
Cape Itatteras, if It Is peisslbla tn accomplish
this engineering feat. Tho original designs pro--

scd a masonry structure built on the caisson
principal. The structure was to have Its base nt
least 1V0 feet beneath tho wptcr's surface, and
was tn bo built up ton height of Kid feet above
the water.

The very great uncertainty of securing a
caisson which which could stand the Urrlfio
bombardment of tho Hutteraa seas, and the fail-
ure to find n solid foundation of rock or hard
subsumed has hsl tho Hoard to practleully aban-
don this scheme In favor of a screw pile light,
such as have been found to be the
liest kind of a structure where tho waves
la-a-t heavily, as it affords tho least i
surface for their attacks. These piles '
velll be sunk nearly 100 feet In the bottom, and
w 111 tow er about 1U0 feet aliov e the w av es. 'I ho
keeper's quarters w 111 he small in cnni'arlin to
those which were designed In tho masonry
structure, but the light will lie just ns high and
bright. There Is a great deal of doubt among
somo engineers whether it is practlcabluto erect
any sort of a light station on tho shoals nn uc- -
count of tho shifting sands and great seas,
which run hign the) enr round. The shoals ex- -'
tend fourteen mill n off Hntteras, and the spot ,

selected for tho light would beontheoutereilge. '

Should the light ever lx flnalle completed.lt is
U'lievtsl that the most diffliult pine of light- -
house engineering In the world will have been
accomplished.
